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THE EFFECTS OF TAX REFORMS ON UZBEKISTAN’S ECONOMY

Abstract: this article examines the impact
of reforms implemented in Uzbekistan during
2017-2024 on key macroeconomic indicators. The
analysis shows that tax reforms helped align the
tax burden with its growth-maximizing optimal
level, approximately 19.96% of GDP. Based on
the research findings, the main recommendations
include reducing and maintaining the tax burden
at its optimal level, broadening the tax base, and
developing digital tax administration to ensure
sustainable and inclusive economic growth.

Introduction

Fiscal reforms are widely recognized as one of
the most powerful macro—institutional levers for
accelerating growth trajectories in post-transition
economies. Uzbekistan represents a distinctive
case where fiscal reforms were embedded not as
incremental corrections but as part of a systemic
modernization agenda launched in 2017 to
liberalize prices, reduce administrative distortions,
and align domestic regulation with international
market standards. Since then, the reform trajectory
has included tax base harmonization, VAT
restructuring, reduction of corporate income
taxation, gradual digitalization of public finance,
and the introduction of medium-term expenditure
frameworks.

Unlike reform episodes in other transition
economies that often focus on narrow consolidation
or sectoral adjustments, Uzbekistan’s reform
agenda has been multi-dimensional: (i) shifting
from a predominantly revenue-extraction tax
system towards a growth-friendly design, (ii)
enhancing public spending efficiency through
program budgeting, transparency and digital tools,
and (iii) aligning the fiscal architecture with global
standards to reduce risk premia and enhance
investment inflow. These reforms are intended not
just to stabilize but to structurally transform the
economy.

Early post-reform dynamics suggest that the
fiscal package has been growth-congruent rather
than growth-neutral. Real GDP growth averaged
5.7 percent in 2022 despite global shocks [7],

while tax collection increased without raising
headline rates: consolidated budget revenues rose
from 25.0% of GDPin 2018 t0 27.4% in 2022 [17],
implying that compliance and base-broadening
effects dominated rate cuts. Parallelly, FDI
inflows almost doubled between 2017 and 2021
[22], indicating that fiscal credibility interacted
positively with capital-market signaling.

International institutions acknowledge that a
non-trivial share ofthese macroeconomic outcomes
is attributable to fiscal reforms, specifically VAT
modernization, rationalization of tax expenditures,
and improved administration [7, 18]. Domestic
empirical studies further observe that growth
effects are conditional rather than automatic:
they depend on the persistence of institutional
modernization, the elasticity of private investment
to tax restructuring, and the evolution of the
informal sector. Given the scale and breadth of
Uzbekistan’s reforms, the country offers a valuable
empirical case to explore whether fiscal reform in
a late-transition economy serves primarily as a
stabilising mechanism or as a sustained engine for
growth. This article contributes by systematically
analysing the growth impact of Uzbekistan’s recent
fiscal reforms, situating country-specific evidence
within the broader global literature, and unpacking
the transmission channels, compliance behaviour,
investment incentive effects, and productivity
responses, through which fiscal restructuring
influences growth and sustainability.

Literature review

Theoretical background

The theoretical literature identifies multiple
channels through which fiscal policy and
fiscal reforms affect economic growth. Early
contributions emphasize aggregate demand and
supply channels: public expenditures directly
affect demand in the short run and productive
public investment raises potential output in the
medium run [3,13]. Work on fiscal adjustments
stresses that the composition of consolidation
(spending cuts vs. tax increases), credibility, and
sequencing determine growth outcomes: credible,
well-designed consolidations that protect growth-
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enhancing spending may raise private investment
by lowering risk premia [1,2,3]. Blanchard and
Perotti (2002) and related structural-VAR literature
provide empirical identification  strategies
demonstrating that tax shocks and spending
shocks have distinct dynamic effects on output
and investment. Complementary theoretical work
highlights the role of institutions and enforcement
capacity, as in optimal tax literature and public-
finance models, so that reforms improving
administration or reducing evasion can expand
revenue with smaller distortions than headline rate
hikes [10].

Selected theoretical sources that structure the
hypotheses tested in empirical studies include
Alesina and Ardagna (1998), Alesina et al. (2002),
Blanchard and Perotti (2002), Barro (1990), Romer
(1994), Tanzi and Zee (2001), and Keen (2010).
These works jointly suggest that (i) composition
and sequencing matter; (ii) revenue gains from
administrative reforms are qualitatively different
from gains from statutory rate increases; and (iii)
institutional credibility modifies private-sector
responses to fiscal tightening or expansion.

Empirical international evidence

Empirical cross-country and micro-level
evidence paints a nuanced picture. Several
influential studies find that fiscal consolidations
have often been contractionary in the short run,
unless accompanied by institutional reforms
and credible commitment mechanisms [6, 12].
Guajardo et al. (2014), using a new dataset and
event-study identification, find generally negative
short-run effects of consolidations on GDP,
while other research [1] documented cases of
expansionary fiscal adjustments under particular
conditions — highlighting heterogeneity across
episodes.

On the revenue side, micro-evidence
indicates that VAT and administrative reforms
can substantially improve compliance and raise
revenue with limited adverse demand effects.
Pomeranz’s field experiments in Chile show that
information and third-party reporting greatly
reduce VAT evasion [11]. Cross-country analyses

[10,12] emphasize that the design of VAT systems,
invoicing, and third-party information flows are
critical determinants of effectiveness. Studies by
international organizations stress that sequencing,
modernizing administration before large base-
broadening or rate hikes, preserves taxpayer
legitimacy and compliance [9,12].

Representative empirical contributions include
Guajardo, Leigh, and Pescatori (2014), Blanchard
and Perotti (2002), Pomeranz (2015), Keen (2010),
Egert (2017) on structural reform quantification,
OECD (2012) on consolidation design, and World
Bank/IMF evaluation pieces [9, 12]. Collectively
these studies imply three empirically robust
lessons: (1) composition matters (investment-
protecting consolidations are less harmful),
(2) administrative modernization can expand
revenue with milder growth costs, and (3) credible
sequencing and transparency mitigate negative
short-run effects.

Uzbekistan-specific empirical and practical
studies

A rapidly expanding body of Uzbekistan-
specific diagnostics and academic work evaluates
the country’s recent fiscal transformation (post-
2017). A study by documents that growth
remained resilient as pandemic-era fiscal
support was withdrawn and highlights the role
of tax-administration upgrades and spending
reprioritization in sustaining revenues and macro
stability [7]. World Bank country publications
provide detailed implementation evidence on
digitalization, e-filing, VAT gap measurement,
and taxpayer services, showing measurable
improvements in registration, audit capacity, and
analytical capability [17,18]

Several peer-reviewed and locally published
studies assess the 2020 Tax Code changes
and subsequent reforms. For example, policy
analyses and regional journal articles document
improvements in  business-friendliness and
simplification, while highlighting persistent
problems such as discretionary exemptions, uneven
effective tax burdens across sectors, and remaining
compliance gaps [19]. UNCTAD and investment-
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climate diagnostics indicate that regulatory reforms
and clearer tax rules correlated with improved FDI
inflows and investor perceptions, but governance
and institutional capacity constraints limit the full
growth payoff [14].

Empirical and implementation findings
specific to Uzbekistan suggest four main points:
(1) tax-administration modernization is yielding
measurable operational gains [17, 9], (2) VAT gap
analysis and e-invoicing rollout are narrowing
compliance shortfalls [7], (3) discretionary tax
expenditures remain a significant policy challenge
limiting revenue potential (PwC Uzbekistan,2022),
and (4) the macroeconomic effects on growth
depend on protecting public investment and social
spending during any fiscal consolidation [7, 18].
These findings align with international experience
showing that administration and composition are
critical for growth-friendly fiscal adjustment.

Methodology

This study is based on publicly available
documents and official statistics. First, we
collected macroeconomic and fiscal data from the
Agency of Statistics of Uzbekistan, the Ministry
of Economy and Finance, the IMF, and the World
Bank. The key indicators used include GDP
growth, fiscal balance, tax revenue to GDP ratio,
and public investment. Second, we compared
these indicators over time before and after major
fiscal reforms, such as the 2020 Tax Code changes,
VAT reforms, and the introduction of digital tax
administration tools. This allowed us to see how
economic indicators changed alongside these
reforms.

Third, we wused qualitative analysis to
understand through which channels the reforms
might have affected growth, for example, by
improving tax collection, reducing uncertainty
for businesses, or protecting investment spending.
Finally, although this paper does not run its own
regression or statistical model, it suggests that in
future research, time-series models or difference-
in-differences methods could be applied using the
same data for more precise measurement of the
effect of fiscal reforms on growth.

Analysis and discussion

Over the past several years, Uzbekistan
has implemented a comprehensive package of
fiscal and tax reforms aimed at modernizing
the tax system, improving administration,
and strengthening revenue mobilization while
safeguarding growth. The reform program
had several interconnected elements. First, a
comprehensive modernization of the tax code,
effective from January 2020 with subsequent
amendments, sought to simplify tax rules, reduce
compliance costs, and align statutory rates with
policy objectives. Second, tax-administration
modernization, which started with the introduction
of automation, e-filing, VAT-gap analysis
to enhanced taxpayer services. Third, post-
pandemic fiscal consolidation and expenditure
reprioritization (after 2021) focused on improving
budget transparency and introducing medium-
term fiscal frameworks. Collectively, these
reforms aimed to increase budget revenue,
shift reliance from indirect toward more direct
taxation, improve collection efficiency, and
protect growth-promoting public spending.

The effects of these reforms in short-term has
reflected in the trajectory of total tax revenue,
which demonstrates a marked increase, rising
from 36,492.67 bln. UZS in 2015 to 274,422.70
bln. UZS in 2024. This growth reflects a
combination of nominal economic expansion,
base broadening, and improvements in collection
efficiency, which together indicate that reforms
were effective in mobilizing additional revenue.
The tax burden, defined as total tax revenue
relative to GDP, increased from approximately
16.5% in 2015 to a peak near 20.28% in 2022,
before slightly declining to 18.87% in 2024. The
rise through 2021-2022 corresponds to a period
of intensified reform implementation, including
digitalization and improved compliance
measures, whereas the moderate decline in
2023-2024 suggests either faster GDP growth
relative to revenue, policy adjustments such
as rate changes or exemptions, or temporary
fluctuations in collection (see Table 1).

The composition of tax revenues shifted notably
over this period. The share of direct taxes in total
revenue increased from roughly 24% in 2015 to
approximately 33% in 2024, whereas the share
of indirect taxes fell from 52-53% in 2015-2018
to 32-36% in recent years. This structural shift
reflects the effect of reforms that strengthened
the collection of personal and corporate income
taxes, broadened the direct tax base, and reduced
distortive exemptions. Policy linkages indicate
that these outcomes were likely driven by the
combined effects of tax-code modernization,
more effective CIT and PIT collection through
audits and digital reporting, and VAT reforms
that simultaneously improved invoicing while
allowing direct taxes to grow more rapidly.
From an equity perspective, the reduction in
reliance on indirect taxation, which is typically
regressive and disproportionately burdens lower-
income households, suggests a movement toward
a somewhat more progressive tax structure.
Increasing the relative weight of direct taxes can
improve fiscal neutrality and the progressivity of
the revenue system, as direct taxes more closely
align with taxpayers’ ability to pay. Nevertheless,
this shift also introduces heightened sensitivity to
corporate profit cycles and income fluctuations,
emphasizing the need for continuous base-

broadening measures and robust compliance
enforcement to ensure revenue stability and
to prevent the regressive effects of temporary
reliance on indirect taxes from reemerging.

The observed shift toward a higher share
of direct taxes in total revenue is further
illuminated by examining the performance of
individual tax components. VAT collections
experienced substantial absolute growth, rising
from 10,850.94 million in 2015 to 59,280.10
million in 2024. This increase reflects both
macroeconomic expansion and improvements
in VAT administration, including e-invoicing
and VAT-gap analysis, which strengthened
compliance. Despite VAT’s absolute growth,
its share in total revenue declined relative to
direct taxes because PIT and CIT collections
expanded at a faster pace. PIT collections
increased steadily from 3,800.71 bln. uzs in
2015 to 35,383.90 bln. uzs in 2024, driven by
formal employment growth, higher wages, and
improved payroll reporting. This expansion of the
PIT base potentially enhances equity, although
the precise distributional impact requires further
household-level data. CIT collections showed
the most pronounced rise, from 1,180.49 bln.
uzs in 2015 to 52,619.70 bln. uzs in 2024, with
notable volatility around 2019-2021 (see Fig. 1).
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Overall, the individual trends in VAT, PIT, and
CIT collections provide empirical support for
the observed compositional shift toward direct
taxes and its implications for the progressivity
and stability of Uzbekistan’s revenue system.
While VAT remains a substantial source of
revenue, the faster growth of PIT and CIT
highlights the reform-induced movement toward
a tax structure that better aligns with taxpayers’
ability to pay and reduces reliance on regressive
instruments.

The macroeconomic implications of these
revenue and compositional changes are evident in
Table 3. The tax burden increased from 16.49%
of GDP in 2015 to a peak of 20.28% in 2022,
reflecting the cumulative effects of reform-driven
improvements in compliance and direct-tax
collection. Despite this rise, GDP growth remained
robust, reaching 8.03% in 2021 and 6.00% in 2022,
suggesting that higher revenues did not impede
economic expansion. Effective administration,
base broadening, and careful policy design allowed
fiscal consolidation to coexist with strong growth,
demonstrating the growth-compatible nature of
the reforms. FDI inflows, expressed as a share
of GDP, increased from 1.21% in 2015 to 3.44%
in 2019, aligning with rising tax burdens and
signaling that tax-code clarity, reduced distortions,
and stronger enforcement can enhance investor
confidence. Post-2019 moderation of FDI to
2.47% by 2024 highlights the influence of external
factors and sectoral conditions, which may limit
the independent effect of tax policy.

However, rising revenue and structural
improvements have not fully translated into
equitable outcomes. The GINI coefficient increased
from 0.274 in 2015 to 0.286 in 2024, indicating
a modest rise in income inequality despite higher
direct-tax collection. While reforms reduced
reliance on regressive indirect taxes and improved
PIT and CIT enforcement, these measures alone
were insufficient to deliver distributional gains.
This underscores the need for complementary
social policies and targeted redistributive measures
to ensure that fiscal gains are broadly shared.

In synthesis, Uzbekistan’s tax reforms achieved
significant revenue mobilization, shifted the
composition of taxes toward direct instruments,
and strengthened the administration of VAT, PIT,
and CIT. These changes were compatible with
sustained GDP growth, supported FDI inflows,
and did not impede export performance. At the
same time, the analysis highlights potential
challenges: increased reliance on CIT introduces
cyclical vulnerability, VAT gaps and exemptions
persist, and distributional outcomes remain only
partially addressed. The reforms demonstrate
that structural improvements in tax policy and
administration can expand fiscal space without
undermining growth, but a comprehensive
approach that integrates equity-focused measures
is essential to ensure sustainable and inclusive
outcomes.

A complementary dimension of this analysis
concerns the optimization of the tax burden to
maximize economic growth. Statistical estimations
based on historical data for Uzbekistan (2000—
2024) indicate that the growth-maximizing tax
burden is approximately 19.96% of GDP. At
this level, potential GDP growth reaches 7.31%,
while GDP per capita growth attains 5.27%.
These results are robust across specifications
using either aggregate GDP or per capita growth
as the dependent variable, with estimated optimal
burdens of 19.96% and 19.95%, respectively.

The historical record shows that the actual
average tax burden over the 25-year period was
remarkably close to this optimal level (19.95%).
Nonetheless, actual GDP growth (6.37%) and
GDP per capita growth (4.70%) fell short of the
potential values implied by the model, partly
reflecting year-to-year volatility in both taxation
and economic performance.

These findings emphasize that while Uzbekistan’s
reforms successfully increased fiscal capacity
and improved compliance, careful attention to
maintaining the tax burden near the growth-
maximizing threshold is crucial. Deviations above
or below this level may result in diminishing returns:
excessively high burdens could dampen investment,
corporate profits, and labor incentives, while too
low burdens could constrain fiscal resources for
productive public spending. Therefore, optimizing
the tax burden not only ensures sustainable revenue
mobilization but also maximizes growth potential,
providing a critical policy benchmark for balancing
efficiency, equity, and macroeconomic stability in
the ongoing reform agenda.

Conclusion and policy recommendations

Uzbekistan’s  2015-2024  tax  reforms
significantly modernized fiscal policy, strengthened
revenue mobilization, improved compliance, and
shifted the tax system toward greater progressivity.

Despite a higher tax burden, GDP growth,
FDI inflows, exports, and household savings
remained strong, confirming that the reforms were
compatible with growth. However, rising income
inequality shows that stronger revenue alone does
not guarantee fairness. Econometric results identify
an optimal tax burden of 19.96% of GDP, which
maximizes growth. Although the actual burden has
approached this level, economic volatility limited
the realization of full growth potential.

Policy priorities include keeping the tax burden
near the optimal level, broadening and stabilizing
the tax base, reducing reliance on CIT, expanding
PIT coverage, and limiting exemptions. VAT
compliance should be enhanced through digital
tools and VAT-gap analysis, while targeted social
measures can reduce regressivity. Predictable,
investment-friendly tax policy is essential for
supporting FDI and innovation. Continued
development of digital tax administration,
automated reporting, data-driven audits, and
analytics, is critical for increasing efficiency and
reducing the tax gap. Monitoring reliance on large
taxpayers and managing cyclical risks will help
ensure fiscal sustainability. These measures will
enable Uzbekistan to consolidate reforms, optimize
revenues, and support sustainable, inclusive, and
equitable economic growth.

The role of the cyclically adjusted budget
balance in maintaining macroeconomic
stability in Uzbekistan

Abstract: the effectiveness of fiscal policy
in Uzbekistan largely depends on the adequacy
of measures to balance budget revenues and
expenditures, unaffected by cyclical economic
fluctuations. Consequently, an analysis of the
cyclically adjusted budget balance contributes
to understanding the nature of Uzbekistan's
fiscal policy. However, computing this indicator
is associated with several methodological
challenges, including estimation of potential GDP.
This article examines Uzbekistan's fiscal policy by
estimating the cyclically adjusted balance using
an aggregated method. The findings indicate a
trend towards a counter-cyclical fiscal policy in
recent years.

Abstract: this article analyzes contemporary
trends in the development of renewable energy
in Uzbekistan within the broader context of the
Central Asian energy transition. The findings show
that Uzbekistan has demonstrated rapid expansion
of solar and wind generation supported by ongoing
institutional reforms. National policy initiatives
prioritize reducing dependence on fossil fuels,
modernizing energy infrastructure, and attracting
foreign investment in green projects. However,
structural constraints persist, including high capital
costs and limited grid capacity. Comparative
analysis reveals substantial variation in the pace of
energy transition among countries in the region. The
study identifies major drivers and barriers shaping
renewable energy development in Uzbekistan. The
results underscore the necessity of strengthening
institutional frameworks and financial mechanisms
to ensure sustainable sectoral growth.

Introduction

The current phase of global economic evolution
is increasingly defined by the imperative of
sustainable development and the accelerated
transition toward low-carbon and green energy

systems. This paradigm shift is driven by
mounting climate risks, geopolitical pressures
on hydrocarbon markets, and rapid technological
advances that continue to reduce the cost of
renewable energy generation. In this context,
countries are compelled to redesign energy
strategies to ensure environmental safety, energy
security, and economic resilience.

The Central Asian region, endowed with
abundant natural resources and a strategically
significant position between major global markets,
is progressively integrating into international
decarbonization trajectories. Despite the shared
direction of transition, the pace, scale, and
structural patterns of renewable energy deployment
across Central Asian economies vary considerably.
These discrepancies reflect differences in climatic
and geographical conditions, the development of
regulatory and institutional frameworks, access to
financial markets, and the degree of technological
readiness [1,2]. While some countries, such
as Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, have begun
undertaking systemic measures to diversify energy
portfolios, others remain largely dependent on
hydropower or fossil fuel-based generation.

Within this heterogeneous energy landscape,
Uzbekistan — the most populous state in the region
— occupies a central and increasingly influential
position in shaping the regional renewable
energy agenda. Over recent years, the country
has demonstrated discernible momentum in the
developmentofsolarand wind power infrastructure,
driven by policy reforms and strategic investment
programs. Simultaneously, Uzbekistan has pursued
institutional transformation aimed at modernizing
its legacy energy networks, reducing dependence
on fossil-fuel imports, and expanding opportunities
for private and foreign capital. These changes have
resulted in the formation of a gradually evolving
regulatory environment that favors market-based
mechanisms, public — private partnerships, and
the integration of innovative technologies into the
national energy system [3].

Despite this progress, challenges remain.
High initial capital requirements, limitations of

grid infrastructure, and the incremental nature
of institutional reforms continue to constrain the
pace of energy transition. Moreover, the specific
geographic and climatic features of Uzbekistan -
including high solar irradiation, limited hydrological
resources, and extreme seasonal variability —
necessitate a nuanced approach to renewable energy
deployment. Thus, understanding the evolution of
national policy, its institutional foundations, and
its investment dynamics is critical for assessing
Uzbekistan’s trajectory within the broader regional
and global context.

Research aims and objectives

The primary aim of this study is to analyze
the dominant regional trends and national policy
mechanisms driving the expansion of renewable
energy in Uzbekistan within the wider context
of Central Asian energy transformation. To
achieve this aim, the study pursues the following

objectives:

* to examine the institutional and regulatory
frameworks  guiding  renewable  energy
development;

* to assess investment mechanisms and the role
of domestic and foreign capital;

* to compare Uzbekistan’s progress with that of
neighboring states to identify shared patterns and
divergences;

* to evaluate technological and infrastructural
factors shaping the pace of sectoral modernization;

* to outline the prospects for further expansion
of the renewable energy sector given global and
domestic constraints.

Scientific novelty

The scientific novelty of this study lies in its
integrated and multidimensional assessment
of Uzbekistan’s clean-energy development
transformation, combining institutional
analysis, investment dynamics, and regional
comparative benchmarking into a single
analytical framework. Which tends to focus
narrowly on technical potential or macro-level
energy indicators, this study:

» conceptualizes Uzbekistan’s clean-energy
development trajectory through the lens of

institutional performance, regulatory evolution,
and market governance reforms;

* identifies the mechanisms through which
competitive auctions, PPP instruments, and
standardized PPAS have reshaped investor
incentives and accelerated deployment of large-
scale photovoltaic and wind-power projects;

» situates Uzbekistan’s  decarbonization
trajectory within the broader central Asian
regional context, highlighting both converging
and diverging patterns relative to Kazakhstan,
Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan, and Turkmenistan;

* provides an empirically grounded explanation
for Uzbekistan’s rapid acceleration of non hydro
clean-energy development capacity after 2020,
linking it to institutional modernization and risk
reduction instruments;

» advances a refined typology of structural
constraints affecting fast-growing clean-energy
development systems, including grid flexibility,
storage integration, and infrastructural bottlenecks.,
unlike existing research These contributions extend
current academic discourse by demonstrating that
the effectiveness of clean-energy development
expansion in emerging economies depends not
only on resource endowments, but also on the
coherence of governance modernization, market
design, and investment governance.

Methods and materials/literature review

In recent years, issues of institutional support
and investment mechanisms for the development
of renewable energy in Uzbekistan have attracted
considerable attention from both international and
regional scholars.

One of the most comprehensive studies is the
work by Laldjebaev et al. (2021), “Renewable
energy in Central Asia: An overview of potential,
deployment, outlook, and barriers,” which
evaluates the renewable energy potential in Central
Asia. The authors identify key institutional barriers
to sector development, including instability
of the legal framework, a lack of transparent
tariff mechanisms, and the limited development
of public-private partnership (PPP) financing
models. The study makes a significant contribution
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by examining Uzbekistan within a regional
context, demonstrating that the country possesses
comparatively more favorable initial conditions
for scaling renewable energy deployment [4].

The*“Uzbekistan2022: Energy Policy Review”
(OECD, 2022) provides a systematic assessment
of the ongoing transformation of the national
energy sector. The report highlights the emergence
of market-based incentives in Uzbekistan’s power
industry through the introduction of competitive
auctions and modernization of power-purchase
agreements (PPAs). Its value lies in documenting
institutional shifts toward market liberalization
and increased private capital engagement [5].

In their article “Comprehensive evaluation
and sustainable development of water-energy-
food-ecology systems in Central Asia,” Qin et al.
(2022) perform an integrated assessment of water-
energy-ecology systems. The authors demonstrate
the interconnected nature of water and energy
resources, arguing that institutional planning in
Central Asia must account for climatic risks - a
factor of special relevance for Uzbekistan [6].

The study by Wang et al. (2023), “Is the
digital economy conducive to the development
of renewable energy in Asia?”, provides
empirical evidence that the digital economy
positively influences renewable energy expansion
by enhancing grid management efficiency and
modernizing  technological  infrastructures.
This publication underscores the importance
of incorporating digital tools into Uzbekistan’s
institutional energy models [7].

Finally, the statistical report IRENA (2025),
“Renewable energy statistics,” contains up-to-
date information on the dynamics of cumulative
renewable energy capacity, highlighting the
rapid deployment of solar and wind power in
Uzbekistan. These data constitute an essential
basis for quantitative evaluation of investment
trends [8].

Collectively, these studies demonstrate a
scholarly consensus: predictable regulatory
policy, long-term PPAs, the presence of
investment platforms, and transparency of auction

mechanisms are the primary enablers of renewable
energy investment growth in developing markets.

In Russian-language scholarship, Pulatov
(2024) in “The transition of Uzbekistan to
a green economy: Problems and solutions,”
examines Uzbekistan’s strategy for green economic
development. The author emphasizes institutional
constraints, including insufficient diversification
of energy sources and administrative barriers. The
study is noteworthy for highlighting the need to
further improve regulatory instruments [9].

In their publication “Green economy: Problems,
prospects and opportunities for Uzbekistan,”
Mikhailov and Turgunov (2023) analyze the impact
of state support on renewable energy development.
The authors note the positive role of PPP initiatives
and the need to expand incentives for households.
This work reinforces the understanding of how
institutional mechanisms influence the investment
climate [10].

In “A new view on Russia’s economic
integration strategy with the countries of
Central Asia,” Kheifets and Chernova (2024)
examine cross-border cooperation mechanisms
that affect energy security. The authors emphasize
the interdependence of regional energy markets,
including Uzbekistan [11].

Furthermore, Duysen and Aitzhanova (2024)
in “Assessment of factors in the development of
Central Asia...” analyze conditions for deepening
regional cooperation, including in the renewable
energy sector. Their findings reveal the necessity
of harmonizing regulatory frameworks to facilitate
investment inflows [12].

Taken together, these publications highlight the
institutional dimension of reforms and the need for
interstate coordination.

Qudratova (2025) in “Qayta tiklanadigan
energiya manbalari va O’zbekistonning yashil
iqtisodiyotga o’tishidagi o’rni” emphasizes that
renewable energy deployment has accelerated
following the introduction of state support
measures such as household subsidies, equipment
cost compensation, and development of local
production chains [13].
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The InnolST (2025) study, “Yashil iqtisodiyot
— energetika sohasidagi indikatorlar bo’yicha
tahlillar,” analyzes institutional indicators of green
energy development. The study notes the need to
refine auction mechanisms, tariff regulation, and
private-capital engagement [14].

The conference collection “O’zbekistonning
qayta tiklanadigan energetikaga o’tishi” (2025)
analyzes regional differences in renewable energy
deployment, emphasizing the importance of
public and business awareness campaigns and the
development of service infrastructure [15].

In summary, the examined literature indicates
rapid renewable energy development in recent
years, underscoring the importance of legal
reforms, household support programs, and
expanded PPP frameworks for further progress.

Analysis and results

The year 2025 marks a decade since the signing
of the Paris Climate Agreement, a milestone that
has shaped the strategic direction of all five Central
Asian states. By adopting its key provisions,
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, the Kyrgyz
Republic, and Turkmenistan established the
institutional and regulatory foundations necessary
for participation in global decarbonization
processes and integration into emerging low-
carbon value chains [16]. Their engagement is
driven not only by international commitments but
also by acute domestic vulnerabilities — including
accelerating glacier loss, water scarcity, and rising
temperatures — which have direct implications
for regional energy security and long-term
socioeconomic resilience.

According to the International Renewable
Energy Agency (IRENA), global renewable-
energy deployment has reached record levels,
yet remains insufficient to align with net-zero
trajectories. In 2023, global investment in
renewables stood at USD 0.9 trillion, while the
estimated annual requirement to achieve the SDG-
aligned pathway is around USD 3.8 trillion through
2030 [17]. This financing gap underscores the need
to expand blended-finance instruments, strengthen
institutional and regulatory frameworks, and

reduce investment risks in developing economies
— priorities particularly relevant to Central Asia,
where capital costs remain comparatively high.

IRENA reports that global renewable-capacity
additions reached 473 GW in 2023 (+13.9% year-
on-year), dominated by solar PV and onshore wind.
Preliminary estimates for 2024 indicate further
acceleration to approximately 585 GW (+15.1%).
Despite this record growth, current global trends
fall short of the 2030 objective to triple renewable-
energy capacity, highlighting the necessity of
advancing power-system flexibility measures,
including grid modernization, large-scale storage
deployment, and capacity-market reforms [18].

From a financing perspective, 2024 marked an
unprecedented expansion. The International Energy
Agency (IEA) projects global energy investments
exceeding USD 3 trillion, with around USD 2
trillion directed toward clean-energy technologies.
Supporting this trend, BloombergNEF estimates
that capital flows into the global energy transition
— spanning renewable energy, EVs, heat pumps,
hydrogen and related technologies — reached USD
1.8 trillion in 2023, rising to an estimated USD
2.1 trillion in 2024. Yet, despite this progress,
investment volumes remain significantly below
those needed to align developing regions with a
1.5°C-consistent pathway [19].

Structural Dynamics of Renewables in
Central Asia. Despite heightened geopolitical
and economic uncertainty, Central Asia
continues to demonstrate robust growth
in renewable-energy capacity. Based on
IRENA and national energy-sector statistics,
cumulative installed renewable capacity in the
region reached several tens of gigawatts by the
end of 2023, although structural compositions
vary markedly across countries:

*Kazakhstan.5.66-5.70 GW ofinstalledrenewable
capacity, including ~2.6 GW of hydropower and over
3.0 GW of non-hydro renewables, predominantly
solar and wind. Kazakhstan leads the region in non-
hydro VRE (variable renewable energy), with wind
power accounting for ~55-57% of non-hydro RE
capacity and solar PV for ~40%.
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* Tajikistan. =5.76 GW, over 98% hydropower, Comparative Structural Indicators:

reflecting one of the world’s highest levels of
hydro dependence. Non-hydro renewables remain
marginal but are gradually developing through
small-scale solar initiatives.

* Kyrgyz Republic. =321 GW, =90-92%
hydropower, with limited but growing solar and
small-hydro additions, and pilot wind projects
under development.

e Uzbekistan. Since 2020, Uzbekistan has
demonstrated one of the fastest renewable
energy growth trajectories in Central Asia.
Driven by sector liberalization, the introduction
of competitive auctions, and extensive use of
public-private partnership models, the country’s
total installed renewable energy capacity reached
approximately 2.3 GW by the end of 2023,
comprising ~0.25 GW of solar photovoltaic, =0.05
GW of wind, and =2 GW of small hydropower'.
During 2024-2025, deployment accelerated
significantly: as of December 2025, operational
solar and wind capacity exceeded 5 GW (=3.2—
34 GW solar PV and =1.0-1.2 GW wind),
[3,4,4] raising the renewable share in electricity
generation to 26-27 % and enabling more than
14.5 TWh of green electricity production in
2025%. These achievements resulted from the
implementation of over 38 investment agreements,
a series of auctions yielding record-low tariffs
(below USD 0.03/kWh), and the commissioning
of large-scale projects incorporating battery energy
storage systems (BESS). The results confirm the
effectiveness of the chosen strategy and position
Uzbekistan ahead of its interim targets under the
national program aiming for 25 GW of renewable
capacity by 2030°.

» Turkmenistan. remains in early-stage RE
development, with less than 0.5 GW of installed
capacity, though plans for large solar-wind hybrid
parks were announced for 2024-2025 [20].

Uzbekistan vs Kazakhstan and Regional Peers

A cross-country comparison reveals clear
structural differences:

1. Kazakhstan is the regional leader in non-
hydro renewables, with solar and wind making up
more than half of its renewable-energy portfolio.
The country added over 500-700 MW annually
in several consecutive years, becoming the most
diversified RE market in Central Asia.

2. Uzbekistan demonstrates the fastest growth
rate in new solar and wind capacity, though its
structural base remains smaller. Unlike Kazakhstan,
which began large-scale diversification earlier
(2013-2017), Uzbekistan’s expansion accelerated
mainly after 2020 through IFC- and EBRD-backed
competitive auctions.

3. Tajikistan and Kyrgyz Republic remain hydro-
dominated, with hydropower representing 90-98%
of their renewable profiles. Their diversification
into solar and wind remains at an early stage but
is expected to expand given water-energy nexus
constraints and climate vulnerabilities.

4. Turkmenistan remains the least diversified,
though it has launched notable large-scale solar
tenders.

Structural Implications for Regional Energy
Transition. The structural landscape indicates
that while Central Asia is collectively increasing
renewable capacity, the nature of this expansion
differs substantially:

* Project scale and technology mix diverge
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are scaling utility-
scale solar and wind; Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan
remain anchored in hydropower; Turkmenistan is
still in the initial deployment phase.

* Energy-system flexibility varies widely, with
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan undertaking the most
grid-modernization projects to enable variable
renewable integration.

* Investment models differ Uzbekistan leads
in auction-driven PPPs; Kazakhstan uses a
mixed model with feed-in tariffs and auctions;
hydropower-heavy economies rely predominantly
on state-led financing.
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These distinctions are essential for interpreting
comparative performance: high RE shares in
Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan reflect hydropower
heritage, while Uzbekistan’s and Kazakhstan’s
indicators reflect new structural diversification
into modern VRE technologies.

Kazakhstan. According to the Ministry of
Energy of Kazakhstan, by the end 0f 2023, 148 RE
facilities (excluding large hydropower plants) were
in operation, totaling approximately 2.9 GW: 59
wind farms (=1,409 MW), 46 solar plants (=1,222
MW), 40 small hydropower plants (=270 MW),
and 3 biogas facilities. In the first half of 2024,
RE generation accounted for roughly 6.5% of
total electricity production. IRENA estimates that
cumulative RE capacity (including hydropower)
reached approximately 5.66-5.70 GW [21].

Uzbekistan. As reported by IRENA (2024),
by the end of 2023, RE capacity increases were
driven by hydropower and the first large-scale
solar photovoltaic installations. During 2024—
2025, rapid deployment of solar and wind farms
under concession-based schemes substantially
increased the share of “new” RE in the generation
mix. According to official government reports
(2025), expected additions by year-end include
approximately 4.63 GW of solar and 1.65 GW of
wind capacity, with estimated annual generation of
roughly 11.5 billion kWh. (These figures represent
national operational statistics and may differ from
IRENA’s retrospective assessments.) [22].

Kyrgyz Republic and Tajikistan. According to
IRENAandregional surveys, the KyrgyzRepublic’s
installed RE capacity reached approximately 3.21
GW in 2023 (almost exclusively hydropower)—
about 15% higher than in 2022 yet below the
historic peak (~3.69 GW). In Tajikistan, total RE
capacity in 2023-2024 amounted to approximately
5.7-5.76 GW, dominated by hydropower. The
national strategy to 2030 prioritizes expansion of
generation and export potential [23].

Turkmenistan. Renewable-energy deployment
remains limited; the power system relies almost
entirely on natural gas, with hydropower
contributing only marginally. Several industry

reports indicate that total RE capacity (mainly
hydro) amounts to several hundred kilowatts to
several megawatts out of an installed capacity
exceeding 6.9 GW. This highlights persistent
institutional and market barriers, including limited
access for foreign investors, weak competitive
mechanisms, and opaque project-selection
practices [24].

Cost and competitiveness. In 2023, 81% of
newly commissioned RE capacity worldwide
delivered electricity at a lower cost than new
fossil-fuel projects. Declines in the levelized
cost of electricity (LCOE) for solar PV and wind
continued, driven by falling module/turbine
costs and improving capacity factors, further
strengthening investment cases in emerging and
developing economies [25].

Analytical Conclusions. The comparative
analysis of renewable energy deployment across
Central Asia reveals a heterogeneous structural
landscape shaped by distinct resource endowments,
institutional — arrangements, and investment
environments. Tajikistan and the Kyrgyz Republic
maintain hydropower-dominated energy systems,
where renewable energy exceeds 90-98 percent
of total installed capacity. Their growth between
2015 and 2024, while notable in absolute terms,
reflects an expansion of existing hydroelectric
assets rather than diversification into modern
variable renewable energy (VRE) sources such as
solar and wind.

Incontrast, Kazakhstanand Uzbekistanrepresent
the principal drivers of non-hydro renewable
energy development in the region. Kazakhstan’s
dual-track model — combining feed-in tariffs in
earlier years with competitive auctions — has
enabled the formation of a relatively mature solar
and wind portfolio, reaching over 2.4 GW of non-
hydro VRE by 2024. This positions Kazakhstan as
the regional leader in technologically diversified
renewable capacity.

Uzbekistan, meanwhile, exhibits the fastest
growth trajectory in Central Asia, driven primarily
by large-scale solar photovoltaic parks and
increasingly significant wind-power additions.
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Between 2015 and 2024, Uzbekistan increased
its total renewable capacity by approximately
174 percent, catalyzed by the introduction of
transparent competitive tenders, power-purchase
agreement (PPA) standardization, and expanding
public—private partnership (PPP) frameworks.
Despite starting from a lower base compared
to Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan’s rapid acceleration
reflects a structural shift towards modern VRE
technologies and a deliberate policy orientation
toward green transition commitments.

Turkmenistan remains at an embryonic stage
of renewable energy development, with minimal
installed capacity and emerging project pipelines
that have yet to materialize at scale.

Overall, while Central Asia’s renewable
landscape remains heavily influenced by legacy
hydropower assets, a clear regional bifurcation
is evident:

* Hydropower-dependent systems (Tajikistan,
Kyrgyz Republic), and

* Diversifying VRE-driven systems (Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan).

This divergence carries significant implications
for energy-system flexibility, investment needs,
and decarbonization pathways. Countries with a
growing share of VRE — especially Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan — face expanding requirements
for grid modernization, storage deployment,
and ancillary services. Conversely, hydro-
dominant systems must address climate-induced
hydrological variability, which increases seasonal
and interannual uncertainties in generation.

Taken together, the structural indicators suggest
that while Central Asia as a whole is progressing
toward a more diversified renewable-energy mix,
the depth and direction of this transition differ
markedly across countries, underscoring the
need for differentiated policy strategies aligned
with each state’s specific technological and
infrastructural context.

In the medium term, the scaling of renewable
energy in Central Asia will depend on several
interrelated determinants:

- mobilization of investment, including

blended-finance instruments and strengthened PPP
frameworks;

- enhancement of regulatory and institutional
environments, ensuring transparency,
predictability, and reduced investor risk;

- technological modernization, including
digitalization of energy systems, deployment
of energy-storage capacity, and grid balancing
solutions;

- regional coordination, particularly in water—
energy nexus management; and

- integration into global climate institutions and
supply chains.

Collectively, these measures are essential for
strengthening the region’s energy resilience and
contributing to global decarbonization efforts
under accelerating climate pressures.

Discussion

Uzbekistan continues to pursue an assertive
trajectory toward sustainable development, a
commitment institutionally reinforced by the
designation of 2025 as the Year of Environmental
Protection and the Green Economy. This high-
level political prioritization signals a systemic
intention to accelerate the energy transition and to
align national policy with global climate targets.
Within this strategic framework, the government is
actively expanding renewable energy deployment,
strengthening the technological and infrastructural
base of the power sector, and promoting the
uptake of alternative energy systems among
both households and enterprises [17,18]. Such
measures demonstrate not only the government’s
willingness to foster decarbonization, but also its
readiness to stimulate private sector participation
through long-term policy instruments.

According to official statistics, during the
past three years Uzbekistan commissioned 16
solar and wind power plants, with a combined
installed capacity of 3.5 GW, alongside 35 small
hydropower plants. Further development plans for
2025 project an additional 16 renewable energy
facilities, financed largely through private capital
and public—private partnership (PPP) modalities.
This proactive investment model reflects a
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broader institutional shift toward market-based
mechanisms and greater reliance on external
financial inflows to accelerate capacity expansion.

A defining characteristic of Uzbekistan’s
transition is the dual emphasis on large-
scale utility projects and decentralized energy
generation. Beyond utility-scale developments,
the government has introduced targeted policy
measures to promote distributed energy systems.
A notable instrument is the household subsidy
scheme, under which approximately 60,000 homes
equipped with rooftop photovoltaic systems
receive direct financial support; additionally,
the Intersectoral Energy Saving Fund partially
compensates equipment costs. These incentives
actively reduce the financial burden on households,
mitigate adoption barriers, and stimulate the
formation of bottom-up demand for renewable
energy technologies.

As a result of the energy transition policy
pursued in recent years, the share of renewable
energy sources (RES) in the total installed capacity
of the Uzbek electricity sector has grown to around
16% as of early 2025. The government's official
targets are to bring this figure to around 26% by
the end of 2025 through the commissioning of
a series of solar and wind power stations, small
hydropower plants and energy storage facilities®.

However, = when  analysing  long-term
dynamics, it is important to take into account the
methodological difference between the indicators:
the ‘share in installed capacity’ and the ‘share in
generation (energy balance)’ can vary significantly
(especially in countries with dominant hydro
or thermal generation and seasonal variability).
According to the International Renewable Energy
Agency (IRENA), the share of RES in Uzbekistan's
national energy balance increased from around 13—
13.5% in 2018 to approximately 14.9% in 2023;
while absolute capacity additions in the region in
2020-2023 were more significant for solar and

wind installations. A similar statistical profile for
Kazakhstan shows a faster relative increase in
the period under review, but a direct comparison
requires the indicators to be brought to the same
base (installed capacity vs. generation) [8].

A comparative regional assessment highlights
the continued dominance of hydropower as a
structural feature of renewable energy systems
in Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, where hydropower
accounts for 77.6% and 88.9% of installed capacity,
respectively. However, this heavy reliance
increases systemic exposure to climate-induced
hydrological variability. Seasonal fluctuations in
river flow and accelerated glacial melt have direct
implications for power generation reliability. For
example, winter shortages in Tajikistan result
in regular power supply disruptions, with some
areas experiencing only 8—10 hours of electricity
per day. Despite climatic conditions favorable for
solar power (up to 300 sunny days per year), solar
capacity remains significantly underdeveloped,
emphasizing the urgent need for diversification
of national RES portfolios and complementary
investment in energy storage and smart-grid
systems.

The positioning of Central Asian economies in
international benchmarking indices underscores
these structural challenges. The Climate Change
Performance Index (CCPI), developed by
Germanwatch, evaluates progress toward reducing
greenhouse gas emissions and advancing renewable
energy. In the 2024 CCPI, only Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan from the region are represented, ranked
59th and 61st, respectively. Their performance in
renewable energy deployment was assessed as
“very weak,” placing them substantially behind
leading European economies such as Norway,
Sweden, and Denmark. This outcome suggests
that despite recent achievements, regional climate
and energy policies lack the scale and institutional
robustness needed to achieve transformative
outcomes.

Overall, the evidence indicates that
Uzbekistan’s energy transition is progressing, but
remains constrained by structural, financial, and
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institutional limitations. Weak grid infrastructure,
underdeveloped storage capacity, and the absence
of strong incentive frameworks continue to slow the
integration of intermittent solar and wind energy.
Furthermore, limited cross-border coordination
undermines regional optimization of water - energy
nexus management, despite its critical importance
to hydropower-dependent systems.

Conclusion

Uzbekistan’s renewable energy transition has
entered a phase of rapid advancement, shaped by
a series of systemic reforms undertaken in recent
years. These reforms include the introduction
of competitive auctions for solar and wind
projects, the establishment of transparent power-
purchase agreement (PPA) frameworks with
international guarantees, and the strengthening
of dedicated institutional structures to coordinate
project pipelines and investor relations. Parallel
measures — liberalization of the electricity market,
modernization of transmission networks, and
expansion of grid-integration capabilities for
variable renewable generation — have strengthened
the overall enabling environment for green
investment.

Furthermore, government policy places
increasing emphasis ondiversifying the energy mix,
attracting foreign developers through de-risking
instruments, and aligning regulatory standards
with international best practices (including tariff
reform and phased transition to cost-reflective
pricing). These steps collectively outline a positive
long-term trajectory toward greater sustainability.

Nevertheless, although comparative regional
data confirm that Uzbekistan has achieved the
highest growth rate of installed renewable energy
capacity in Central Asia over the past decade
(+174.5 % from 2015 to 2024) and now ranks on

a par with Kazakhstan and Tajikistan in absolute
terms, the speed of effective integration of new
renewables into the national energy balance
remains constrained by structural factors. Unlike
hydro-dominated systems in Tajikistan and
Kyrgyzstan, where renewables already constitute
over 90 % of generation, the contribution of new
solar and wind capacity in Uzbekistan is limited
by lower capacity factors, seasonal variability,
insufficient grid flexibility, and underdeveloped
energy storage. This underscores the urgent need
for deeper structural reforms — particularly in grid
modernization, large-scale battery deployment,
demand-side management, financing mechanisms,
and market governance — to fully unlock the
country’s renewable energy potential and translate
rapid capacity additions into a proportionally
higher share of clean electricity in the energy
balance.

To ensure alignment with national development
priorities and international climate obligations,
Uzbekistan must continue to diversify its renewable
energy mix, particularly through accelerated
deployment of solar and wind technologies
combined with storage solutions, expansion of
distributed generation, and further modernization
of grid infrastructure. Strengthening financial
instruments — including concessional financing,
green bonds, PPP models, and blended finance —
will be essential to mobilizing sufficient investment
capital.

Moreover, integrating the country more deeply
into global climate governance and supply chains
will reinforce institutional capacity, reduce
financing costs, and support technology transfer.
Stronger regional cooperation — especially within
the water-energy nexus — may also enhance
collective resilience and support coordinated
deployment of renewable energy assets.

Effective implementation of these priorities will
not only enhance national energy security, but also
improve Uzbekistan’s standing within the global
green energy landscape, positioning the country
as a competitive participant in the emerging low-
carbon economy.
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AN EMPIRICAL INVESTIGATION INTO FINANCIAL STRESS AND
ITS IMPACT ON THE INVESTMENT
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ENTERPRISES IN UZBEKISTAN

Abstract: the paper investigates the effect
of financial stress on the investment decisions
of Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) in
Uzbekistan. SMEs are integral to the Uzbek
economy but operate in a rapidly changing world
which can be limited by financial issues. The
investment decisions of SMEs have been explored
in depth about the relationships between access
to financing and investment, but little is known
about the psychological aspect of financial stress,
and particularly from a Central Asia perspective.
This paper engages with a mixed-methods study
design involving a survey of 150 SME owners and
managers in Tashkent and Samarkand, combined
with semi-structured in-depth interviews. The
results  demonstrate  statistically  significant
evidence of a complex multi-faceted relationship.

contribute to the sustainability of the Uzbek
economy, helping to create jobs and share in the
gross domestic product (GDP) [11]. Since the
beginning of a new wave of economic reforms
initiated in 2017, Uzbekistan has seen a significant
loosening of its markets and an emphasis on
private entrepreneurship once again. Despite this
positive trend, Uzbek SMEs continue to experience
a complicated and challenging operating
environment. Access to finance is a persistent and
major barrier to the growth of many, if not most,
SMEs as they continue to struggle to get loans
from formal banks due to collateral requirements,
high-interest rates, and bureaucratic obstacles [1].

Although financial barriers and the structured
arrangements for finance are considered when
reviewing literature, the effect of financial barriers
onfinancial decision-makersis an under-considered
area. Financial stress, defined as a "psychological
condition related to one's perception of not being
able to meet financial obligations or even worrying
about one's financial situation at all" [5], can affect
cognitive processes and decisions. For an SME
owner-manager, this is more than just a business
problem, as its effect on their decisions creates a
considerable amount of stress.

The fundamental investment decisions that
SMEs can control, whether to invest in new
machinery, expand to a new market, hire a new
person, or invest in new technology are the
"levers" in controlling growth and competitor
positioning. It is important to understand how
these decisions are being made while under the
financial stress or worry of SMEs to recognise
them as a key concept in understanding their
influence on decision-makers. There is a growing
body of research from developed Western contexts
that suggest financial stress is associated with risk-
aversive behaviour and poor decision-making [4].
However, it is essential to investigate the situation
in terms of the specific socio-economic context of
Uzbekistan, given that the country is characterized
by a transitional economy and a distinctive setting
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of institutions within its formal and informal
economies.

This research aims to answer the question:
What is the impact of feeling financial stress on
the investment decision-making process of Small
and Medium Enterprises in Uzbekistan? In this
article, it is proposed that the impact is significant
as it transcends a simple capital rationing effect,
impacting the underlying cognitive and behavioural
mechanisms of the decision-maker. With a focus
on empirical investigation, this research intends
to uncover the psychological processes through
which financial stress impacts the strategic
investment decision-making capacity of SMEs in
Uzbekistan, thereby contributing to the literature
and informing the policy debate.

Literature Review

The examination of the relationship between
financial stress and investment decisions is located
at the intersection of the fields of corporate finance,
behavioural economics, and entrepreneurship theory.
Further, the review of the existing literature identified
several broader themes that inform this study.

The importance of SMEs and finance-related
challenges

The role of SMEs as drivers of economic
development, innovation, and job creation is
a well-established theoretical premise in the
economics literature [3]. This role is magnified in
the developing and transitional economy context.
In the context of Uzbekistan, the World Bank
(2022) outlines the necessity of an active SME
sector for sustainable economic diversification
beyond the current growth model of state-led
and commodity-driven models. Overall, robust
evidence exists that access to finance is the
primary barrier to SME growth globally and
within emerging markets [2]. Abdurakhmanov and
Isakov [1] noted that in Uzbekistan, while banking
liberalisation has recently occurred, the rate of
credit constraints remains high enough to force
SMEs to use informal loans or their own savings,
both are limited and unreliable.

Financial Stress: A Transition from Objective
Analysis to Psychological Perspective

Financial constraints had previously been
treated as objective measures or statistics, such
as liquidity ratios, debt-to-equity ratios, or credit
ratings. However, the emergence of studies
focusing on the subjective perception of financial
constraints has gained traction. Financial stress
is a psycho-social construct that encompasses
the fear, insecurity, and stress that an individual
experiences as related to their financial condition
[5]. In a small enterprise, where the line between
the personal and the corporate is fading, the
owner-manager's subjective financial stress is
also a critical construct. As Shepherd [8] stated:
"the firm's financial situation is not merely a
balance sheet; it is a psychological reality for the
entrepreneur that can elicit affective reactions that
would in turn affect their subsequent strategic
behaviours."

The Effects of Stress on Decision-Making and
Cognitive Functions

The psychological research provides a strong
basis for understanding how stress affects cognitive
function. The experience of chronic stress, like
continuous financial stress, has shown an impact
on executive functions such as working memory,
cognitive flexibility, and long-range planning [9].
Extending this to an investment context, cognition
impairment can take the form of several predictable
biases. Risk aversion is heightened, which causes
decision-makers to prefer guaranteed, but not as
high, profits over uncertain, but potentially higher,
profits [4]. In addition, myopic - or a short-term
focus - is established where the immediate pressure
of financial survival has more weight than strategic
long-term positioning [6]. Additionally, loss
aversion - which claims that one suffers an uneven
amount when they experience a loss versus gain
— can be crippling to the decision-maker causing
managers to forego good investment opportunities
due to an exaggerated fear of potential losses.

Synthesising the Gap

The synthesis of these literatures reveals a
definite research gap. On the one hand, while
we know through literature that Uzbek SMEs
experience real, objective constraints when it

comes to financial resources [1], and we have
theoretical models from behavioural finance
which suggest stress leads to poor decision making
[10], we do have evidence of empirical work in the
context of Uzbekistan that will associate the two.
The study focuses on capital being available but
not from the perspective of the psychology of the
capital-constrained decision-maker. Therefore, this
study intends to explore this gap, by analysing to
what extent does the subjective feeling of financial
stress impact and distort the investment decision-
making process for Uzbek SME managers, taking
the conversation from the balance sheet to the
mind of the decision-maker.

Methodology

To address the research question, a mixed-
methods approach is deemed most suitable as
it permits both the quantify of relationship and
qualitative, in-depth knowledge surrounding
unexplaining mechanisms.

Research Design and Data Collection

The research took place between January
and March 2024. The data was collected in two
sequential phases.

Phase One: Quantitative Survey

Anonline, structured questionnaire was designed
and presented to a purposive sample of 150 SME
owners and senior managers based in Tashkent
and Samarkand, two of Uzbekistan's largest
commercial centers. The companies represented
in the sample were from the manufacturing, retail
and service industries and employed between 5
and 100 employees. The survey included two
main constructs:

1. Level of Financial stress: Each respondent
used a 5-point Likert scale adapted from the scale
developed by Peirce et al., [7]. The respondents
used the scale to indicate how much they agree
with statements including: "I sometimes worry
about my business being able to meet its financial
obligations"; "The financial condition of my
business often causes me personal distress".

2. Investment Behaviour: This section
captured data on recent investment decisions or
decision not to invest in areas such as technology,

workforce expansion, and/or market investment.
This portion of the survey also queried for
behavioural tendencies regarding the timeframe
they considered regarding their investment, and
what they believed to be their perceived level of
risk to invest in a growth opportunity.

Phase Two: Qualitative Interviews

The second phase involved semi-structured
interviews with 15 respondents from the survey
who represented the range of financial stress
scores low, medium, high in order to add depth
and nuance to the survey's results. The semi-
structured interviews were approximately 45
minutes in length, and the interviews served to
inform these respondents personal experiences,
position emotional responses, and think through
the cognitive process around making an investment
decision under financial stress. The type of
questions asked were open-ended, for example,
"Can you suggest to me your thought process
around the last time you chose to delay a strategic
investment?"

Data Analysis

The quantitative data from the surveys were
analysed using statistical software. Descriptive
statistics were produced to profile the sample.
Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) Regression
Analysis was employed. This advanced statistical
technique allowed us to determine the direction,
magnitude, and statistical significance of the
impact of financial stress (independent variable) on
investment behavior (dependent variable), thereby
moving beyond mere correlation to establish a
potential causal link. The qualitative interviews
were transcribed and subjected to thematic
analysis which involved coding the interview
responses, identifying data themes, patterns, and
stories that illustrate the effect of financial stress.
The quantitative and qualitative narratives offer
a rigorous and rich understanding of the research
issue.

Findings and Interpretation

The analysis demonstrates a compelling and
consistent narrative: that financial stress acts
as a strong cognitive filter that systematically
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distorts the investment decision-making of Uzbek
SMEs’ managers. The findings are presented and
interpreted thematically below.

4.1 The Paralysis of Strategic Foresight

The OLS Regression Analysis revealed a
statistically significant and substantial negative
impact of financial stress on the likelihood of
undertaking long-term strategic investments.
The regression model (Investment Likelihood =
B_0+p_1Financial Stress + €) yielded the following
key findings:

* Coefficient (f_1): -0.72 (p < 0.01).

This indicates that a one-unit increase in
the Financial Stress score is associated with a
0.72 unit decrease in the Investment Likelihood
score, confirming a strong inverse relationship.
* Model Fit (R*2): 0.51. Approximately 51%
of the variance in investment likelihood can be
explained by the level of financial stress. This
robust statistical evidence supports the hypothesis
that financial stress is a causal factor in inhibiting
strategic investment. Quantitatively, 78% of high-
stress respondents had postponed or cancelled a
strategic investment in the previous 12 months,
compared to 22% in the low-stress cohort. The
qualitative interviews put these stark numbers into
perspective. “How can we think about investing
in a new machine that might pay for itself in three
years, when we’re not even sure we can make
payroll in three months? Our focus is on the next
invoice, the next payment; long-term planning
feels like a luxury we simply can’t afford.”

Heightened Risk Aversion and the Loss
Aversion Trap

The data further illustrated that financial stress
can change the manager's risk/reward framework.
When a hypothetical investment opportunity
presents a 70% chance of a significant return, yet a
30% chance of a nominal loss, 85% of managers in
high stress scenarios reject it. Conversely, 70% of
the managers who did not report high stress were
willing to proceed. This is a classic case of loss
aversion [8], yet in the context of financial stress,
it magnifies significantly. The interviews revealed
that a potential loss was not simply negativity in the

business context; it was extraordinarily destructive
with important personal ramifications. “For large
companies, an investment is just another line
in the budget; but for small business owners
like us, it can mean risking our homes, which
we often use as collateral. The potential loss
is so substantial and so personal that it can
overshadow — even cancel out — the expected
gains.” This quote signifies that the stakes are
rendered to be very personal conveniently shifting
risk that could be calculated in a business context
to an existential threat and illuminating an ultra-
conservative, avoidance approach to growth.

The Shift from Opportunity-Seeking to
Liquidity Hoarding

Another emerging theme was the existential shift
from engaging proactively in opportunity-seeking
to a defensive posture of liquidity hoarding. Our
survey data indicated that firms whose managers
reported high financial distress had 35% more of
their assets in cash, or near-cash equivalents than
low distress firms, even with the opportunity cost
of depriving them through foregone return on
investment. Our interviews clarified the rationale
behind the potentially irrational avoidance
behaviour. Liquidity therefore is not simply
considered an asset on the balance sheet, but rather
a form of unconscious psychological security.
Framing it this way, liquidity hoarding is not a
financial strategy, but rather a coping strategy for
ruinous avoidance behaviour. Holding cash is a
way of relieving the emotional cost of financial
stress, regardless of the firm's growth potential.

The Constraining of Cognitive Resources and
Simplistic Heuristics

Finally, the qualitative results strongly implied
that experiencing financial stress has implications
for cognitive depletion, which leads to the use of
simplistic heuristics to make decisions. Managers
experiencing high-stress conditions reported
perceptions of being "overwhelmed" and "unable
to think clearly" when it came to analyzing multiple
complex investment proposal options. Under high
stress, majority of the managers resorted to relying
on a single criterion that dominated their analysis,

"How fast is this going to generate cash?" The
managers tended to ignore other strategic criteria
such as earning market share or investing in brand
building and having a competitive technological
advantage. ‘“Many managers report that they
simply lack the mental bandwidth to conduct
detailed cost-benefit analyses. If an investment
does not clearly generate cash returns within the
next six months, it becomes irrelevant to their
decision-making, regardless of its long-term
potential.” This is truly a fundamental decline in
the decision-making process. High stress replaces
the sophisticated, multi-dimensional analysis to
make a rational investment with a very crude one-
dimensional rule of thumb that greatly increases
the likelihood of an inferior outcome.

Conclusion and Implications

Conclusion

The goal of the study was to determine the
extent that financial stress parameters impact the
investment decision-making process of SMEs in
Uzbekistan. The overall findings provide a clear,
sobering conclusion: the extent is profound,
pervasive, and largely psychological. Financial
stress is not merely external constraint, but an
internal cognitive tax that acts against the SME
owner-manager's strategic judgement. It promotes
a short-term mindset by creating risk and loss
aversion paralysis, a defensive logic of hoarding
liquidity, and exhausting the cognitive resources to
engage incomplex decision-making. Consequently,
the very drivers of Uzbekistan's economic
diversification and growth psychologically
become programmed to stagnate, trading-it simply
your-take-the-risk-of-an-alternative-against-the-
risk-of-catastrophe.

Theoretical and Practical Implications

This study makes a theoretical contribution
by integrating concepts of psychology into the
economic study of SME investment behaviour
within a transitional economy. We demonstrated
that objective financial variables were only
insufficient predictors of firm level investment,
and that the subjective, affective experience of the
decision-maker was a critical mediating variable.

The practical implications for multiple
stakeholders are evidenced:

- For SME Support Organisations and
Policymakers: Interventions must go beyond
simply saying: improve access to credit and rather
focus on programs to build financial resilience and
psychological capital. This includes:

- Financial Literacy and Stress Management
Training: Enslave entrepreneurs with tools to
manage their finances and the inherent stress.

- De-risking Mechanisms: Further, a partial
credit guarantee scheme, or co-investment fund,
could be developed to alleviate the financial
'catastrophic' potential of 'loss' as seen by the
entrepreneur.

- Promote Alternative Finance: Venture debt or
revenue-based finance models that do not require
the owners' personal guarantee collateral decouples
business failure from personal catastrophe.

- For Financial Institutions: For example,
banks could create richer models of 'risk profiling'
borrowers' behavioural profile, and provide
products and advisory services tailored to distressed
SMEs experiencing mal-adaptive stress-primarily
impacting their growth decisions.

- For SME Owners themselves: Recognising
that it i1s normal to experience high levels of
financial stress in an uncertain environment, is a
start to consider; but it can be managed at the own
agency of the individual. Seek and enter into the
availability of mentorship and peer support for the
realities of entrepreneurship, which as a practice
time needs to be allocated for 'strategic'-not just
operational-thinking.

Limitations and Future Directions for
Research

This study was limited by its city boundary of
Tashkent and Samarkand, as well as the cross-
section design that captured a dynamic process
rather a moment in time. Theoretical contributions
could be drawn from longitudinal studies to
capture dynamic investment decision making
with changing financial conditions. Furthermore,
comparative studies across transitional economies
outside of Uzbekistan in Central Asia might
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provide insights in the role of national institutions a potential Elim-aneraial approach: fostering the

Possibilities of applying Georgia’s experience
in the practice of Uzbekistan for improving the
business environment

Abstract: this article provides an in-depth
analysis of Georgia’s economic reforms aimed at
improving the business environment and explores
the possibilities of adapting this experience
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to Uzbekistans economic system. The study
examines institutional mechanisms focused on
simplifying public administration, reforming the
taxation system, ensuring property rights through
digital registration, and strengthening investor
confidence. Furthermore, based on Georgias
experience, the research develops scientifically
grounded proposals and recommendations for
enhancing the business environment, supporting
entrepreneurship, and increasing investment
attractiveness in Uzbekistan.

Keywords: Georgia’s experience, business
environment, institutional reforms, governance,
digitalization, taxation system, property rights.

Kirish

Bugungi kunda mamlakatlarning iqtisodiy
o‘sish sur’atlari, investitsion jozibadorligi va
raqobatbardoshlik darajasi ularning ishbilarmonlik
mubhiti ganchalik samarali shakllanganiga bevosita
bog‘liqdir. Ishbilarmonlik muhiti — bu nafaqat
iqtisodiy siyosatning uyg‘unligi va boshqaruv
tizimining  samaradorligi,  balki  huquqiy
bargarorlik, institutsional ishonch, korrupsiyaga
qarshi mexanizmlarning mustahkamligi hamda
tadbirkorlik subyektlariga yaratilgan amaliy
imkoniyatlarning o‘zaro uyg‘un tizimidir. Shu
boisdan ham, so‘nggi o‘n yilliklarda biznes
yuritish uchun eng qulay sharoit yaratgan
davlatlardan biri sifatida Gruziya Respublikasi
xalgaro miqyosda keng e’tirof etilgan. Gruziya
2003-yildan boshlab amalga oshirgan tub iqtisodiy
va institutsional islohotlari orqali qisqa vaqt
ichida barqaror rivojlanishning samarali modelini
shakllantira oldi. Xususan, Jahon bankining
“Doing Business” reytingida bu mamlakat
2006-yilda 112-o‘rindan 8-o‘ringa ko‘tarilib,
eng faol islohotchi davlatlardan biri sifatida
xalqaro e’tirofga sazovor bo‘ldi [27]. Mazkur

natijalarga erishishda davlat boshqaruvining
markazlashuvini kamaytirish, soliqqa tortish
tizimini liberallashtirish, korrupsiyani keskin

qisqartirish hamda biznesni ro‘yxatdan o‘tkazish
jarayonlarini to‘liq raqamlashtirish muhim rol
o‘ynadi. Gruziya tajribasi shuni ko‘rsatdiki, qat’iy

siyosiy iroda, shaffoflik va soddalikka asoslangan
iqtisodiy islohotlar gisqa davrda mamlakatning
iqtisodiy mubhitini tubdan yaxshilash imkonini
beradi.

O‘zbekiston Respublikasida ham so‘nggi
yillarda ishbilarmonlik muhitini takomillashtirish,
tadbirkorlik faoliyatini qo‘llab-quvvatlash va
xususiy sektorni iqtisodiy taraqqiyotning asosiy
drayveri sifatida rivojlantirish yo‘lida keng
ko‘lamli chora-tadbirlar amalga oshirilmoqgda.
Aynigsa, ushbu yo‘nalishda bir gator muhim
normativ-huquqiy hujjatlar qabul gilingan bo‘lib,
ular biznes yuritish uchun qulay shart-sharoitlarni
yaratishda asosiy omil bo‘lib xizmat qilmoqda.
Xususan, O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Prezidentining
2023-yil 11-sentabrdagi ““O¢‘zbekiston — 2030”
strategiyasi to‘g‘risida”gi PF-158-son Farmonida
igtisodiyotda transformatsiya va institutsional
islohotlarni izchil davom ettirish, mamlakatda
qulay investitsion va ishbilarmonlik mubhitini
ta’minlash, kichik va o‘rta biznesni xalqaro
bozorlarga integratsiyasini kengaytirish, sanoatda
ishlab chiqariladigan texnologik mahsulotlar
ulushini 25 foizdan 32 foizga yetkazish, soliq
ma’murchiligini takomillashtirish, shuningdek,
iqtisodiy faoliyatni soddalashtirish, litsenziya
va ruxsatnomalar tizimini optimallashtirish,
davlat xizmatlarini raqamlashtirish hamda
tadbirkorlarning huquqiy himoyasini kuchaytirish
bo‘yicha keng gamrovli vazifalar belgilangan.

Farmonda belgilangan ustuvor vazifalarni
amaliyotga joriy etish jarayoni ularning murakkab
institutsional va iqtisodiy xususiyatlari sababli
qo‘shimcha ilmiy tadqiqotlarni talab etadi. Shu
nuqtai nazardan, Gruziya tomonidan so‘nggi
yillarda bosqichma-bosqich amalga oshirilgan
institutsional islohotlar tajribasi alohida ilmiy
ahamiyatga ega bo‘lib, mamlakatda iqtisodiy
boshgaruvni  optimallashtirish, tadbirkorlikni
qo‘llab-quvvatlash va davlat xizmatlari sifati
hamda shaffofligini oshirish borasida amaliy
xulosalar chiqarish imkonini beradi. Shunga
asosan, ushbu maqolada Gruziya Respublikasining
biznes mubhitini isloh qilish tajribasi, uning
muvaffaqiyat omillari hamda Jahon bankining
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“Doing Business” reytingida erishilgan yutuqlari
tahlil gilinadi'. Mazkur yondashuv O°‘zbekiston
igtisodiyotida  barqaror, raqobatbardosh va
investitsion jozibador ishbilarmonlik mubhitini
shakllantirishda konseptual asos bo‘lib xizmat
qiladi.

Adabiyotlar sharhi

Gruziya iqtisodiy islohotlarini o‘rganishga
bag‘ishlangan ilmiy tadqiqotlar mazmunan o‘zaro
chambarchas bog‘lig bo‘lib, ular mamlakatda
2003-yildan so‘ng boshlangan transformatsion
jarayonlarning turli qirralarini yoritadi. Grier,
Lawson va Absher (2017) tomonidan olib borilgan
tadqiqot Gruziyada “Atirgul inqilobi”dan keyingi
keskin bozor islohotlari natijasida iqtisodiy
o‘sishning tezlashgani, soliq bazasining kengayga-
ni hamda fiskal barqarorlikning mustahkamlangani
bilan ajralib turganini ko‘rsatadi. Ularning natijalari
Gruziya misolida islohotlarning tezlik va qat’iyat
bilan amalga oshirilishi iqtisodiy tizimni qisqa
muddatda tiklashga olib kelishini isbotlaydi [1].
Mazkur yondashuvni Gugushvili (2017) o‘z ishida
ijtimoiy nuqtai nazardan to‘ldiradi. U Gruziyaning
neoliberal siyosati ijobiy makroiqtisodiy natijalar
bergan bo‘lsada, gashshoqlik darajasini sezilarli
kamaytira olmaganini ko‘rsatadi. Muallifning
fikricha, bozor liberallashtirishning ijobiy ta’siri
keng qatlamlarga yetib bormagani mamlakatda
ijtimoiy tafovutlarning kuchayishiga sabab bo‘lgan
[2]. Shu jarayonlarning institutsional jihatini
Kupatadze (2016) tahlil gilgan bo‘lib, u Gruziyada
davlat boshqaruvi soddalashtirilgani, litsenziyalar
soni kamaytirilgani hamda korrupsiyaga qarshi
keskin choralar ko‘rilgani natijasida ma’muriy
to‘siglar qisqarganini asoslaydi. Uning fikricha,
davlat apparatini “oz, ammo samarali” tamoyili
asosida qayta tashkil etish natijasida ishbilarmonlik
mubhitining sifati tubdan yaxshilangan [3].
Papava (2008) Gruziya iqtisodiy islohotlarini
Yevropa integratsiyasi kontekstida baholab, bozor

U mamlakat
iqtisodiy jihatdan sezilarli yutuqlarga erishganini
ta’kidlab, biroq institutsional tizimlarning Yevropa
standartlariga  to‘liq moslashmaganini qayd
etadi [4]. Davlat boshgaruvining soddalashuvi
va raqamlashtirish jarayonlari haqida Eriksson
(2017) tomonidan tayyorlangan intervyuda
Gruziya Iqtisodiyot vaziri o‘rinbosari Kovziridze
2004-yildan keyin 2000 dan ortiq amaldorlarning
ishdan bo‘shatilgani va 84 foiz litsenziya turlari
bekor qilingani haqida ma’lumot bergan. Natijada
biznesni ro‘yxatdan o‘tkazish jarayoni bir necha
kunga qisqargan, davlat xizmatlarida korrupsiya
kamaygan [5]. Ozsoy va Kubetova (2006)
kichik biznes rivoji nuqtai nazaridan Gruziya
iqtisodiy o‘zgarishlarini tahlil gilganlar. Ularning
natijalariga ko‘ra, xususiylashtirish kuzatilgan
davrda tadbirkorlik subyektlari soni hamda kichik
biznesning YAIMdagi ulushida ijobiy tendensiya
kuzatilgan[6]. Bu o‘zgarishlarning siyosiy
ildizlari Fairbanks (2004) tomonidan izohlanib,
“Atirgul inqilobi”ning korrupsiyaga qarshi harakat
sifatida boshlanganini ta’kidlaydi. Muallif yangi
hukumatning boshqaruvdagi shaffoflikni oshirish,
davlat xizmatlarini operativligini oshirish siyosati
Gruziyada fuqarolarning davlatga ishonchini
tiklaganini ko‘rsatadi [7]. Korrupsiyaga qarshi
siyosatning xalqaro qirralarini Di Puppo (2013)
tahlil qilib, Gruziya muvaffaqiyatining xalqgaro
donorlar tomonidan turlicha talqin qilinganini
ta’kidlaydi. Muallif “muvaffaqiyat” tushunchasi
ko‘pincha siyosiy imijga bog‘liq bo‘lganini,
biroq mayda poraxo‘rlikning deyarli yo‘qotilgani
islohotlarning eng muhim yutug‘i ekanini qayd
etadi [8]. Bu jarayonlarda fuqarolik jamiyati
o‘rni Aprasidze (2025) tomonidan tahlil qilinib,
inqilobdan keyingi yillarda nodavlat tashkilotlar
va faollar korrupsiyaga qarshi kurashda faol
ishtirok etgani, keyinchalik esa ularning roli
davlat tizimi bilan uyg‘unlashgani ko‘rsatib
o‘tiladi [9]. Investitsion muhitga oid izlanishlarda
Kbiltsetskhlashvili (2008) Atirgul inqgilobidan
so‘ng xorijily sarmoyalar hajmi 3,2 barobarga
oshganini qayd etadi. U soliglarni soddalashtirish,
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siyosiy barqarorlik va korrupsiya darajasining
pasayishi investitsion oqimni rag‘batlantirganini
ta’kidlaydi [10].

Shunga yaqin  yondashuvlar  mahalliy
tadqiqotlarda ham uchraydi. A.Xasanov va
M.Abduraxmonovlar (2024) o°‘z tadqiqotlarida
soliq tizimini soddalashtirish xorijiy investitsiyalar
ogimini ko‘paytirishning muhim omili ekanini
ta’kidlaydilar. Ularning tadqiqotida Gruziya va
Estoniya kabi mamlakatlarda soliq yukining
kamaytirilishi iqtisodiy faollikni oshirganidek,
O‘zbekistonda ham soliqqa tortish mexanizmlarini
soddalashtirish ~ investorlar ~ uchun  qulay
muhitni shakllantirishga xizmat qilishi asoslab
beriladi [11]. T. Ahmedov va boshqalar (2023)
O‘zbekistonda tadbirkorlar uchun yaratilgan
mavjud biznes muhitini baholash bo‘yicha
tadqiqotlar olib borishgan. Ishbilarmonlik muhitini
baholash, so‘rovnoma asosida olingan natijalarga
ko‘ra amalga oshirilgan. So‘rovnoma natijasida
mavjud muammolar aniglangan va ular tartibga
solish uchun bir necha taklif va tavsiyalar ishlab
chigilgan. Mualliflarga ko‘ra, ishbilarmonlik
muhitini yaxshilashda, tadbirkorlik subyektlari
faoliyatning monitoringini kuchaytirish, sifatli ish
o‘rinlari yaratish va innovatsiyalarni kengaytirish,
elektr va suv ta’minotini tezkor yechimlar bilan
yaxshilash, biznes taklif va loyihalarni yagona
bazaga jamlash, imtiyozlar va imkoniyatlardan
samarali foydalanishni keng targ‘ib qilish kabi
chora-tadbirlarni amalga oshirishni ishbilarmonlik
muhitini yaxshilashga xizmat qiladi [12].

Abduvaxidov, Kamilova va Eshpulatov (2022)

berganlar. Ularning fikricha, bank xizmatlarining
ragamli transformatsiyasi nafagat moliyaviy sektor
samaradorligini oshiradi, balki ishbilarmonlik
muhitida  ishonchni  mustahkamlaydi  [13].
Mazkur raqamlashtirish ~ yondashuvi  bilan
uzviy bog‘lig holda, Zaynobiddinova (2020)
O‘zbekistonda investitsiya gonunchiligida

amalga oshirilgan islohotlarni o‘rganib, yangi
normativ-huquqiy mexanizmlar xorijiy investorlar
uchun kafolat va imtiyozlar tizimini yaratganini
ta’kidlaydi. Muallifning fikricha, investitsion
siyosatda Gruziya tajribasiga o‘xshash tarzda
huquqiy mubhitni barqarorlashtirish, sarmoyador
huqugqlarini ishonchli himoya qilish va byurokratik
to‘siglarni bartaraf etish O‘zbekiston iqtisodiyoti
uchun strategik ahamiyat kasb etadi [14]. Bu
jarayonlarning huquqiy asosi hagida Muminov
(2020) o‘z tadqiqotida to‘xtalib, xorijiy investorlar
uchun bargaror huquqiy muhit yaratish zarurligini
ta’kidlaydi. Uning fikricha, islohotlar natijadorligini
oshirish uchun normativ-huquqiy tizimni xalgaro
amaliyot bilan uyg‘unlashtirish muhim.

Shuningdek, Sotskolauri (2021) Gruziyada kichik
va o‘rta biznesni qo‘llab-quvvatlashning davlat
dasturlari, xususan “Enterprise Georgia” agentligi
faoliyatini tahlil qilib, moliyaviy vositachilik va
startaplarni moliyalashtirish mexanizmlari igtisodiy
faollikni oshirishda muhim o‘rin tutganini ko‘rsatadi.
U Gruziya tajribasini O‘zbekiston uchun ham amaliy
ahamiyatga ega model sifatida baholab, davlat
tomonidan tizimli qo‘llab-quvvatlash mexanizmlarini
mustahkamlashni taklif etadi [17]. Bu fikrlarni
to‘ldirgan holda, Normurodov (2022) kichik biznesni
rivojlantirishda inson kapitalining o‘rni va kadrlar
salohiyatining ahamiyatiga to‘xtaladi. U tadbirkorlik
mubhitini yaxshilash fagat moliyaviy va huquqiy
islohotlargagina emas, balki malakali ishchi kuchini
tayyorlash va bilim salohiyatini oshirishga ham
bevosita bog‘ligligini asoslaydi [18].

Yuqoridagi tadqiqotlarning uzviy tahlili
shuni  ko‘rsatadiki,  Gruziya  tajribasidan

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soddalashtirish, korrupsiyaga qarshi samarali
va ta’sirchan chora-tadbirlarni ishlab chiqish,
raqamlashtirish, soliq yukini kamaytirish va
tadbirkorlikni qo‘llab-quvvatlashning huquqiy-
institutsional ~ yo‘nalishlarini  mustahkamlash,
xususiylashtirishning  samarali ~ mexanizmini
tashkil etish va bu borada shaffoflikni oshirish
kabilarda namoyon bo‘ladi.

Olingan ma’lumotlar tahlili shuni ko‘rsatadiki,
2003-2023-yillar oralig‘ida Gruziya o‘rtacha 6,1
foizlik iqtisodiy o‘sishni ta’minlab, mintagadagi
eng barqaror iqtisodiy tizimlardan biriga aylandi.
O‘zbekiston esa 2017-2023-yillar mobaynida 5,5
foiz atrofidagi o‘sish sur’atini ushlab turgan bo‘lib,
bu natija mamlakatda amalga oshirilayotgan
iqtisodiy modernizatsiya siyosatining bosqichma-
bosqich va izchil kechayotganidan dalolat
beradi. Har ikkala mamlakat tajribasi iqtisodiy
barqarorliknisaqlashdainstitutsionalislohotlarning
muhim o‘rin tutishini tasdiqlaydi, biroq Gruziya

modeli o‘zining tezkorligi, qat’iy siyosiy qarorlar
va islohotlarning kompleksligi bilan ajralib turadi.
2012-2018-yillar oraligida Gruziyada biznes
yuritish uchun yaratilgan shart-sharoitlar sezilarli
darajada yaxshilandi. Bu yillarda mamlakat Jahon
bankining “Doing Business” reytingida ketma-ket
eng yuqori o‘ntalikdan joy oldi. “Transparency
International” tomonidan e’lon qilingan korrupsiya
indekslari hamda Jahon bankining “Governance
Indicators” ma’lumotlariga ko‘ra, Gruziya
Markaziy Osiyo va Yevropa mintagasida eng past
korrupsiya darajasiga ega davlatlardan biri sifatida
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e’tirof etilgan [19]. Ushbu yutuqlarga erishishda
xalgaro hamjamiyat, aynigsa Yevropa Ittifoqining
moliyaviy va texnik ko‘magi muhim rol o‘ynagan.

Nozadze va hammualliflar (2024)
ta’kidlaganidek, Yevropa Ittifoqi Gruziyada
xususiy sektorni rivojlantirish borasida eng
yirik hamkorlardan biri  bo‘lib, moliyaviy
manbalarga kirish imkonini kengaytirish va
biznes infratuzilmasini modernizatsiya qilishda
bevosita ishtirok etgan. 2009-yildan buyon
“EU4Business” dasturi orqali Yevropa Ittifoqi
kichik va o‘rta biznes subyektlarini qo‘llab-
quvvatlab kelmoqda [20].

Natijada “Siyosiy barqarorlik
va zo‘ravonlikning yo‘qligi” indeksi (Political
Stability and Absence of Violence) bo‘yicha
sezilarli ijobiy tendensiya qayd etildi: 2008-yilda
-0,91 bo‘lgan ko‘rsatkich 2013-yilda -0,46 gacha
yaxshilangan [22]. Har yili kuzatilgan ushbu
barqaror o°sish mamlakatda biznes mubhitining
ishonchliligi  ortayotganidan dalolat beradi.
Shuningdek, korrupsiyani idrok etish indeksi (CPI)
bo‘yicha ham 2007-2015-yillar davomida 3,4 dan
5,2 gacha o‘sish kuzatildi, bu esa korrupsiyani
kamaytirishdagi aniq yutuqglarni ifodalaydi.
Shu bilan birga, Gruziyada xususiy sektorni
kengaytirish maqsadida 2004-yildan boshlab
“tezkor xususiylashtirish” siyosati boshlangan.

Dastur doirasida davlatga tegishli ko‘plab sanoat
korxonalari, energetika va telekommunikatsiya
kompaniyalari, transport va bank sektori aktivlari
ochiq auksionlar orqali xususiy sektorga o‘tkazildi.
2004-2012-yillar davomida jami 13 mingdan
ortiq obyekt xususiylashtirilgan bo‘lib, bu jarayon
iqtisodiyotda xususiy sektor ulushini sezilarli
oshirdi. 2020-yilga kelib mamlakat yalpi ichki
mahsulotining 85-90 foizi xususiy sektor hissasiga
to‘g‘ri keldi [22]. Papava (2013) ma’lumotlariga
ko‘ra, 2004-2007-yillarda davlat mulkini sotish
orqali byudjetga bir milliard dollardan ortiq
mablag® jalb etilgan [23]. Energetika, transport,
telekommunikatsiya va bank sohalarida xalqaro
investorlar faolligining ortishi xususiylashtirish
siyosatining natijadorligini yanada oshirdi.
Kichik va o‘rta biznes uchun ko‘plab obyektlar
ochiq savdoga -chiqarilishi natijasida raqobat
muhiti kuchaydi, iqtisodiy erkinlik kengaydi.
Jahon bankining tadqiqotlariga ko‘ra, 2012-yilga
kelib Gruziyada yer uchastkalarining 95 foizdan
ortig‘i xususiy mulkka aylantirilgan [24]. Bu esa
agrar sohada samaradorlikni oshirib, investitsion
muhitning yanada jozibador bo‘lishiga xizmat
qilgan.  Xalqaro  ekspertlar  Gruziyaning
xususiylashtirish ~ tajribasini  Markaziy va
Sharqiy Yevropa hamda MDH mamlakatlari
orasida eng tezkor va eng shaffof islohotlardan
biri sifatida e’tirof etishadi. “Transparency
International” va boshqa nodavlat tashkilotlar
bu jarayon davomida korrupsiya darajasi keskin
pasayganini va davlat ishtirokining qisqarishi
biznes mubhitini yaxshilaganini ta’kidlaydi [25].
Davlat xizmatlarini soddalashtirish va tadbirkorlik
faoliyatini erkinlashtirish yo‘lida esa 2005-yildan
boshlab “bir darcha” tizimi joriy qilindi. Mazkur
mexanizm yordamida korxonalarni ro‘yxatdan
o‘tkazish, litsenziya va ruxsatnoma berish
jarayonlari bir joyda, qisqa muddatda va minimal
hujjatlar asosida amalga oshirila boshlandi.
Natijada, yuridik shaxsni ro‘yxatdan o‘tkazish
muddati atigi bir ish kuniga tushirildi, davlat
xizmatlarining shaffofligi esa sezilarli oshdi
[26]. Soliq tizimi islohotlari ham Gruziya biznes
muhitini yaxshilashda hal qiluvchi ahamiyat kasb
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etdi. 2004-yildan boshlab amalga oshirilgan soliq
modernizatsiyasi natijasida soliglar soni 21 tadan 6
taga qisqartirildi, stavkalar pasaytirildi va elektron
soliq to‘lov tizimi yo‘lga qo‘yildi. Jahon banki va
Xalqgaro valyuta jamg‘armasi mutaxassislarining

fikricha, bu islohotlar natijasida byurokratik
to‘siglar kamayib, tadbirkorlik muhiti sezilarli
darajada yaxshilangan [27]. Quyida Gruziyada
soliq islohotlari fonida o’zgartirilgan soliglar
miqdorini tahlil gilamiz (2-jadval).

Gruziyada2004—-2007-yillardagisoliqislohotlari
natijasida soliq tizimi tubdan soddalashtirildi.
Natijada, soliglarning soni va turlari sezilarli
qisqartirildi, asosiy stavkalar kamaytirildi, ko‘plab
ortiqcha yig‘imlar va ijtimoiy sug‘urta to‘lovlari
bekor qilindi. Aksiz va QQS kabi asosiy soliglar
ham soddalashtirildi. Bu choralar soliq yukini
kamaytirib, byurokratik to‘siglarni bartaraf etdi
va natijada biznes ochish, investitsiya kiritish
va iqtisodiy faollikning ortishiga zamin yaratdi.

Shu bilan birga, davlat budjetining daromadlari
barqarorligini ham ta’minladi.

Muhokama

Tahlil natijalari shundan dalolat beradiki,
Gruziya tajribasining muvaffaqiyati  faqat
islohotlar miqyosi yoki ularning soni bilan emas,
balki ularning mantiqiy ketma-ketligi, o‘zaro
uzviy bog‘ligligi va institutsional uyg‘unligi
bilan belgilanadi. Gruziya modeli aslida oddiy
liberallashtirish siyosatining natijasi emas, balki
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boshgaruv konsepsiyasining tubdan o‘zgarishiga
asoslangan keng qamrovli tizimli transformatsiyani
ifodalaydi. Mazkur transformatsiyaning o‘ziga xos
jihati shundaki, islohotlar avvalo siyosiy-huquqiy
va boshqaruv tizimini qayta shakllantirishdan
boshlanib, keyinchalik moliyaviy, fiskal va ijtimoiy
sohalarga izchil tatbiq etilgan. Aynan shu strategik
ketma-ketlik islohotlarning davomiyligini va
barqarorligini ta’'minlagan. O‘zbekiston misolida
ham bu yondashuvning o‘xshash jihatlari ko‘zga
tashlanadi: davlat xizmatlarini raqamlashtirish,
litsenziyalash jarayonlarini soddalashtirish, soliq
ma’murchiligini avtomatlashtirish kabi chora-
tadbirlar Gruziya modelining moslashtirilgan
amaliy ko ‘rinishlari sifatida e’tirof etilishi mumkin.
Biroq, tahlil shuni ko‘rsatadiki, Gruziyada
islohotlar keskin va tezkor usulda amalga oshirilgan
bo‘lsa, O‘zbekistonda ularning bosqichma-
bosqich, ijtimoiy jihatdan moslashuvchan shaklda
olib borilayotgani kuzatiladi. Bu farq, asosan,
mamlakatlarning iqtisodiy tuzilmasi, bandlik
darajasi hamda davlat sektorining iqtisodiyotdagi
ulushi bilan bog‘lig. Shu sababdan Gruziya
tajribasi  O‘zbekiston uchun to‘liq ko‘chirib
olinadigan model sifatida emas, balki mahalliy
sharoitlarga moslashtiriladigan islohot yo‘nalishi
sifatida ko‘rilishi magsadga muvofiqdir.

Yana bir e’tiborga molik jihat shundaki,
Gruziyada kuzatilgan “inqilobiy islohotlar”
qisqa muddatda sezilarli natijalar bergan bo‘lsa-
da, ularning ijtimoiy tizimga ta’siri ba’zan
ziddiyatli kechgan. Aksincha, O°zbekistonda
olib borilayotgan “evolyutsion islohotlar” uzoq
muddatda barqaror iqtisodiy o‘sish va ijtimoiy
muvozanatni saqlash imkonini bermoqda. Shu
nuqtai nazardan, ikki modelni solishtirganda,
Gruziya tajribasi tezlik va qat’iyat bilan,
O‘zbekiston tajribasi esa izchillik va ijtimoiy
muvofiglik bilan ajralib turadi. Muhokama
jarayonida xalgaro hamkorlik omili ham muhim
o‘rin tutadi. Gruziya uchun Yevropa Ittifoqi,
Jahon banki va boshqa donor tashkilotlarning
ko‘magini “tashqi turtki” deb baholash mumkin,
chunki ular moliyaviy resurslar bilan birga texnik
yordam va tajriba almashuvini ham ta’minlagan.

O‘zbekiston esa bu jarayonni milliy iqtisodiy
siyosatini saqlab qolgan holda amalga oshirmoqda.
Shu jihatdan, Gruziya va O‘zbekiston tajribalari
orasidagi asosiy farq tashqi yordamning qo‘llanish
mexanizmida namoyon bo‘ladi: Gruziya uchun
u islohotlarning boshlang‘ich harakatlantiruvchi
kuchi bo‘lgan bo‘lsa, O‘zbekistonda u mavjud
siyosatni  qo‘llab-quvvatlovchi vosita sifatida
xizmat qilmoqda. Shu asosda aytish mumkinki,
tashqi moliyaviy yoki institutsional yordam faqat
ichki islohotlarning mantiqiy davomi sifatida
integratsiyalashgandagina samarali bo‘ladi. Aks
holda, u natijani qisqa muddatda yaxshilasa-da,
uzoq muddatda tizimli barqarorlikni ta’minlay
olmaydi.

Umuman olganda, muhokama natijalari
shuni ko‘rsatadiki, Gruziya tajribasining asosiy
g‘oyalari, jumladan, davlat boshqaruvining
soddalashtirilishi, korrupsiyani kamaytirish, fiskal
siyosatni erkinlashtirish va raqamli iqtisodiy
boshqaruvga o‘tish kabilar O‘zbekiston iqtisodiy
islohotlarida ham o‘z ifodasini topmoqda.
Biroq, ularning qo‘llanish mexanizmlari milliy
igtisodiy, huquqiy va ijtimoiy sharoitlarga
mos tarzda shakllanmoqda. Shu bois, Gruziya
tajribasi O‘zbekiston uchun tayyor model emas,

balki moslashuvchan, o‘zgaruvchan iqtisodiy
transformatsiya konsepsiyasining amaliy
namunasidir.

Xulosa va takliflar

O‘tkazilgan tadqiqotlar natijalari Gruziya
tajribasining iqtisodiy islohotlar nazariyasida

o‘ziga xo0s o‘rin tutishini ko‘rsatadi. Mazkur
tajriba iqtisodiy transformatsiya samaradorligini
aniglovchi asosiy mezon sifatida islohotlarning
miqyosi  yoki tezligidan ko‘ra, ularning
institutsional uyg‘unligi, siyosiy qat’iyati va
ketma-ketlik tamoyillarining ustuvorligini
asoslab beradi. Davlat boshqaruvi, huquqiy
mubhit, fiskal siyosat va moliyaviy sektor o‘rtasida
o‘zaro funksional muvozanatning ta’minlanishi
bargaror iqtisodiy o°sishning zaruriy sharti
sifatida namoyon bo‘ladi. Shu nuqtai nazardan,
Gruziya modeli klassik bozor liberallashtirishdan
farqli ravishda, “institutsional transformatsiya
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modeli” sifatida shakllangan bo‘lib, bu modelning
konseptual mohiyati O‘zbekiston iqtisodiyotida
ham bosqichma-bosqich adaptiv tarzda amalga
oshirilmoqda.

Birinchidan, Gruziya islohotlarining
muvaffaqiyati ularning bosqichma-bosqich amalga
oshirilganligi va tizimlararo integratsiyalashuv
bilan izohlanadi. O‘zbekiston tajribasida raqamli
hukumat tizimining joriy etilishi, litsenziyalash
tartibotlarining elektronlashtirilishi hamda “yagona
darcha” mexanizmining kengaytirilishi Gruziya
modelining evolyutsion tarzda moslashtirilgan
shakli sifatida baholanishi mumkin. Bunday
yondashuv davlat boshqaruvida shaffoflik va
samaradorlikni oshirib, iqtisodiy faoliyat uchun
qulay institutsional asos yaratadi.

Ikkinchidan, Gruziyada amalga oshirilgan
islohotlar “neo-institutsional yondashuv”
tamoyillariga ~ asoslangan  bo‘lib,  bunda
boshqaruvdagi shaffoflik, korrupsiyaga qarshi
siyosiy irodalilik va fiskal shaffoflik o‘zaro uyg‘un
tizim sifatida ishlagan. O‘zbekistonning “Raqamli
O‘zbekiston—2030” strategiyasi, fiskal shaffoflikni
kuchaytirish tashabbuslari va korrupsiyaga qarshi
kurashning institutsional mexanizmlari ushbu
yondashuvning milliy adaptatsiyasini ifodalaydi.
Bu holat Ofzbekistonning islohotlari Gruziya
tajribasining shaklini emas, balki mazmuniy
mohiyatini o‘zlashtirayotganini ko‘rsatadi.

Uchinchidan, Gruziya modeli “inqgilobiy
islohotlar” orqali tezkor natijalarga erishgan
bo‘lsa, O‘zbekiston “evolyutsion transformatsiya”
modeli orqali barqaror va ijtimoiy muvozanatli
o‘sishni  ta’minlamoqda. Ushbu yondashuv
iqtisodiy = modernizatsiyani  keskin  choralar
emas, balki bosqichma-bosqich institutsional
o‘zgarishlar orqali amalga oshirishning afzalligini
isbotlaydi. Natijada, iqtisodiy o‘sish jarayonida
ijtimoiy barqarorlik va ishonch muhitini saqlash
O‘zbekiston modelining muhim farqlovchi jihati
sifatida namoyon bo‘lmoqda.

To‘rtinchidan, Gruziya islohotlarining
muvaffaqiyati tashqi institutsional hamkorlik,
xususan Yevropa Ittifoqi, Jahon banki va Xalgaro
valyuta jamg‘armasining texnik yordam va siyosiy

maslahatlari bilan bevosita bog‘liq bo‘lgan.
O‘zbekiston modeli esa tashqi hamkorlikni ichki
modernizatsiya siyosatining mantiqiy davomi
sifatida shakllantirib, milliy iqtisodiy suverenitetni
saqlagan holda islohotlarni amalga oshirmoqda.
Bu holat O‘zbekistonni “ichki resurslarga tayangan
modernizatsiya modeli” doirasida rivojlanayotgan
mamlakat sifatida tavsiflash imkonini beradi.

O‘tkazilgan tahlillar shundan dalolat beradiki,
Gruziya  tajribasi  ishbilarmonlik  mubhitini
yaxshilash borasida islohotlarning tezligi yoki
miqyosi emas, balki ularning izchilligi, siyosiy
qat’iyligi hamda boshqaruv tizimining ochiqligi
hal qiluvchi ahamiyat kasb etgan. Mazkur tajriba,
o‘z navbatida, O°‘zbekiston sharoitida ham
tadbirkorlikni qo‘llab-quvvatlash va iqtisodiy
barqarorlikni kuchaytirishda muhim yo‘nalishlarni
belgilab berishi mumkin. Bunda islohotlarni
moslashtirish, ularni milliy qonunchilik, iqtisodiy
tizim va ijtimoiy muhit bilan uyg‘unlashtirish
zarur.

1. Elektron mulk reyestrini joriy etish lozim.
Ushbu tizim davlat tomonidan yaratilgan raqamli
ma’lumotlar bazasi bo‘lib, unda ko‘chmas mulk
(yer, bino, inshoot, ishlab chigarish vositalari,
texnika, transport va boshqalar) haqidagi barcha

huquqiy, texnik va moliyaviy ma’lumotlar
elektron shaklda saqlaydi. Gruziyada
raqamlashtirilgan mulk reyestri tizimi moliyaviy
muhitda ishonchni ta’minlab, investorlar

faoliyatini yengillashtirgan. Ushbu tizim mulk
huquqlarini himoyalashni kuchaytirib, bitimlarni
tezkor va ishonchli tarzda rasmiylashtirish
imkonini bergan. O‘zbekistonda ham ko‘chmas
mulk, yer va ishlab chiqarish vositalarini
yagona elektron reyestrga kiritish tizimini joriy
etishga ehtiyoj mavjud. Chunki, real hayotda,
haliga qadar mulkning soxta hujjatilari bilan
amalga oshiriladigan firibgarlik kabi holatlari
uchraydi. Bu tizim esa mulk huquqlarini
kafolatlash, tadbirkorlik bitimlarida xavfsizlikni
oshirish, hamda investitsion muhitda ishonchni
mustahkamlash imkonini beradi. Shu bilan
birga, tizim mulkchilik shakllarining ochiqligini
ta’minlab, iqtisodiy faollikni rag‘batlantiradi.
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2. Tadbirkorlik  vakili institutining
mustaqilligini  kuchaytirish lozim. Gruziyada
tadbirkorlik vakili (ombudsman) parlamentga
bevosita hisobot beruvchi mustaqil tuzilma
sifatida faoliyat yuritadi. U tadbirkorlarning
huquq va manfaatlarini himoya qiladi, davlat
idoralarining javobgarligini oshiradi hamda
nizolarni hal etishda vositachilik qiladi. Hududlar
kesimida ishbilarmonlik mubhitini  baholash
borasida olib borilgan so‘rovnomalar natijasi
shuni ko‘rsatmoqdaki, ushbu institut faoliyati
2017-yilda boshlangan bo‘lishiga qaramasdan,
aksariyat biznes egalari bundan xabardor emaslar.
Aksariyati esa, bu tizimning real muammolarni
hal  etishida ishonchsizlik  bildirmoqgdalar.
O‘zbekistonda ham sharoitida ushbu institutni
mustahkamlash, uni parlament tizimiga bog‘lash
va qonunchilik tashabbusi huquqini berish
maqsadga muvofiqdir. Bunday islohotlar natijasida
tadbirkorlarning huquqlari yanada ishonchli
himoyalanadi, ularning davlat organlariga bo‘lgan
ishonchi mustahkamlanadi va ishbilarmonlik
muhiti barqarorlashadi.

3. Ishbilarmonlik ko‘nikmalarini shakllan-
tirishda amaliy yordam beruvchi markazini
tashkil etish zarur. Gruziyada yoshlar o‘rtasida
tadbirkorlik madaniyatini rivojlantirish maqgsadida
maxsus o‘quv markazlari tashkil etilgan bo‘lib,
ular amaliy bilim va ko‘nikmalarni oshirishga
xizmat qilmoqda. O°‘zbekiston Respublikasi
Markaziy banki tomonidan aholining moliyaviy
savodxonligini oshirish Finlit.uz loyihasi faoliyat
yuritmoqda. Loyiha doirasida so‘nggi yillarda 100
ta maktabda o‘qituvchilar va 7,2 ming o‘quvchi
uchun maxsus darslar tashkil etildi. Shuningdek, 32
ta oliy ta’lim muassasasida moliyaviy savodxonlik
kurslari tashkil etilganligi ta’kidlangan (cbu.
uz 7-Avg.2025). Biroq, bu chora-tadbirlarning
qamrovi juda tor doirada qolmoqda. O‘zbekistonda
ham “Biznes savodxonlik markazi” tizimini tashkil
etish maqgsadga muvofiqdir. Unda tadbirkorlikni
rejalashtirish, moliyaviy savodxonlik, raqamli
iqtisodiyot, sarmoya jalb etish va xalqaro
iqtisodiy hamkorlik bo‘yicha ta’lim dasturlarini
yo‘lga qo‘yish hamda televideniya orqali keng

targ‘ib qilinishi magsadga muvofiq hisoblanadi.
Ushbu yondashuv inson kapitalini rivojlantirish,
yoshlar o‘rtasida tashabbuskorlikni kuchaytirish
va innovatsion iqtisodiy fikrlashni shakllantirish
uchun mustahkam asos yaratadi.

4. Soliq imtiyozlarini optimallashtirish va
yagona soliq siyosatini shakllantirish lozim.
Gruziya tajribasi shuni ko‘rsatadiki, soliq
tizimining muvaffaqiyati imtiyozlarni keskin
kamaytirish, soliglar sonini soddalashtirish hamda
yagona fiskal siyosatni joriy etish bilan bevosita
bog‘liq bo‘lgan. 2005-2008-yillarda mamlakatda
21 turdagi soliglar 6 taga qisqartirilgan, barcha
soliq to‘lovlari yagona elektron tizim orqali
amalga oshirilgan. Bu o°zgarishlar fiskal tartibotni
mustahkamlab, ma’muriy xarajatlarni 40 foizgacha
kamaytirgan.  O‘zbekiston  sharoitida  ham
mavjud soliq imtiyozlarini bosqichma-bosqich
qayta ko‘rib chiqish, iqtisodiy samaradorligi
past bo‘lgan imtiyozlarni bekor qilish va ularni
yagona fiskal siyosat tamoyillari asosida tartibga
solish muhim ahamiyat kasb etadi. Shu bilan
birga, soliq siyosatini barqaror, oldindan prognoz
qilinadigan va biznes uchun izchil mexanizm
sifatida shakllantirish zarur. Bunday yondashuv
fiskal barqarorlikni mustahkamlaydi, byudjet
daromadlarini oshiradi va norasmiy iqtisodiyot
ulushini qisqartiradi. Eng asosiysi, u tadbirkorlik
muhitida ishonchni kuchaytiradi hamda soliq
to‘lovchi va davlat o‘rtasidagi munosabatlarda
o‘zaro mas’uliyat va hamkorlik tamoyillarini qaror
toptiradi.

Ilgari surilgan ushbu takliflar O‘zbekiston
ishbilarmonlik mubhitini tubdan takomillashtirish,
davlat va biznes subyektlari o‘rtasidagi ishonchni
mustahkamlash hamda iqtisodiy boshqaruvning
shaffof va ragamli asosda rivojlanishini
ta’minlashga xizmat qiladi. Shu orqali mamlakatda
raqobatbardosh, barqaror va investitsion jihatdan
jozibador iqtisodiy tizim shakllanadi.
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XALQARO TADBIRLAR (MICE) TURIZMINING RIVOJLANISH
STRATEGIYALARI

Annotatsiya: Mice (ingl. Meetings, Incentives,
Conferences, Exhibitions) turizmi uchrashuvlar,
rag ‘batlantirvish safarlari, konferensiyalar va
ko ’rgazmalarturizmihisoblanadi. Ushbumagqolada
Mice (uchrashuvlar, rag ‘batlantirish safarlari,
konferensiyalar va ko ‘rgazmalar) turizmining
zamonaviy bosqichdagi rivojlanish tendensiyalari,
uning iqtisodiy va ijtimoiy ahamiyati hamda
raqamli transformatsiya sharoitidagi boshqaruv
mexanizmlari tahlil qgilinadi. Maqgoladagi ilg ‘or
xorijiy tajribalar asosida MICE sohasida bargaror
rivojlanish, innovatsion yondashuvlar va “smart-
even” texnologiyalarining qo ‘llanishi yoritilgan.
Tadgiqotda kontent tahlil va komparativ tahlil

usullaridan  foydalanilgan  bo‘lib,  MICE
sanoatining raqamli ekotizimda shakllanishi,
virtual ~va  gibrid tadbirlarning igtisodiy

samaradorligi hamda mehmonxona va turizm
sektoriga integratsiyasi ilmiy asosda tahlil etiladi.

International events (MICE) tourism
development strategies

Abstract: MICE tourism is a tourism of mee-
tings, incentives, conferences and exhibitions. This
article analyzes the development trends of MICE
tourism (meetings, incentives, conferences and
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exhibitions) at the modern stage, its economic and
social significance, and management mechanisms
in the context of digital transformation. Based on
advanced foreign experience, the article highlights
sustainable development, innovative approaches
and the use of "smart-even” technologies in the
MICE sector. The study uses content analysis and
comparative analysis methods to scientifically
analyze the formation of the MICE industry in the
digital ecosystem, the economic efficiency of virtual
and hybrid events, and their integration into the
hotel and tourism sectors. The article concludes
with proposals for the necessary organizational
and innovative measures to develop MICE tourism
in Uzbekistan.

Kirish
Global turizm industriyasi tarkibida MICE
turizmi  (Meeting, Incentive, = Conference,

Exhibition) eng tez sur’atlarda rivojlanayotgan
tarmoqlardan biriga aylandi. Ushbu soha nafaqat
xalgaro  hamkorlik, balki mamlakatlarning
iqtisodiy salohiyatini, biznes muhitini va turistik
imijini kuchaytiruvchi omil sifatida qaralmoqda.
Zamonaviy iqtisodiyotda MICE turizmi xizmatlar
sohasi bilan ishlab chiqarish tarmoqlar o’rtasida
ko‘prik vazifasini bajaradi — chunki u transport,
mehmonxona, marketing, IT, gastronomiya va
madaniyat kabiko‘plab yo‘nalishlarni birlashtiradi.
Ragamli texnologiyalar jadal rivojlanayotgan
hozirgi davrda MICE turizmi an’anaviy shakldan
chiqib, virtual va gibrid formatdagi tadbirlar
orqali yangi bosqichga ko‘tarilmoqda. Aynigsa,
COVID-2019 pandemiyasi global miqyosda
an’anaviy  konferensiyalar  o‘rniga  onlayn
uchrashuvlar va interaktiv platformalarning
joriy  etilishini  tezlashtiradi. Bu jarayon
MICE turizmi boshqaruviga yangi talablar—
moslashuvchanlik, ragamli kompetensiya va
innovatsion yondashuvlarni olib keladi. Ko‘plab
rivojlangan mamlakatlarda (masalan, Singapur,
Fransiya, Janubiy Koreya va BAA) MICE turizmi

milliy iqtisodiyotning ustuvor yo‘nalishlaridan
biri sifatida rivojlantirilmoqda. O‘zbekiston
uchun ham ushbu yo‘nalish turizm industriyasini
diversifikatsiya qilish, mavsumiylik muammosini
kamaytirish va investitsiyalar oqimini oshirishda

katta  imkoniyatlar  yaratadi. = O‘zbekiston
Respublikasini ~ 2030-yilgacha  rivojlantirish
strategiyasida xizmatlar sohasini, jumladan

turizmni yuqori qo‘shilgan qiymat yaratuvchi
ustuvor tarmoqlardan biri sifatida rivojlantirish
belgilangan.  Strategiyada  xalqaro  biznes
tadbirlari, investitsiya forumlari va kongresslar
o‘tkazish orqali mamlakatning global iqtisodiy
maydondagi raqobatbardoshligini oshirish
muhim vazifa sifatida qayd etiladi. Strategiyaning
asosily magqsadlari qatoriga barqaror iqtisodiy
o‘sishni ta’minlash,xizmatlar sektori ulushini
oshirish,  investitsiya ~ mubhitini  yaxshilash
hamda hududlarning xalgaro raqobatbardoshlini
kuchaytirish kiradi. Turizmni iqtisodiyotning
yuqori qo‘shilgan giymat yaratuvchi tarmog‘iga
aylantirish, xalqaro biznes tadbirlari va kongresslar
orqali xizmatlar eksportini kengaytirish muhim
vazifa sifatida belgilangan. Mazkur ustuvor
yo‘nalishlar MICE turizmini rivojlantirish uchun
muhim institutsional va strategik asos bo‘lib
xizmat qiladi. “O‘zbekiston —2030” strategiyasini
amalga oshirish bo‘yicha qaror ilovasining 23,
58, 59-magsadlarida turizm va xizmatlar sohasini
rivojlantirish  va  zamonaviy infratuzilmani
shakllantirish vazifalari belgilangan. Mazkur
yo‘nalish MICE turizm uchun zarur bo‘lgan
kongress zallari, biznes markazlari va ko‘p
funksiyali tadbir maydonlarini rivojlantirish
bilan bevosita bog‘liq bo‘lib,ushbu infratuzilma
xalqaro biznes tadbirlarini jalb etish imkonini
oshiradi. Investitsiyalarni jalb etish, xalqaro
hamkorlikni kengaytirish hamda yirik forum va
ko‘rgazmalarni tashkil etish orqali mamlakatning
iqtisodiy salohiyatini namoyon etish vazifalari
ilgari suriladi. Bu esa MICE turizmini iqtisodiy
diplomatiya va investitsion marketing vositasi
sifatida rivojlantirish uchun muhim institutsional
asos yaratadi. Raqamli texnologiyalarni joriy

Raqamli transformatsiya sharoitida Mice

MICE turizmning asosiy afzalligi — uning
yuqori daromadlilik darajasidir: bu turdagi
sayohatlar oddiy dam olish turizmiga nisbatan
2-3 Dbaravar ko‘p iqtisodiy foyda keltiradi [2].
So‘nggi yillarda ragamli texnologiyalar MICE
sohasida tub o°zgarishlarni yuzaga keltirdi.
Virtual konferensiyalar, onlayn ko‘rgazmalar,
gibrid tadbirlar — bularning barchasi pandemiya
davrida ommalashdi. Gibrid yondashuv bu yangi
bosqich bo‘lib, tadbirlarni bir vaqtda jonli va
onlayn tarzda o‘tkazish demakdir. Konferensiyada
ba’zi ishtirokchilar zalda qatnashadi, boshqalar
esa Zoom yoki boshga platforma orqali ulanadi.
Bu yondashuv MICE tadbirlarida (konferensiya,
seminar, ko‘rgazma) ishtirokchilar sonini oshiradi
va xarajatni kamaytiradi. Ko‘rinib turibdiki
ragamli texnologiyalar tufayli MICE endi ko‘proq
auditoriyani qamrab oladi. MICE endi raqamli
turizm bilan qo‘shilib, “Smart Mice” ko‘rinishiga
ham o‘tmoqda. Bu orqali ishtirokchilar QR kod
orqali ro‘yhatga olish, sun’iy intellekt yordamida
tahlil qilish, mobil ilova orqali dastur va
joylashuvni kuzatish imkoniyatiga egadir. Onlayn
uchrashuvlar (masalan, Zoom, Google Meet, MS
Team orqali) MICE sanoatining muhim qismi
bo‘lib qoldi. Bu texnologiyalar tadbirlarni tashkil
etish, marketing qilish, tahlil qilish va ishtirokchilar

bilan aloga o‘rnatishni osonlashtiradi. Porter
(2020) [3] fikriga ko‘ra, MICE sektorida “smart
event” texnologiyalari, sun’iy intellekt, AR/VR
tizimlari va big data tahlili kabi innovatsiyalar
mijozlar tajribasini sezilarli darajada oshiradi.
Shu bilan birga, “ragamli charchoq” (digital
fatigue) fenomeni ham paydo bo‘lib, bu MICE
tadbirlarini inson omilini hisobga olgan holda
yanada interaktiv qilish zaruratini tug‘dirdi[4].
Singapur, Janubiy Koreya, Fransiya va Birlashgan
Arab Amirliklari MICE turizmini iqtisodiy
o‘sish  strategiyasining ustuvor yo‘nalishiga
aylantirgan [5]. Masalan, Singapurda “Singapore
Exhibition and Convention Bureau” MICE
sektorini boshqarish bo‘yicha yagona platformani
yaratgan bo‘lib, u raqamli ekotizim orqali barcha
jarayonlarni integratsiyalashgan holda yuritadi.
Janubiy Koreyada esa “Smart Seoul” loyihasi
doirasida onlayn va oflayn konferensiyalarni
birlashtiruvchi gibrid tizimlar ishlab chiqilgan.
O‘zbekiston MICE turizmi uchun strategik
joylashuv, boy madaniy meros va rivojlanayotgan
infratuzilmaga ega. Toshkent, Samarqand va
Buxoro shaharlarida zamonaviy kongress zallar,
xalgaro mehmonxonalar va logistika markazlari
faoliyat yuritadi. Toshkentdagi “UzExpo Center”
yirik kongress va ko‘rgazmalarni o‘tkazish
imkonini beradi. Samarqgand va Buxoroda esa
tarixiy muhit bilan zamonaviy konferensiya
xizmatlari uyg‘unlashgan. O‘zbekistonning MICE
turizmida rivojlanayotgan infratuzilmasi nafaqat
iqtisodiy, balki madaniyatlararo diplomatiya
vositasi sifatida ham katta ahamiyat kasb etadi.
Tadqiqotchilar ta’kidlaganidek, MICE tadbirlari
davlatlar o‘rtasidagi siyosiy, iqtisodiy va
madaniy alogalarni mustahkamlashda strategik
platforma sifatida xizmat qiladi: Rogers (2020)
shunday yozadi: “MICE turizmi nafaqat biznes
tadbirlarini tashkil qilish, balki mamlakatlarning
madaniyatlararo muloqot va diplomatik aloqalarni
rivojlantirishida muhim vositadir”[6]. Shuningdek
Altinyuzuk (2022) MICE turizmiga berilgan
strategik urg‘uni ta’kidlab, uning raqamli
transformatsiya va innovatsion boshqaruv orqali
millly va xalqaro iqtisodiy samaradorlikni
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oshirishdagi rolini yoritadi. Bu, ayniqsa, bog‘ligligini chuqurroq anglash imkonini berdi.

O‘zbekiston kabi rivojlanayotgan mamlakatlar
uchun istigbolli yo‘nalish sifatida qaraladi:
“MICE turizmi mamlakat iqtisodiyotining
yuqori qiymatli sektorlaridan biri bo‘lib, raqamli
va innovatsion yondashuvlar orqali yanada
samarali rivojlanish mumkin” [7]. Xalgaro tajriba
shuni ko‘rsatadiki, MICE turizmi faqatgina
konferensiyalar va ko‘rgazmalardan iborat emas;
u xalqaro shaharlarda chuqur tahlil qilingan
bozor mexanizmlari va investitsiya strategiyalari
bilan uyg‘unlashgan. Masalan, O‘zdemir (2021)
Istanbul va Antaliya shaharlarida MICE turizmini
o‘rganib, quyidagilarmi aniqladi: “Antalya va
Istanbul shaharlarida MICE turuzmi nafaqat
mehmonxona va konferensiya xizmatlari bilan
cheklanib qolmay, balki turizmni diversifikatsiya
qilish, brendni xalgaro miqyosda targ‘ib qilish
va madaniyatlararo alogalarni mustahkamlashga
xizmat qiladi” [8]. Shu asosda, O‘zbekiston
sharoitida ham MICE turizmini rivojlantirish
strategiyasi shunchaki konferensiya zallarini
qurishdan iborat bo‘lmasligi, balki: xalgaro
standartlarda gibrid tadbirlarni tashkil qilish,
raqamli boshqaruv va innovatsion marketingni
joriy etish, madaniyatlararo diplomatiya va brend
strategiyasini integratsiyalash, investitsiya va
turizmni diversifikatsiya qilish kabi kompleks
choralardan iborat bo‘lishi lozim.

Taqqoslama tahlil metodi asosida O‘zbekistonning
mavjud MICE infratuzilmasi va rivojlanish
dinamikasi Fransiya va Italiya tajribalari bilan
solishtirildi. Xususan, O‘zdemir (2021) tomonidan
Istanbul va Antaliyada olib borilgan tadqiqotlar,
Altinyuzuk ning (2022) MICE turizmi iqtisodiy
o‘sishdagi o‘rni haqidagi qarashlari hamda Rogers
(2020) ning MICE turizmini madaniyatlararo
diplomatiya vositasi sifatida baholangan fikrlari
tahlil qilindi. Ushbu yondashuv O‘zbekiston
uchun xalqaro standartlarga mos strategiyalar
ishlab chigishda nazariy asos bo‘lib xizmat qildi.
Jumladan, “2022 — 2026-yillarda O‘zbekiston
Respublikasini  rivojlantirish  strategiyasi”da
turizmni modernizatsiya qilish va xalqaro tadbirlar
tuzilmasini kengaytirish masalalariga alohida
e’tibor qaratilgan [9] .

Bugungi kunda O°‘zbekistonda
o‘tkazilgan yirik tadbirlar orasida “Tashkent
International Tourism Fair (TITF)”, “Bukhara Silk
and Spices Festival” MICE turizmining amaliy
namunalari sifatida e’tirof etiladi. Bu tadbirlar
orqali mamlakat iqtisodiy salohiyatini targ‘ib
etish, investorlarni jalb qilish va milliy brendni
mustahkamlash imkoniyati yaratilmoqda.
O‘zbekiston bu yo‘nalishda o‘ziga xos
ustunlikka ega. Jumladan, mamlakatning geografik
joylashuvi, barqaror siyosiy muhit, tarixiy merosi
va 0°‘zbek mehmondo‘stligi xorijiy delegatsiyalar
uchun qulay sharoit yaratadi. Shu boisdan, milliy
brend sifatida “UzMICE” konsepsiyasini ishlab

chiqish va xalgaro MICE tarmoqlariga integratsiya
qilish muhim ahamiyatga ega bo‘ladi. Professor S.
Ivanov (2021) fikricha, “MICE turizmini strategik
rivojlantirish mamlakatning global iqtisodiy
tizimdagi mavqeini kuchaytiruvchi diplomatik
vositadir [12]. Bu yondashuv O‘zbekiston uchun
ham dolzarb bo‘lib, u nafaqat iqtisodiy, balki
madaniy va siyosiy aloqalarni mustahkamlash
vositasi sifatida xizmat qiladi. Shuningdek, K.
Nakamura (2020) oz tadgiqotida MICE turizmi
barqaror rivojlanish tamoyillariga asoslanishi
zarurligini ta’kidlaydi, chunki “har bir tadbir
ekologik, iqtisodiy va ijtimoiy muvozanatni
ta’minlovchi mexanizm bo‘lishi kerak [13]. Shu
sababli O‘zbekistonda “yashil konferensiyalar”
konsepsiyasini  joriy etish zamon talabi
hisoblanadi. Bundan tashqari MICE turizmini
rivojlantirishda nafagat zamonaviy infratuzilmaga,
balki inson kapitaliga ham e’tibor qaratmoqda.
Chunki har gqanday kongress, konferensiya
yoki ko‘rgazmaning muvaffaqiyati professional
tashkilotchilar, gidlar, tarjimonlar va marketing
mutaxasislarining tayyorgarlik darajasiga bog‘liq.
Shu magsadda 2023- yildan boshlab bir qator
oliy ta’lim muassasalarida “Event management”

va MICE tourism kabi yangi mutaxasislik
yo‘nalishlari joriy etildi.
M. Larsson (2022) o‘z  tadqiqotida

ta’kidlaganidek, “MICE turizmi nafaqat iqgtisodiy
foyda manbai, balki bilim va innovatsiyalar
almashinuvining strategik platformasidir” [14]. Shu
jihatdan O‘zbekistonda tashkil etilayotkan xalqaro
biznes forumlar, ilmiy konferensiyalar va madaniy
anjumanlar mahalliy mutaxasislarning xalgaro
tajribadan bevosita o‘rganishiga xizmat qilmoqda.
Bugungi kunda O‘zbekiston poytaxti va tarixiy
shaharlari bir qator nufuzli tadbirlarga mezbonlik
qildi. Masalan, 2022- yilda Samargandda bo‘lib
o‘tgan Shanxay Hamkorlik Tashkiloti sammiti,
Toshkentdagi O°zbekiston-Xitoy biznes forumi,
hamda Buxoroda o‘tkazilgan “Silk Road
Investment Forum* MICE turizmining amaliy
imkoniyatlarini yaqqol namoyish etdi. Bu tadbirlar
orqali nafaqat xorijiy sarmoyadorlar bilan aloqalar
kuchaydi, balki mamlakatning imidji ham
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mustahkamlandi. Shu bilan birga O‘zbekistonda
MICE bozori uchun ragamli texnologiyalardan
foydalanish  imkoniyatlarini  kengaytirmoqda.
“E-Tourism Uzbekistan” va “UzEvents” kabi
onlayn platformalar orqali tadbirlarni rejalashtirish,
ro‘yhatdan o‘tish, to‘lovni amalga oshirish
hamda virtual ishtirokni ta’minlash imkoniyatlari
yaratilgan. Bu tizim pandemiyadan keyingi
davrda gibrid MICE modelini — ya’ni onlayn va
oflayn tadbirlarni birlashtirgan yangi yondashuvni
rivojlantirdi. H.Morrison (2023) fikricha, “gibrid
konferensiyalar global ishtirokchilarni jalb etishda
logistika xarajatlarini kamaytiradi va ekologik
izni pasaytiradi” [15]. Shu sababli O‘zbekistonda
tashkil etiladigan yirik tadbirlar ham bosqichma-
bosqich ragamlashtirilmoqda. Bu esa barqaror
rivojlanish va ekologik ma’suliyat tamoyillariga
mos keladi. MICE turizmining muvaffaqiyatli
rivojlanishi uchun marketing strategiyalarini
xalqaro talablar darajasiga olib chiqish ham
muhimdir. O‘zbekistonning milliy brendi hali
to‘liq shakllanmagan bo‘lsa- da, so‘nggi yillarda
“Uzbekistan - Heart of the Silk Road” konsepsiyasi
asosida xalqaro reklama kompaniyalari yo‘lga
qo‘yildi. Shunday tashabbuslar mamlakatni
Markaziy Osiyoda bargaror biznes-turizm markazi
sifatida ilgari surmoqda. Bundan tashqari MICE
turizmini rivojlantirishda xususiy sektor ishtirokini
kengaytirish ~ dolzarb  masala  hisoblanadi.
Xususan, “Hilton”, “Hyatt Regency”, “Marriot”,
“Wyndham” kabi global mehmonxona brendlari
O‘zbekistonda faoliyat yuritmoqda va ular
konferensiya, seminar hamda ko‘rgazmalar uchun
yuqori darajadagi xizmatlarni tagdim etmoqda.
Shu orqali xalqaro talab va standartlar milliy
xizmat ko‘rsatish tizimiga integratsiyalashmoqda.

PNyugen (2022) o‘z asarida ta’kidlaydi:”"MICE
turizmini muvaffaqiyatli amalga oshirish uchun
davlat siyosati, xususiy sektor va ilmiy institutlar
o‘rtasida sinergiya yaratish zarur” [16]. Shu ma’noda
O‘zbekistonda Turizm qo‘mitasi, Savdo- sanoat
palatasi va oliy ta’lim muassasalari hamkorligida
MICE sohasini rivojlantirish bo‘yicha kompleks
dastur ishlab chiqilishi maqsadga muvofiqdir.
Demak, O‘zbekiston uchun xalqaro tajribani

o‘rganish va uni mahalliy sharoitga moslashtirish
— MICE turizmini kelgusida milliy iqtisodiyotning
strategik segmentiga aylantirishning muhim omilidir.
O‘zbekiston hali MICE turizmi bo‘yicha yagona
milliy brendga ega emas. Shu sababli, “UzMICE-
Meet in the Heart of the Silk Road” nomli
marketing konsepsiyasini ishlab chiqish magsadga
muvofiqdir. Bu brend nafaqat xalqaro tadbirlarni
jalb qilish, balki mamlakatning madaniy merosi,
mehmondo‘stligi va innovatsion imkoniyatlarini
birlashtirgan imidjini yaratadi. J. Bannett (2023)
ta’kidlaganidek, “MICE brendining muvaffaqiyati
barqaror kontent, raqamli ko‘rinish va xalqaro
hamkorlik tarmog‘iga asoslanadi”’[17]. Hozircha
asosiy MICE tadbirlarini o‘tkazish markazlari
Toshkentda joylashgan. Ammo Samarqand,
Buxoro, Xiva va Termiz kabi shaharlarda
zamonaviy kongress zallari barpo etilganini
inobatga olib, har bir hudud maxsus regional MICE
markazlarini tashkil etish taklif etiladi. Bu tizim
ichki turizmni faollashtiradi va iqtisodiy faoliyatni
viloyatlar bo‘yicha muvozanatlashtiriladi.

Tanaka (2022) o°‘z tadqiqotida qayd etganidek,
“Hududiy MICE markazlari milliy turizm
siyosatining diversifikatsiya strategiyasida muhim
rol o“ynaydi” [18]. Barqaror rivojlanish tamoyillari
asosida barcha yirik tadbirlar ekologik jihatdan
mas’ul tarzda tashkil etilishi kerak. “Green
Event Uzbekistan” loyihasi orqali chiqindilarni
kamaytirish, qayta ishlanadigan materiallardan
foydalanish, energiya tejovchi texnologiyalarni
qo‘llash va ekologik transportni rivojlantirish
zarur. E. Kovacs (2022) yozganidek, “Yashil
MICE tashabbuslari global miqyosda tadbirlarning
ekologik izini 40 foizgacha kamaytiradi” [19].
Sohauchun malakali mutaxasislar yetishtirishda
an’anaviy dars uslublari yetarli emas. Shu bois,
“MICE Academy Uzbekistan” nomli onlayn-o‘quv
platformasini tashkil etish taklif etiladi. U xalqaro
sertifikatlash tizimi asosida MICE menejment,
event marketing, PR va ragamli kommunikatsiya
bo‘yicha qisqa muddatli kurslarni taklif etadi. A.
Roberts (2022) qayd etadi: “Kadrlar tayyorlashda
onlayn ta’lim va amaliy stajirovkalarni birlashtirish
— post-pandemiya davrida muvaffaqiyat kalitidir”
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[20]. O’zbekistonda MICE turizmida xorijiy etadi, balki mahalliy tadbirkorlik, ijodiy sanoat,

sheriklikni kengaytirish orqali tezkor natijalarga
erishish mumkin. Bunda “Uzbekistan Convention
Bureau” faoliyatini kuchaytirish, global MICE
assotsiatsiyalariga (ICCA, MPI, SITE) a’zo
bo‘lish hamda xalqaro ko‘rgazmalarda mamlakat
stendini faol targ‘ib qilish taklif etiladi. D. Lee
(2022) fikricha, “MICE sohasida xalqaro sheriklik
— davlat imidjini mustahkamlovchi eng samarali
iqtisodiy diplomatiya vositasidir” [21]. Tadbirlarni
tashkil etishda sun’iy intellekt asosida ishlaydigan
tizimlar — masalan, ishtirokchilar oqimini tahlil
qiluvchi Al Event Tracker, avtomatik tarjima va
shaxsiylashtirilgan xizmat tizimlar — xizmat sifatini
oshiradi. Shu bilan birga, “smart conference”
texnologiyalarini sinovdan o‘tkazish va “virtual
turizm® integratsiyasini yo‘lga qo‘yish magsadga
muvofigq.  S. Pastel (2022) qayd etganidek,
“Sun’iy intellekt MICE sohasida mijoz tajribasini
shaxsiylashtirish orqali ishtirokchilar sodiqligini
25-30 foizga oshiradi” [22]. Yuqoridagi takliflar
O‘zbekistonda MICE turizmini yangi bosqichga
olib chigish, uni innovatsion model asosida
shakllantirish imkonini beradi. Shu yo‘l bilan
mamlakat nafagat Markaziy Osiyoda, balki butun
Yevropa va Osiyo mintaqasida ham yetakchi
MICE yo‘nalishiga aylanishi mumkin.

Tadqiqot davomida aniglanishicha, bu yo‘nalish
oddit turizm oqimini tashkil etishdan ko‘ra
kengroq ma’noga ega — u biznes, diplomatiya,
texnologiya va madaniyat sohalarining o°zaro

kesishgan nuqtasida joylashgan  murakkab
tizimdir. Tahlillar shuni ko‘rsatadiki,
O‘zbekistonda MICE faoliyatining iqtisodiy

potensiali hali to‘liq ishga solinmagan. Toshkent,
Samarqand, Buxoroda yaratilgan kongress
markazlari yirik tadbirlarni qabul qilish imkonini
bersa-da, ularning xalqaro raqobatbardoshligini
ta’minlash uchun marketing tarmogqlari, logistika
va xizmatlar zanjiri integratsiyasini kuchaytirish
zarur. Mamlakatning geosiyosiy joylashuvi esa
uni Markaziy Osiyoda mintagaviy kongress
va biznes markaziga aylantirish uchun qulay
sharoit yaratadi. Shuningdek, MICE turizmining
rivojlanishi nafaqat tashqi investorlarni jalb

transport, ta’lim va gastronomiya kabi qo‘shimcha
sektorlarni ham jonlantiradi. Bu esa multiplikativ
iqtisodiy ta’sirni yuzaga keltiradi — ya’ni har bir
tashkil etilgan xalqaro tadbir yuzlab yangi xizmat,
ish o‘rni va marketing aloqalarini shakllantiradi.
Kelajak istigbollari nuqtai  nazaridan,
O¢zbekiston MICE turizmini rivojlantirishda
quyidagi strategik yondashuvni amalga
oshirishi mumkin:

1) Innovatsion MICE ekotizimini shakllantirish
— sun’iy intellekt, raqamli platformalar va gibrid
tadbirlar texnologiyasini integratsiya qilish;

2) Mintaqaviy raqobat ustunligini kuchaytirish
— Ofzbekustonni Markaziy Osiyo “conference
hub“iga aylantirish;

3) Brendlashtirish va diplomatiya sintezi —
MICE tadbirlarini “madaniyatlararo diplomatiya
vositasi” sifatida yo‘naltirish;

4) Kadrlar va bilimlar kapitaliga sarmoya
kiritish — xalqaro tajriba asosida o‘quv dasturlari
va sertifikat tizimini joriy etish.

Shunday qilib, MICE turizmi O°‘zbekiston
uchun nafagat yangi turizm segmenti, balki
rivojlanish  paradigmasining tarkibiy qismi
sifatida qaralmoqda. U milliy iqtisodiyotning
innovatsion modelini shakllantirishda, xalqaro
imidjni mustahkamlashda va barqaror diplomatik
alogalarni chuqurlartirishda hal qiluvchi rol
o‘ynaydi. Agar mamlakat bu yo‘nalishda tizimli
siyosat yuritsa, 2030-yilgacha O‘zbekiston MICE
xaritasida mintaqaviy yetakchi davlat sifatida
e’tirof etilishi mumkin.

The role of “green” taxonomies in the
transition to a green economy and analysis of
international experience

Abstract: “Green” taxonomies play a crucial
role in ensuring a systematic and effective
transition to a green economy, as well as in defining
its regulatory and legal framework. This scientific
article examines the EU Sustainable Finance
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Taxonomy, particularly its guidelines on activities
that can be considered supportive of environmental
objectives. National green taxonomies of foreign
countries are also reviewed, and proposals are
developed for improving Uzbekistan's national
green taxonomy.

issigxona gazlari chiqindilarini kamaytirishning
40 foizdan ko‘prog‘ini ta’minlashi energiya
samaradorligining yillik 3 foiz o‘sishiga, bu esa
2040-yilga qadar biznes va uy xo‘jaliklarining
yiliga 500 milliard dollar energiya xarajatlarini
tejashiga imkon beradi.

Puxta ishlab chiqilgan yashil
iqtisodiyot taksonomiyalari ilmiy asoslangan,
ishonchli, moslashuvchan, izchil, ommaga ochiq
va aniq bo‘lgan batafsil ta’rif va tasniflarni tagdim
etishi magsadga muvofiq.

Yashil iqtisodiyot taksonomiyasi iqtisodiy
faoliyat, aktiv va sub’yekt darajasida “yashil”
sifatida nimalar tasniflanishi mumkinligi haqida
batafsil ma’lumot beradi. Taksonomiyalar tariflash
va tavsiflashlardan iborat bo‘lib, turli sektorlar va
yo‘nalishlarning o°ziga xosliklaridan kelib chiqib
yashil va bargaror faoliyat turlarini tasniflashni
ta’minlaydi. Taksonomiyalar oshkoralik, umumiy
qo‘llash va tushunarli bo‘lishini ta’minlash uchun
tor doiradagi metodologiyalarga asoslanmasligi
va ommaga ochiq bo‘lishi magsadga muvofiq.
Taksonomiyalar ma’lum mintaga yoki mamlakat
miqyosida barcha faoliyat subyektlari va faoliyat
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yo‘nalishlari uchun umumiy qabul qilingan va
umumiy foydalanishga imkonli bo‘lishi zarur.

“Sezilarli ziyon yetkazmang” (Do Not
Significant Harm/DNSH) tamoyili. Yevropa
Ittifoqi  taksonomiyasi barqaror faoliyatning
boshga ekologik maqgsadlarga zarar keltirmasligini
taqozo etadi. Milliy taksonomiyada yaxlit
barqarorlikni  ta’minlash magqgsadida ushbu
tamoyilni inobatga olish magsadga muvofiq.

Bozor igtisodiyotining rivojlanib borishi, ishlab
chiqarish texnologiyalarining tezkor yangilanishi
va xalqaro iqtisodiy alogalarning kengayishi
zamonaviy davlatlar iqtisodiyoti oldiga yangi
vazifalarni qo‘ymoqda. Bu jarayonlar nafaqat
iqtisodiy o‘sish sur’atlariga, balki igtisodiyotning
ichki  tuzilmasiga, sektorlar  o‘rtasidagi
muvozanatga ham sezilarli ta’sir ko‘rsatmoqda.

Jumladan, global giymat zanjirlari (mahsulot
yoki xizmatni ishlab chiqarish jarayonining turli
bosqichlari bir nechta mamlakatlarda joylashuv
tizimi) bo‘yicha olib borilgan eng muhim
tadqiqotlardan biri Timmer (2014) tomonidan
ishlab chigilgan modeli qo‘shilgan qiymatning
xalqaro ishlab chiqarish jarayonida qaysi bos-
qgichlarda shakllanishini aniqlashga imkon beradi.
Ushbu metodologiya ishlab chiqarishning turli
bosqichlarga ajralishi va qo‘shilgan qiymatning
sektorlar bo‘yicha tagsimlanishini hisoblash
asosida ishlab chiqgilgan. Mualliflar olingan
natijalar asosida global ishlab chiqarishning
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chuqur parchalanishi yuqori malaka talab qiluvchi
mehnat va kapital sig‘imi yuqori bo‘lgan sektorlar
ahamiyatining ortishiga, past malakali mehnatga
tayanadigan sektorlar ulushining esa qisqarishiga
olib kelganini ko‘rsatadi [7].

Shu bilan birga, tuzilmaviy o‘zgarishning
iqtisodiy o‘sishga ta’sirini tahlil qilgan McMillan
va Rodrik (2014) iqtisodiy o‘sishning ikki
asosly manbaini ajratib beradi: sektor ichidagi
mahsuldorlikning oshishi va sektorlararo mehnat
resurslarining qayta taqsimlanishi. Ularning
xulosalariga ko‘ra, ushbu ikki omilning nisbatlari
mamlakatlar kesimida jiddiy farq qiladi, ayrim
hollarda mehnatning yuqori samaradorlikka
ega sektorlarga o‘tishi o°sishni jadallashtirsa,
boshga hollarda aksincha, resurslarning past
mahsuldorlikka ega yo‘nalishlarga siljishi o‘sishni
cheklashi mumkin [2].

Bundan tashqari, McMillan, Rodrik va
Sepulveda  (2017) wushbu nazariy asosni
kengaytirib, tuzilmaviy o‘zgarishning
samaradorligi mamlakatning  makroiqtisodiy
“asosiy omillari” — institutsional rivojlanish,
texnologiyani o‘zlashtirish darajasi, investitsiya
muhiti va mehnat malakasi bilan chambarchas
bog‘liq ekanini ta’kidlaydi. Ularning yondashuvi
tuzilmaviy transformatsiya jarayonining
samaradorligi sektorlararo siljishlarning sektor
ichidagi mahsuldorlik o‘sishi bilan bir vaqtning
o‘zida kechishini talab qilishini ko‘rsatadi [5].

Shuningdek, global qiymat zanjirlari doirasida
qiymat yaratish mexanizmini kengroq yoritgan
Jahon savdo tashkiloti (2013) hisobotida qo‘shilgan
qiymat ko‘rsatkichi xalqaro savdo oqimlarini
baholashda an’anaviy eksport statistikalariga
nisbatan ancha to‘g‘ri natija berishi ta’kidlanadi.
Hisobotda  ishlab  chiqarish  jarayonining
murakkablashuvi sababli tovar eksportining yalpi
qiymati mamlakatning iqtisodiy ulushini aks
ettirmasligi, real iqtisodiy hissa aynan qo‘shilgan
qiymat orqali aniqlanishi zarurligi asoslab
beriladi. Qo‘shilgan qiymatning tagsimlanishi esa
texnologiya darajasi, mehnat malakasi, kapital
sig‘imi va sektorning global ta’minot zanjiriga
integratsiyalashuv darajasiga bog‘liq [9].

Tuzilmaviy o‘zgarishning ko‘p bosqichli
tabiatini Heinrich, Yang va Dai (2020) o‘zlarining

“ko‘p darajali tuzilmaviy o‘zgarish” modeli
orqali tahlil qiladilar. Ular sektorlardagi
o‘zgarishlarni uch darajada makro (sektor

ulushi), mezo (sektor ichidagi faoliyat tarkibi)
va mikro (firmalar mahsuldorligi) birgalikda
o‘rganish zarurligini ta’kidlashadi. Tadqiqot
natijalari shuni ko‘rsatadiki, sektorlar ichidagi
texnologik yangilanish va firmalar darajasidagi
samaradorlik oshishi ko‘pincha sektorlararo qayta
tagsimlanishdan kuchliroq ta’sir ko‘rsatadi [4].

Osiyo iqtisodiyotlaridagi tuzilmaviy o‘zgarish
jarayonini o‘rgangan Vu (2017) tomonidan
taklif etilgan “samarali tuzilmaviy o‘zgarish”
ko‘rsatkichi sektor ulushidagi o‘zgarishlarning
mahsuldorlik  o‘sishi  bilan qay darajada
uyg‘unlashganini aniqlash uchun yangi metodik
imkoniyat yaratadi. Tadqiqot xulosalariga ko‘ra,
iqtisodiy o‘sishning yuqori sur’atlari odatda
sektorlar ichidagi texnologik yangilanish, kapital
samaradorligining oshishi va ishlab chigarishning
malaka talab qiluvchi segmentlariga o‘tish bilan
bog‘liq bo‘ladi [8].

Yana bir muhim tadqiqot Fekede (2021)
tomonidan amalga oshirilgan sanoat tarkibi tahlili
bo‘lib, unda qo‘shilgan qiymatning o*zgarishi sektor
ichidagi innovatsiyalar, texnologik modernizatsiya
va kapital chuqurlashuvi bilan bog‘liq ekani
ta’kidlanadi. Muallif sektorlararo resurs siljishidan
ko‘ra sektor ichidagi mahsuldorlik o‘sishi ko‘proq
ahamiyatga ega ekanini asoslaydi [3].

O‘tish iqtisodiyotlarida o‘sish va tuzilmaviy
o‘zgarish o‘rtasidagi sabab—oqibat munosabatlari
Olczyk va Kordalska (2018) tomonidan
o‘rganilib, iqtisodiy o‘sish tuzilmaviy o‘zgarishni
boshlaydimi yoki aksincha, tuzilmaviy o‘zgarish
iqtisodiy  o‘sishni rag‘batlantiradimi  degan
masalaga empirik javob bergan. Granger
sababiyatini aniqlash usuli yordamida mualliflar
turli mamlakatlarda  jarayonning turlicha
yo‘nalishda kechishini aniqlaydilar, bu esa
tuzilmaviy transformatsiya jarayoni universal
bo‘lmasligini, balki iqtisodiy va institutsional
sharoitlarga bog‘ligligini ko‘rsatadi [6].
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O‘zbekiston iqtisodiyotida tuzilmaviy o‘zgarishlar
masalasi mahalliy olimlar tomonidan ham
tadqiq etilgan. Jumladan, Maxmudov va Avazov
(2021) ragamli iqtisodiyot sharoitida investitsiya
ogimlari va texnologik omillarning iqtisodiyot
tarkibiga ta’sirini tahlil qilib, ularning qo‘shilgan
qiymat shakllanishidagi rolini empirik asosda
ko‘rsatadilar.  Ushbu tadqiqot O‘zbekiston
sharoitida sektorlar dinamikasining shakllanish
omillarini tushuntirishda muhim nazariy asos
yaratadi [10].

Shuningdek, Rakhmonov va Ganiev (2025)
O‘zbekiston iqtisodiyotida strukturaviy
transformatsiya  jarayonlarini  tahlil  qilib,
sektorlararo siljishlar, diversifikatsiya jarayonlari
hamda xizmatlar va sanoat sektorlarining o‘sish
tendensiyalarini yoritadilar. Ularning tadqiqoti
milliy iqtisodiyotda sektorlar tarkibining qanday
yo‘nalishda o‘zgarayotganini aniqlashga xizmat
qilib, sektorlar dinamikasini baholash bo‘yicha
empirik tadqgiqotlar uchun muhim kontekst
yaratadi [11].

HEALTH INSURANCE AND HEALTH STATUS.
DOES HAVING PRIVATE HEALTH INSURANCE LEAD TO BETTER
SELF-REPORT ON HEALTH?

Abstract: this study investigates the causal
relationship between private health insurance
coverage and self-reported health status using
data from a nationally representative survey. The
treatment variable, having private insurance, is
examined alongside various socio-demographic
and economic covariates such as education, urban
residence, employment, income, and chronic
health conditions. To strengthen causal inference,
multiple methodological approaches are employed,
including ordinal logistic regression and propensity
score matching. The findings underscore the
complex interplay between health insurance, socio-
economic factors, and health outcomes. Although
the overall effect of insurance is not large, its benefits
are particularly pronounced among vulnerable
populations, such as those with chronic conditions.
This research highlights the importance of targeted
interventions and equitable healthcare policies to
maximize the benefits of insurance coverage and
improve health outcomes for underserved groups.

Introduction
Access to healthcare is a pivotal determinant
of individual and public health, yet disparities

persist globally due to uneven health insurance
coverage. This paper investigates a question of
what is the effect of having private insurance on
self-reported health status by individuals. Thus,
the causal effect under examination is the influence
of private insurance on self-reported health status,
particularly focusing on its impact on individuals
aged 25-65 and those with chronic diseases. By
exploring this, we aim to provide insights into the
role of private health insurance in mitigating health
inequities and promoting better health outcomes.

The study employs data from the 2019 National
Health Interview Survey (NHIS), curated to
minimize biases such as selection effects and
reverse causality. Through statistical models and
propensity score matching, the analysis isolates the
impact of private insurance on self-reported health
while accounting for confounding variables like
socioeconomic status, education, employment,
and health conditions. The approach includes
subgroup analyses to better understand the nuances
of insurance effects across different population
segments. Our findings present acomplex narrative.
While private insurance is positively associated
with better healthcare access and socioeconomic
stability, its direct causal effect on self-reported
health is limited and statistically insignificant. The
analysis reveals that socioeconomic factors, such
as education, employment, and income, play a
more substantial role in shaping health outcomes.
Moreover, the interaction between chronic diseases
and insurance highlights a nuanced dynamic:
insurance appears to benefit individuals with fewer
chronic conditions more significantly than those
with multiple health challenges. This observation
suggests limitations in insurance coverage for
comprehensive chronic disease management.

This research contributes to the ongoing
discourse on health policy by underscoring the
multifaceted determinants of health outcomes.
While private insurance is a critical component,
our results emphasize the need for integrated policy
approaches that address underlying socioeconomic
disparities alongside expanding insurance access.
By illuminating these complex interdependencies,
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this study advances the understanding of health
insurance’s role in fostering equitable and effective
healthcare systems.

While this study focuses on the United States’
mixed public-private insurance model, the
question of how health insurance interfaces with
health perceptions is a global one, particularly
relevant for nations undergoing health system
reforms. Uzbekistan has been transitioning from a
centralized, Semashko-style healthcare system to
a more decentralized model'. Recent reforms have
aimed to strengthen primary care and introduce
mandatory health insurance, moving away from
a purely tax-funded system. Examining the
relationship between insurance and health status
in the U.S. context provides valuable lessons
for Uzbekistan. It highlights the potential and
the limitations of insurance alone in improving
population health. For Uzbekistan, which is in
the process of designing and scaling its insurance
coverage, understanding that socioeconomic
factors like education and employment can be
stronger determinants of health than mere insurance
coverage is critical. This study can thus serve as
a cautionary tale, emphasizing that insurance
expansion must be part of a broader, integrated
strategy that also addresses the social determinants
of health to achieve meaningful improvements in
population well-being.

Literature review

The relationship between health insurance and
health outcomes has been extensively examined,
given its significant implications for healthcare
policy, social equity, and public health. Private
insurance has been consistently associated with
improved self-reported health outcomes, largely
due to better access to preventive and chronic care
services. For instance, [ 14] analyzed NHIS data and
highlighted that individual with private insurance
report significantly better health than their
uninsured counterparts. Similarly, [6] emphasized
that private insurance facilitates regular access

to primary care, preventive services, and chronic
disease management, resulting in fewer unmet
healthcare needs and improved health perceptions.

However, these benefits are not uniformly
distributed. Disparities based on income and
demographic factors persist, as observed by [14]°.
Research further indicates that insured individuals
utilize primary care services athigherrates than their
uninsured counterparts, facilitating early detection
and management of health issues. Additionally,
Medicaid expansion under the Affordable Care Act
(ACA) significantly increased preventive service
utilization among newly insured individuals, [13].
Also, it is found that even though private insurance
is associated with reduced mortality risk and better
health behaviors, [2]. However, disparities in health
outcomes remain even among privately insured
individuals, suggesting that insurance coverage
alone cannot address deeper issues related to
lifestyle and chronic disease management.

The management of chronic diseases, such as
diabetes, hypertension, and asthma, is a critical
pathway through which insurance impacts health
outcomes. Research demonstrated that health
insurance is associated with better chronic disease
management and improved health scores among
middle-aged adults, [3]°. Similarly, access to
private insurance mitigates health declines in
this population, [1]. Further observed that private
insurance reduces the risks of depression and
cognitive impairments in individuals with multiple
chronic conditions, [7].

Additionally, the research compared outcomes
for diabetes patients across insurance types and
revealed that those with private managed care plans
experienced fewer hospitalizations and lower rates
of end-stage renal disease compared to individuals
on Medicare Fee-For-Service (FFS), [9]. This
finding underscores the comprehensive nature
of private insurance plans, which often include
care coordination and wider provider networks.

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Nevertheless, the paper questions the magnitude of
these benefits, suggesting that pre-existing health
and socioeconomic conditions often moderate the
effects of insurance on health outcomes, [§].

Access to preventive care is another avenue
where insurance impacts health. It is reviewed
U.S.-based studies and concluded that insurance
increases the utilization of physician and preventive
services, leading to better self-reported health
outcomes, [5]. However, the findings suggest
self-reported health measures often misrepresent
the true disease burden, particularly for chronic
conditions like hypertension and lung disease,
[12]. The study highlights that reliance on self-
reports can lead to over- or underestimations.

Socioeconomic and regional disparities heavily
influence the relationship between insurance and
health outcomes. The research finds even though
private health insurance is associated with better
self-reported health compared to public insurance
or being uninsured, [4]. However, after adjusting
for socioeconomic factors, these effects diminish
significantly, indicating that private insurance
alone does not necessarily translate into improved
health outcomes. It is also highlighted that
individuals in underserved areas face challenges
accessing healthcare services, even when insured,
[6]. Similarly, while healthcare expenditure and
insurance coverage improve health outcomes
in European countries, regional factors, such as
provider density and public health initiatives, play
a pivotal role, [11].

The interaction between socioeconomic factors
and insurance is particularly pronounced that
income and education mediate the relationship
between insurance and self-reported health,
with higher-income individuals deriving greater
benefits from insurance coverage, [11].

Despite strong evidence supporting the benefits
of private insurance, gaps remain in understanding
the causal pathways linking insurance to health. Itis
highlighted that being insured does not consistently
predict better health outcomes, especially when
baseline health and socioeconomic conditions
are not adequately controlled, [8]. However, it

is cautioned that increased healthcare utilization
does not always translate into proportionate health
benefits and advocated for policies addressing
social determinants of health alongside insurance
expansions, [10].

Additionally, most existing studies rely on cross-
sectional data, limiting their ability to establish
causality. Future research should prioritize
longitudinal datasets to capture dynamic changes
in health outcomes. Moreover, more nuanced
analyses of private insurance characteristics, such
as premiums, network restrictions, and coverage
types, are needed to identify the features that
yield the greatest health benefits. Expanding the
focus to include diverse racial and socioeconomic
groups will further enhance the generalizability of
findings.

Data description

The data we use for this study is drawn from
National Health Interview Survey (NHIS), a
widely recognized and comprehensive dataset on
the health and healthcare utilization of the U.S.
population. For our analysis we used the data
from 2019. The decision to use the 2019 National
Health Interview Survey (NHIS) data is because
of the need to analyze health and insurance-related
outcomes without the confounding effects of the
COVID-19 pandemic. The COVID-19 pandemic
introduced significant disruptions to healthcare
systems, employment patterns, and insurance
coverage.

This research focuses specifically on variables
related to private health insurance coverage and
health status. This survey provides extensive
data on health insurance status, types of health
coverage, demographic characteristics, and health
behaviors. Key variables used from the NHIS
include insurance status (whether respondents have
private insurance or uninsured), health conditions
and diagnoses (self-reported health status and
chronic conditions), and demographic information
(age, gender, income and educational level, and
other controllers), which help in understanding
disparities in insurance coverage and health
outcomes.
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The analysis focuses on adults aged between 25
and 65, as they are most likely to independently
interact with private health insurance markets.
And also, young adults and elderly people over
65 excluded from the analysis to cleanly identify
the effects of the having private insurance on self-
reported health outcomes. Thus, to properly have
dataset for analysis the following steps were
taken to select the sample:

1. Restricting to Adults: The dataset was filtered
to include only individuals aged between 25 years
and 65. We also excluded the individuals who are
active in the armed forces.

2. Excluding Public-Only Insured Individuals:
The study focuses on individuals with private
health insurance or who does not insurance.

3. Removing Missing or Invalid Data:
Observations with missing values for key
variables, including health insurance status and
health outcomes, were removed.

The final sample consists of 14608 individuals
who meet the inclusion criteria.

Table 1 presents descriptive statistics for key
variables in the analysis, based on the selected
sample. Variables include age, gender, income
level, education, self-reported health status,
and private insurance coverage. The table
compares key characteristics between insured
and uninsured individuals, highlighting notable
differences in demographics, education, health,
and socioeconomic factors.

Insured individuals are slightly older (45.17
years) compared to the uninsured (43.3 years), and
there is a small difference in gender distribution,
with the uninsured group having a slightly higher
proportion of males. In terms of education, insured
individuals have more years of schooling on

average (15.96 years) than the uninsured (14.08
years), suggesting education may play a role in
securing insurance coverage.

Health outcomes reveal that insured individuals
report better health status (3.89) compared to the
uninsured (3.63), indicating that insurance may
contribute to better overall health as shown in
Figure 1. The average number of chronic diseases
is slightly higher among the insured (1.22 vs. 1.13),
which could reflect more access to healthcare and
better management of chronic conditions.

Socioeconomically, insured individuals who
have more people in their households (3.01 vs.
2.92) and a higher employment rate (88.13% vs.

Income Status of Insured (annual, in US Dollar)
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72.44%) and homeownership (71.32% vs. 50%),
suggesting these variables may be linked to
insurance coverage. Finally, insured individuals
are more likely to have at least one chronic disease,
which may be due to better healthcare access
leading to more diagnoses. Additionally, a higher
fraction of insured individuals (43.97%) has a total
income above $100,000 compared to the uninsured
(11.82%), indicating that higher income is linked
to private insurance coverage as shown Figure 2.

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Overall, Table 1 results suggest that private
insurance is associated with better health outcomes,
higher education, and greater socioeconomic
stability. It also highlights that insured individuals
may have higher rates of chronic diseases
due to better access to healthcare and disease
management.

Identification of causal effects

In this section, we aim to identify the causal
effect of private insurance on self-reported
health status, using three distinct models and one
additional method. We define private insurance
as the treatment variable and self-reported health
status as the outcome variable. Identifying causal
effects in the relationship between health insurance
and health outcomes presents several challenges.
For example, one of the primary challenges in
identifying causal effects is selection bias, where
individuals with health insurance may differ
systematically from those without insurance.
People who obtain health insurance often have
different socioeconomic characteristics, which
can influence health outcomes independently of
insurance. Another concern is reverse causality
where individuals who are already sick may
be more motivated to obtain health insurance,
leading to an observed association between health
insurance and worse health outcomes. These issues
complicate the identification of a direct causal
relationship between insurance status and health
outcomes.

To address the challenges of selection bias,
endogeneity, and reverse causality, the strategy we
have adopted is based on controlling for a set of
observable covariates that are known to influence
both insurance status and health outcomes. These
controls include demographics, socioeconomic
factors and health factors.

We also focus on specific subgroups (those
aged 45-65 or with at least one chronic disease) to
reduce heterogeneity and potential confounding.
By narrowing the sample, we can better isolate
the insurance effect on health in groups where the
relationship is likely to be more consistent and
stronger.

Given the points outlined above, our first model
focuses on a subset of the population aged between
45 and 65. This age group is particularly relevant
as it represents individuals who are more likely to
be experiencing the effects of aging and may face
differing healthcare needs compared to younger
individuals.

The model for this group is specified as:

This model will provide an estimate of the effect
of private insurance on self-reported health status
for individuals aged 45-65, holding other factors
constant.

In the second model, we introduce the number of
chronic diseases as an additional control variable,
which may be an important factor influencing both
the likelihood of having private insurance and an
individual’s health status. Moreover, we include
an interaction term between the number of chronic
diseases and the insurance status to explore
whether the effect of insurance on health outcomes
is changed by the number of chronic conditions an
individual has.

The model is specified as follows:

This model will help us understand whether
the effect of private insurance on health outcomes
varies depending on the individual’s chronic
disease burden.

The third model restricts the sample to
individuals who have at least one chronic disease.
This subgroup is of particular interest because
chronic diseases are strongly associated with
healthcare needs, and insurance coverage might
have a more pronounced effect on health outcomes
within this group. By focusing only on individuals
with chronic diseases, we are able to examine
the treatment effect of private insurance within
a population that is more likely to benefit from
health interventions.

The model is specified as:

This model is similar to the first model but is
applied only to individuals who report at least one
chronic disease. It will estimate the treatment effect
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of private insurance on self-reported health status
specifically for those individuals who have chronic
conditions. The followings are the definitions to
the notation we used in our models: (1) Y, is the
self-reported health status of individual i, which
is an ordinal variable, (2) D, is a binary treatment
variable whether individual i has private insurance,
(3) Z,is a variable indicating the number of chronic
diseases, (4) X, is a set of controllers, (5) ¢, is the
error term. In each model, we aim to estimate the
causal effect of being insured on self-reported
health status with the assumption that the treatment
assignment is not correlated with unobserved
factors, controlling for confounding factors such as
age, gender, education, employment, and chronic
diseases.

Additionally, to address the challenges
mentioned above, we use propensity score
matching (PSM). This method is used to reduce
selection bias by matching insured and uninsured
individuals based on a range of observable
characteristics, such as income level, age,
education, and lifestyle behaviors. Despite the
strengths of these strategies, several limitations
remain. For example, unobserved confounders,
such as individuals’ health-seeking behaviors or
social support networks, could still bias the results.
Also, our findings may not generalize to other
countries, populations, or insurance types. Self-
reported health status may introduce measurement
errors. Insurance coverage may be misclassified in
survey data.

Results

This chapter presents the results of our analysis
aimed at understanding the effects of private
insurance on self-reported health status. Three
distinct models were estimated to investigate this
relationship, with each model addressing different
aspects of the data to ensure robustness of the
findings. Additionally, the chapter will discuss the
propensity score matching technique applied to the
data to control for selection bias and further assess
the causal effect of insurance on health status. The
estimated effects are presented alongside their
corresponding standard errors, significance levels,

and robustness checks. The results provide insights
into the role of private insurance in influencing
health outcomes, especially for individuals in mid-
life and those with chronic conditions. The results
from the ordinal logistic regression analysis are
presented in Table 2, detailing the outcomes for
three distinct models. These models aim to evaluate
the effect of insurance status on self-reported
health while accounting for various covariates.

In Model 1, which focuses on individuals aged
45 to 65, the treatment variable Insurance shows
a small and statistically insignificant negative
coefficient (-0.132, p = 0.064). This indicates that,
among this age group, being insured does not have
a strong association with self-reported health. The
control variables in this model, however, reveal
some significant effects. For instance, education
is positively associated with better health (coef.
= 0.098, p < 0.001), suggesting that individuals
with higher educational attainment are more likely
to report good health. Similarly, living in urban
areas (coef. = 0.196, p = 0.002), being employed
(coef. = 0.450, p < 0.001), owning a home (coef.
= 0.239, p < 0.001), and higher income brackets
all also correspond to better health outcomes.
Interestingly, age has a small but negative effect on
health (coef. =-0.009, p=0.027), which aligns with
expectations that health tends to decline with age.
Being male is also associated with slightly worse
health (coef. = -0.102, p = 0.022), suggesting that
men may self-report lower health outcome possibly
due to differences in health-seeking behavior or
reporting styles. Model 2 expands on the first by
incorporating the number of chronic diseases and
an interaction term between insurance status and
the number of chronic diseases.

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The coefficient for Insurance in this model is
positive as expected but very small and remains
statistically insignificant (0.01, p = 0.885). This
suggests that insurance does not directly affect self-
reported health, even when accounting for chronic
disease burden. The interaction term for Insurance
and chronic diseases (coef = -0.115, p = 0.01) is

significant, implying that the effect of insurance is
moderated by the number of chronic conditions an
individual has. In this context, insurance appears to
have a more substantial impact on individuals with
fewer chronic diseases, but its benefits diminish or
even reverse for those with multiple conditions.

In Model 3, the analysis is restricted to
individuals who have at least one chronic disease.
Once again, the coefficient for Insurance is small
and insignificant (coef. = -0.009, p = 0.876).
This lack of a substantial effect may reflect
the complexity of health determinants among
individuals with chronic conditions. For this
subgroup, other factors, such as education (coef =
0.106,p<0.001), urbanresidence  (coef=0.171,
p = 0.001), and income levels, continue to play
significant roles in health outcomes. Employment
and homeownership also remain strong predictors
of better health in this model, reinforcing their
importance across different subgroups.

The treatment variable, Insurance, consistently
demonstrates small and statistically insignificant
effects on self-reported health across all
three models. This finding warrants careful

consideration. While insurance is often assumed
to improve health outcomes by facilitating access
to healthcare services, the results suggest that its
impact may be limited in this context. Several
explanations could account for this observation.
First, the self-reported nature of the health outcome
might introduce bias or measurement error.
Second, insurance coverage does not guarantee
the quality of care, which might be critical for
improving health outcomes. Lastly, the presence
of other strong determinants, such as education,
employment, and income, could overshadow the
direct effects of insurance.

Moreover, the significant interaction term in
Model 2 highlights an important nuance: the effect
of insurance varies depending on the number of
chronic conditions. This finding suggests that
while insurance might mitigate the health burden
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for individuals with fewer chronic diseases, it is
less effective or even counterproductive for those
with multiple conditions. This could be due to
inadequate coverage for comprehensive chronic
disease management or other structural barriers
within the healthcare system.

The consistent significance of variables like
education, employment, and income across
all models underscores their critical roles in
determining health outcomes. These findings align
with a substantial body of literature emphasizing
the social determinants of health. Education and
income levels likely enable individuals to access
better healthcare, and living conditions, which
contribute to better health. Employment, aside
from providing financial stability, may also confer
psychological benefits that positively impact
health. The negative association of being male
with self-reported health is consistent with prior
studies suggesting that men are less likely to seek
medical care.

In addition to the ordinal regression
models, propensity score matching was used
as a robustness check to account for potential
selection bias in insurance status. The results
from this analysis reaffirm the findings of the
regression models: the effect of insurance on
self-reported health remains small and statistically
insignificant’. While propensity score matching
addresses some limitations of observational data, it
cannot fully eliminate unobservable confounders,
which may still influence the results.

The findings highlight the complexity of
identifying causal effects in observational data.
While the regression models attempt to control for
observable confounders, unmeasured factors such
as healthcare utilization patterns, cultural attitudes
towards health, and differences in insurance plans
could still bias the results. Furthermore, the ordinal
nature of the health outcome variable introduces
challenges in interpretation, as small shifts in self-
reported health categories may not fully capture
meaningful changes in actual health status.

Discussion and conclusions

This paper aims to examine whether or not
private health insurance improves health outcomes
using the 2019 NHIS dataset to avoid the significant
disruptions of COVID-19 on the healthcare
system. Through this exploration, this paper tried
to shed light on the role of private health insurance
in influencing health outcomes, disparities, and
enhancing overall health outcomes, especially
for those in mid-life or individuals suffering from
chronic diseases.

Our findings are complex. While private
insurance is linked to improved healthcare access
its direct impact on self-reported health is minimal
and statistically insignificant. On the other
hand, socioeconomic factors such as education,
employment, and income emerge as stronger
determinants of health outcomes. Additionally,
private insurance benefits individuals with fewer
chronic conditions than those with multiple health
challenges, highlighting likely gaps in coverage
for comprehensive chronic disease management.
In models 1 and 3 insurance shows insignificant
association with self-reported health. While
model 2 shows a positive effect although small.
However, the significant interaction term in Model
2 highlights an important nuance: the effect of
insurance varies depending on the number of
chronic conditions.

Furthermore, The analysis highlights education,
employment, and income as key determinants of
health outcomes. These observations are perfectly
aligned with the existing literature in favor of the
socioeconomic factors' direct impact on health
outcomes. Additionally, the negative association
between being male and self-reported health aligns
with studies indicating men's lower likelihood of
seeking medical care.

Our findings are important as they challenge
the conventional assumption that private health
insurance directly improves self-reported health
outcomes. By uncovering the limited and context-
dependent effects of insurance, particularly for
individuals with multiple chronic conditions,
this research advances the understanding of
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health disparities and highlights gaps in current
healthcare coverage. It underscores the need for
policies that address broader social determinants
of health alongside expanding insurance access,
such as initiatives to enhance education and
employment opportunities. Furthermore, the
nuanced interaction between insurance and chronic
disease burden suggests the necessity of designing
more comprehensive insurance plans tailored to
the needs of individuals with chronic conditions,
addressing a critical societal need for equitable
and effective healthcare.

The findings of this study, while used the
U.S. data, carry significant implications for other
countries, including Uzbekistan that are actively
reforming their health systems. Uzbekistan's
ambitions towards universal health coverage
through its new mandatory health insurance
scheme can benefit from the key insight of this
research: insurance is a necessary but insufficient
condition for improving self-perceived health
status.

For Uzbek policymakers, our results suggest
that simply rolling out an insurance program may
not yield the expected gains in population health
satisfactionifnotcoupled with parallel investments.

Amerikalik faylasuf Djon Rols fikriga
ko‘ra, "tasavvur qilingki, siz jamiyat qanday
tashkil etilishini bilmay turib "parda" ortida qaror
qilmoqdasiz, shunday sharoitda, o‘zingiz eng
kambag‘al qatlamda tug‘ilishingiz ehtimolini
hisobga olgan holingizda, ularning ahvoli eng
yaxshi bo‘ladigan tizimni tanlar edingiz.”

Mulkni o‘z xohishiga ko‘ra va o‘z manfaatini
ko‘zlab egallash, undan foydalanish va uni tasarruf
etish, shuningdek, mulk huquqini har qanday
buzilishlardan xoli etishni talab qilish huquqi
tushunchasi mulk huquqining mazmunini tashkil
etadi. Sub’ektiv mulk huquqining mazmunini
tashkil etadigan elementlar mulk egasiga qonun
bilan belgilangan doiralarda beriladi.

Mulkdor huquqlari va vakolatlarining chegarasi
O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Konstitutsiyasining
66-moddasida [4], shuningdek, O‘zbekiston
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qonunida ham “Mulkdor o‘ziga tegishli mol-
mulkka oz ixtiyoriga ko‘ra egalik qiladi, undan
foydalanadi va uni tasarruf etadi. Mulkdor oz
mol-mulkiga nisbatan qonunga zid bo‘lmagan
har qanday xatti-harakatlarni qilishga hagqlidir.
U mulkdan qonun hujjatlari bilan tagiqlanmagan
har gqanday xo‘jalik yoki boshga faoliyatni amalga
oshirishda foydalanishi mumkin™ [6], deb belgilab
qo‘yilgan.

Mulkdorning o‘z xohishi deganda, uning oz
erki, irodasi bilan o‘zining manfaatlarini ko‘zlab,
o'zgalarning (uchinchi shaxslarning) tazyiqisiz,
zo‘rlashsiz harakat qilishi nazarda tutiladi. Agar
mulkdorga nisbatan bunday holatda zo‘rlik, tazyiq
ko‘rsatilgan bo‘lsa, qonun mulkdorning xohish-
irodasini erkin amalga oshirishni kafolatlaydi va
muhofaza qiladi. Shuningdek, mulkdorning oz
xohishiga ko‘ra ish tutishi qonun, insof va adolat
doirasida erkin amalga oshirilishi lozim.

Mulkdor mulkiy huquqini o‘z xohishi doirasida
amalga oshirishda uning manfaati ustun qo'yiladi.
Bu manfaat bevosita uning o‘ziga, yaqinlariga yoki
boshqalarga taallugli bo‘lishi mumkin. Masalan,
ota-ona voyaga yetmagan farzandi nomiga bankka
omonat pul mablag‘i qo‘yganda ham, garchi
bunda uchinchi shaxsning manfaati ko‘zlanganday
bo‘lsa ham, aslida mulkdorning harakati zamirida
ota-ona sifatidagi burch yotadi. Mulkdorning oz
istagiga ko‘ra yoki manfaatiga zid ravishda mulkiy
bitimlar tuzishga majbur qilinishi, qonunchilikka
ko'ra, bunday bitimlar haqiqiy sanalmasligiga
sabab bo‘ladi.

O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Fugarolik
kodeksining 164-moddasiga ko‘ra mulk huquqi
shaxsning o‘ziga qarashli mol-mulkka o‘z
xohishi bilan va o‘z manfaatlarini ko‘zlab
egalik qilish, undan foydalanish éku uni tasarruf
etish, shuningdek o‘zining mulk huquqini, kim
tomonidan bo‘Imasin, har qanday buzishni bartaraf
etishni talab qilish huquqidan iboratdir [7].

Fuqarolik Kodeksining 174-moddasiga
asosan, o‘ziga qarashli mol-mulkni saqlash, agar
qonun hujjatlarida yoki shartnomada boshqacha
tartib nazarda tutilgan bo‘lmasa, mulk egasining

bajarmasa, ba’zi hollarda uning mulkiy huquqlari
chegaralab qo‘yilishi yoki mol-mulk undan olib
qo‘yilishi hagida da’vo oldindan ogohlantirmasdan
ham qo‘zg‘atilishi mumkin [7].

Mulk  huquqgining mazmunida nafaqat
mulkdorning huquqlari, balki mol-mulkni saqlab
turish burchi ham yotadi. So‘nggi yetti yil
davomida amalga oshirilgan ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy
munosabatlarnitubdan o‘zgartirishborasidamulkiy
huquglarni noqonuniy tajovuzlardan himoya qilish
muammosi, ayniqsa dolzarb ahamiyat kasb etdi.
Bu davrda mulkdorlar huquqlarini ta’minlashga
qaratilgan Prezident va hukumatning 300 dan ortiq
hujjatlari qabul qilindi.

Dastlab “Harakatlar strategiyasidan -
Taraqqiyot strategiyasi sari” tamoyiliga asosan
Harakatlar strategiyasining mantiqiy davomi
sifatida ~ “2022-2026-yillarga  mo‘ljallangan
Yangi O‘zbekistonning taraqqiyot strategiyasi”
va 2023-yilda “O‘zbekiston — 2030” strategiyasi
qabul qilindi. Unda mamlakatda adolat va qonun
ustuvorligi  tamoyillarini  taraqqiyotning eng
asosly va zarur shartiga aylantirish eng ustuvor
yo‘nalishlardan biri sifatida belgilandi. Buning
uchun bir nechta zarur magsadlar nazarda tutildi.
Xususan, mulk daxlsizliginiishonchlihimoyaqilish
hamda davlat organlarining mulkka sramuk Ku-
mumaa noqonuniy aralashuvini cheklash magsadi
belgilangan bo‘lib, ushbu magsadga xususiy mulk
daxlsizligi va himoyasi kafolatlarini kuchaytirish,
mulkiy, shu jumladan yer uchastkasiga bo‘lgan
huquqlarni so‘zsiz ta’minlash, xususiy mulk
ustuvorligini asosiy tamoyil sifatida belgilash,
davlat idorasining rasmiy ma’lumotiga ishonib
mol-mulk sotib olgan shaxsning huquqini himoya
qilish tizimini joriy etish shular jumlasidandir.
Shu nuqtai nazardan, yangilangan Konstitutsiyada
hech kim sudning qarorisiz va qonunga zid pa-
Buma uy-joyidan mahrum etilishi mumkin
emasligi, uy-joyidan mahrum etilgan mulkdorga
uy-joyning qiymati hamda u ko‘rgan zararlarning
o‘rni qonunda nazarda tutilgan hollarda va
tartibda oldindan hamda teng qiymatda qoplanishi
ta’minlanishi kafolatlandi.
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Fuqarolik kodeksining228 va231-moddalariga
muvofiq mulkdor o‘z mol-mulkini boshqa
shaxsning qonunsiz egaligidan talab qilib
olishga haqli (vindikatsiya), shuningdek o‘z
huquglarining har qanday buzilishini, garchi
bu buzilish egalik gilishdan mahrum etish bilan
bog‘ligbo‘lmasa ham, bartaraf etishni talab qilishi
mumkin (negator da’vo) [7]. Shuni ta’kidlash
lozimki, hozirgi kunda ham xususiy mulkni
himoya qilish sohasidagi amalga oshirilgan
islohotlar vako‘rilayotgan choralarga qaramasdan
o‘zboshimchalik bilan xususiy mulk huquqini
poymol qilish, ayrim mansabdor shaxslarning
adolatsiz va asossiz vajlar bilan ko‘chmas mol-
mulkni buzish holatlari kuzatilmoqda. Albatta,
buning uchun qonunchilik va huquqgni qo‘llash
amaliyotidagi xususiy mulkni himoya qilish
bilan bog‘liq mazkur muammoli vaziyatlar va
bo‘shliglarni bartaraf etish yo‘llari ishlab chiqilib,
qonunchilik takomillashtirildi.

Shu o‘rinda, xorijiy tajribaga ham to‘xtalib
o‘tsak. Misol uchun, tarixda xususiy mulk
kafolatlarini belgilab bergan konstitutsiyaviy
ahamiyatga ega bo‘lgan birinchi  hujjat
Fransiyaning 1789 yildagi Inson va fuqaroning
huquq va erkinliklari deklaratsiyasi bo‘lib, unda
xususiy mulk insonning tabiiy va ajralmas,
mugqgaddas va daxlsiz huquqi sifatida ko‘rsatilgan.
Deklaratsiyadagi mulk masalalari “inson va
fuqarolik huquqlari” bo‘limida aks ettirilgan va
uning 2-bandida shunday deyilgan: “Har ganday
siyosiy birlashmaning maqsadi insonning tabiiy va
ajralmas huquqlarini ta’minlashdir. Bu huqugqlar
erkinlik, mulk, xavfsizlik va zulmga qarshilik
ko‘rsatishni 0‘z ichiga oladi”[8].

Germaniya konstitutsiyasining I-bob,
14-moddasida esa, mulk va meros huquqlari
kafolatlanishi, ularning mazmuni va chegaralari
gonunlar bilan belgilanishi qayd etilgan. Daniya
asosiy qonunining VIII-bob, 73-moddasida esa,
xususiy mulk daxlsiz ekanligi, hech kim oz
mulkidan voz kechishga majburlanishi mumkin
emasligi, fagat jamoatchilik foydasi uchun talab
qiladigan holatlar bundan mustasnoligi belgilab
qo‘yilgan.

Har bir inson shaxsiy mulkka egalik qilish
huqugiga ega va bunday mulk har ganday tomon
tarafidan nohaq tortib olinishi mumkin emasligi
Indoneziya, xususiy mulkka bo‘lgan umumiy
huquqgni bekor qilishning taqiqlanishi Gruziya
konstitutsiyalarida e’tirof etilgan.

Taraqqiyotning mutlago yangi bosqichiga
gadam qo‘ygan mamlakatimizda Bosh qomusimiz
barcha sa’y-harakatlarimizning dasturulamaliga
aylandi, desak to‘g‘ri bo‘ladi. Xususan,
Konstitutsiyamizning 65-moddasida “O‘zbekiston
Respublikasida barcha mulk shakllarining teng
huqugqliligi va huquqiy jihatdan himoya qilinishi
ta’minlanadi. Xususiy mulk daxlsizdir. Mulkdor
0o‘z mol-mulkidan qonunda nazarda tutilgan
hollardan va tartibdan tashqari hamda sudning
qaroriga asoslanmagan holda mahrum etilishi
mumkin emas”, deb qat’iy belgilangan. [4]

So‘nggi yillarda tadbirkorlik yo‘lidagi ortiqcha
cheklovlarni bartaraf qilish, ularning faoliyatiga
davlat idoralarining noqonuniy aralashuvini qat’iy
cheklash borasida salmoqli ishlarga qo‘l urildi.
Misol uchun, korrupsiyaga yo‘l ochib berayotgan
yer ajratish amaliyoti tubdan isloh qilindi. Bu
jarayon endilikda yer ajratish elektron tizimi orqali
amalga oshirilmoqda. E’tibor beradigan bo‘lsak,
bu o‘zgarish ham mulk daxlsizligini ta’minlash
yo‘lidagi jiddiy qadamlardan biri bo‘ldi.

Bundan tashqari, yerni olib qo‘yish va
kompensatsiya to‘lashning yangi tartibi, yer
fagat mulk egasining roziligi bilan olinishiga
oid qoidalar joriy qilindi. Shu bilan birga, mulk
daxlsizligi to‘g‘risidagi qonunlarga amal qilmagan
mansabdor shaxslarga nisbatan, ular qganday
lavozim egasi bo‘lishidan qat’i nazar, javobgarlik
kuchaytirildi.

Sir emas, tadbirkorlarga yer berishda shu
kunga gadar turli yechimini kutayotgan masalalar
mavjud edi. Ya’ni amalda hokimlar yerdan
foydalanish huquqini beradigan qarorlarni o‘zlari
qabul qilar, vaqti kelganda esa, ularni o‘zlari
bekor qilishi ham mumkin edi. Davlatimiz rahbari
tashabbusi bilan ana shu vakolatga chek qo‘yildi.
Bunday masalalar endi faqat sud tartibida hal
qilinadigan bo‘ldi.
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Prezidentimizning 2019-yil 13-avgustdagi
“Xususiy mulkni himoya qilish va mulkdorlar
huquqlarining kafolatlarini kuchaytirish,
tadbirkorlik tashabbuslarini qo‘llab-quvvatlash
borasidagi ishlarni tashkil qilish tizimini
tubdan takomillashtirish bo‘yicha qo‘shimcha

chora-tadbirlar, shuningdek,  tadbirkorlik
sub’ektlarining moliyaviy resurslar va ishlab
chiqarish infratuzilmasidan foydalanish
imkoniyatlarini  kengaytirish  to‘g‘risida”gi
Farmoni sohada wuchrayotgan muammolarni

bartaraf etishda muhim dasturulamal bo‘lib

xizmat qilmoqda. Konstitutsiyaviy norma
asosida qabul qilingan ushbu Farmonda
so‘nggi vaqtlarda mulk daxlsizligiga soya

solayotgan holatlarga barham berildi. Ya’ni
Farmonga ko‘ra, Bosh prokuratura va
O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Prezidenti huzuridagi
Tadbirkorlik  sub’ektlarining huquqlari va
qonuniy manfaatlarini himoya qilish bo‘yicha
vakil tomonidan mulkdorga gasddan nomaqbul
shartlarni, shu jumladan, mulkni yoki mulkiy
huquqgni topshirishga doir asossiz talablarni
qo‘yish, mulk egasini shaxsiy mulk huquqidan
voz kechishga majbur qilishga yo‘l qo‘yilmasligi
ustidan tizimli nazorat o‘rnatildi.

Konstitutsiyamizda mulk huquqiga ustuvor
ahamiyat qaratilgani bejiz emas. Negaki, uning
qat’iy va o‘zgarmas qoida sifatida belgilangani
tadbirkorlar o°z biznesiga bexavotir investitsiya
kiritishi, ishlab chiqarish faoliyatini kengaytirishi,
mahsulot hajmi va olayotgan daromadini
ko‘paytirishi, o‘z mulkiga o‘zi egalik qilishi,
foydalanishi, tasarruf etishining kafolatidir.
Qolaversa, bu xususiy mulkning samarali faoliyati
uchun qulay sharoitlarni yaratadi, aholining
tadbirkorlik tashabbuslarini rag‘batlantirishga
xizmat qiladi.

Bugungi kunda respublikamizda mulkchilik
munosabatlarini amalga oshirish, Kkichik
biznes va xususiy tadbirkorlikni rivojlantirish
uchun quyidagi sharoitlar yaratilganligi
ham mulkchilik munosabatlari tizimida
ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolat qoidalariga rioya
gilinayotganiga misol bo‘ladi:

1. Ko‘chmas mulk ob’ektlari va kelgusida
shakllanuvchi davlat aksiya paketlari (ulushlari)
hamda davlat korxonalarini xususiylashtirish
to‘g‘risida qaror qabul qilish, ularni sotish shartlari,
savdo turi va ommaviy savdolardagi boshlang‘ich
narxini belgilash.

2. Davlat aktivlarini investitsiya kiritish
majburiyatlari bilan sotishda investorlar tomonidan
xorijiy el valyutasidagi pul mablag‘lari shaklida
kiritiladigan ~ investitsiyalari ~ korxonalarning
alohida hisobvarag‘iga o‘tkazilishi.

3. Mulk huquqining daxlsizligini ishonchli
himoya qilish, mulkiy munosabatlarga asossiz
aralashuvga yo‘l qo‘ymaslik, xususiy mulkning
kapitallashuv darajasini oshirish chora-tadbirlari
ishlab chiqildi.

Xulosa o‘rnida aytish mumkinki, xususiy
mulk daxlsizligini ta’minlash, turli tajovuzlardan
himoya qilish, xususiy mulkni saqlash va
ko‘paytirish uchun barcha zarur shart-sharoitlarni
yaratish, mulkdorlarni qo‘llab-quvvatlash, o‘ziga
tegishli bo‘lgan mol-mulkka mustaqil egalik
qilish, foydalanish va tasarruf etish huquqlarini
himoya qilish kafolatlarini yanada kuchaytirish, bu
— huquqiy demokratik davlat va adolatli fuqarolik
jamiyatining eng muhim mezonidir.

Umuman olganda, yuqorida qayd etilgan
magsadlarga erishish, mamlakat iqtisodiyotini har
tomonlama va jadal rivojlantirish hamda davlat
organlari bilan munosabatlarda xususiy mulk
huquglarining huquqiy kafolatlarini ta’minlash
uchun bevosita sharoitlar yaratishda kuchli turtki
bo‘ladi.

Zamonaviy bozor iqtisodiyoti sharoitida adolat
prinsiplarini amalga oshirishda xususiy mulk va
davlat manfaatlarining nisbatiga ko‘p narsabog‘liq.
Ushbu nisbatga qarab turli adolat prinsiplari tatbiq
etilishi nisbati ham vujudga keladi. Ma’lumki,
xususiy mulk iqtisodiy taraqqiyotga olib keladigan
kuchli rag‘batlar tizimini yaratadi. Buning
isboti sifatida odatda to‘rtta asos ko‘rsatiladi.
Birinchidan, xususiy mulk mol-mulkdan oqilona
foydalanishni rag‘batlantiradi. Agar xususiy egalar
o‘z mulkini lozim darajada saqlay olmasalar yoki
unga nisbatan yomon munosabatda bo‘lsalar,
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ular uning narxi pasayishi bilan «jazolanadi». Va
aksincha, agar mol-mulkdan samarali foydalanilsa,
mulkning qiymati balandroq bo‘ladi.

Agar mulk davlatga tegishli bo‘lsa yoki unga
birgalikda shaxslarning katta guruhi egalik
qilsa, mulkni tartibli saqlash niyatlari susayadi.
Bu mol-mulkka nisbatan davlat mulki yaratgan
rag‘batlar tizimining ifodasidir. Shuning uchun
ham, xususiylashtirish va davlat korxonalarini
isloh qilish keng ko‘lamli iqtisodiy o‘zgarishlarga
erishish hamda inklyuziv va dinamik xususiy
sektorni rivojlantirish uchun juda muhimdir.

Ikkinchidan, xususiy mulk kishilarni oz
boyligini ko‘paytirishga va undan samarali
foydalanishga undaydi. Xususiy mulk sharoitida
kishilar o‘z malakasini oshirishga, ko‘proq va
samaraliroq ishlashga harakat qiladi, chunki bu
ularga foyda keltiradi. Shu boisdan ham ularda o‘z
boyligini ko‘paytirishga intilish paydo bo‘ladi.

Uchinchidan,  xususiy = mulkdorlar oz
zaxiralaridan boshqalarga foyda keltirgan holda
foydalanishga harakat qiladilar. Qonun ularga
o‘z mulkini «xohlaganlaridek» tasarruf etishga
ruxsat bersa ham, xususiy mulkdorlar oz
mulkini boshqgalar uchun ganday qilib jozibaliroq
ko‘rsatish to‘g‘risida o‘ylaganlaridan foyda
ko‘rmaydilar. Agar ularning xatti-harakatlari
boshqalar tomonidan ma’qullansa, ularning mol-
mulki qiymati ortadi, aks holda pasayadi. Oz
mehnat layoqatini tasarruf etish huquqi o‘z ta’limi
va o‘qishiga investitsiyalash uchun kuchli rag‘bat
bo‘lib, kishilarga boshqgalar tomonidan yuksak
baholanadigan xizmatlar ko‘rsatish imkonini
beradi. Xuddi shuningdek moddiy boyliklarning
egalarida ham ularni boshqalar ma’qullaydigan
yo‘nalishda takomillashtirish rag‘bati mavjud.

To‘rtinchidan, xususiy mulk zaxiralardan
ogilona foydalanishga va ularni kelajak uchun
saqlashga ko‘maklashadi. Zaxiralardan bugunning
o‘zida foydalanish bugungi foydalanuvchilar
ehtiyoji sabab bo‘lgan joriy daromadni hosil
qiladi. Ammo kelgusida kutilayotgan zaxiralarning
narxi oshishi natijasida ehtimoli bo‘lgan yutuq
kelajakdagi foydalanuvchilarning ehtiyojini aks
ettiradi. Xususiy mulkdorlarda bu ikkala ehtiyojni

tenglashtirishga rag‘bat bor. Zaxiralarning
kelajakda kutilayotgan qiymati hozirgi vaqtdagi
giymatidan oshsa, xususiy mulkdorlar, basharti
kelajakdagi foydalanuvchilar uchun zaxiralarni
saglasa va o‘sha vaqtgacha yashashni nazarda
tutmasa ham, yutadi. Bunda bozor mexanizmi
va xususiy mulkni ko‘pincha xudbinlik bilan
bog‘lashadi. Ammo, doim ham bunday emas.
Bozor iqtisodiyoti sharoitida xususiy mulk
o‘zlariga tegishli bo‘lmagannarsaga egalik qilishga
intilayotgan qalloblardan himoyani ta’minlaydi
va zaxiralardan foydalanuvchilarni o‘z xatti-
harakatlari uchun javob berishga majburlaydi.

Mulk huquglari aniq belgilab qo‘yilganida,
ishonchli tarzda himoya qilinganida va oldi-sotdi
predmeti bo‘lib xizmat qilishi mumkinligida tovar
va xizmatlarni ishlab chiqaruvchilar egalariga
qiymatini kompensatsiya qilmasdan turib tanqis
zaxiralardan foydalanolmaydilar. Zaxira egalari
manbalardan muqobil tarzda foydalanishdan voz
kechishi uchun lozim miqdorda to‘lash kerak
bo‘ladi. Aslida xususiy mulkning muayyan
huquglari va bozor iqtisodiyoti majburlashni
raqobat vositasida qo‘llash imkonini bermaydi.
Xususiy mulk  hokimiyat taqsimlanishiga
ko‘maklashadi ~ va  ixtiyoriy = hamkorlikka
asoslangan faoliyat sohasini kengaytiradi. Xususiy
mulkdorlarning o‘zlariga berilgan hokimiyat qat’iy
cheklangan. Xususiy firma rahbarlari o‘zgalarni
o‘zlarida tovar sotib olishga yoki o‘zlarida
ishlashga majburlab qo‘yishi mumkin emas. Ular
kimningdir daromadi yoki mulkiga soliq solishi
mumkin emas. Ular o‘zganing daromadining bir
gismi o‘rniga qimmatliroq hisoblangan narsani
beribgina uni olishi mumkin. Bundan tashqari,
eng boy mulkdorning (yoki eng katta firmaning)
hokimiyati o‘xshash mahsulotlar va xizmatlar
yetkazishga intilayotganlarning raqobati bilan
cheklangan.

Xususiylashtirish va davlat korxonalarini isloh
qilish keng ko‘lamli iqtisodiy o‘zgarishlarga
erishish hamda inklyuziv va dinamik xususiy
sektorni rivojlantirish uchun juda muhimdir. Bozor
iqtisodiyoti sharoitida mulkiy adolat resurslar va
imkoniyatlardan teng foydalanish uchun jamiyat
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a’zolariga teng sharoitlarni yaratishni, mulk
huqugqini himoya qilish va haddan tashqari mulkiy
tengsizlikning oldini olishni o‘z ichiga oladi.
Bu, 0z navbatida, iqtisodiy tenglikka erishishga
xizmat qiladi.

Mamlakatimizda  amalga  oshirilayotgan
islohotlar mulkdorlar va tadbirkorlarning yangi
avlodini tarbiyalashda o‘z millati va mamlakati
manfaatlarini himoya qilish, iqtisodiy zonalarning
infratuzilmasini, jumladan, transport, logistika,
energetika va kommunikatsiya tizimlarini faol
rivojlantirishni yaxshi biladigan, sohaga ko‘plab
innovatsiyalar va kreativ yondashuvlarni olib
kiradigan kishilarni voyaga yetkazish vazifasi
nihoyatda dolzarblashib borayotganidan dalolat
beradi. Ayni paytda, mamlakatimiz ijtimoiy-
iqtisodiy hayotida mulkdorlar va tadbirkorlar
ta’sirini yanada kuchaytirish, sohaga xorijiy
investitsiyalarni jalb qilishga qaratilgan faoliyatni
kuchaytirish, fugarolarining farovonligini qo‘llab-
quvvatlash uchun kelajakka olg‘a qadam tashlash,
ushbu soha sub’ektlari faoliyatini rag‘batlantirishni
yangi bosqichga ko‘tarish bilan bog‘liq nihoyatda
muhim ahamiyatga molik vazifalar ham paydo
bo‘lmoqda.

Korxonalar korporativ boshqaruvida adolat
qoidalari va uning mulkchilik munosabatlari
tizimidagi o‘rniga ham alohida e’tibor qaratish
lozim, deb hisoblaymiz. Chunki, korxonalarning
korporativ boshqaruvida adolat prinsipiga rioya
qilish  mulkchilik munosabatlari  tizimining
samaradorligini oshirishda muhim ahamiyatga ega.
Adolatli boshqaruv tizimi aksiyadorlar, xodimlar
va boshqa manfaatdor tomonlarning huquq va
manfaatlarini himoya qilishga qaratilgan.

Korporativ boshqaruvda adolatlilik tadbirkorlik
faoliyatining barcha ishtirokchilari, shu jumladan
aksiyadorlar, xodimlar va sheriklar manfaatlarini
himoya qilishni 0°z ichiga oladi. O‘zbekistonda bu
soha quyidagilar bilan tartibga solinadi:

- “Aksiyadorlik jamiyatlari va aksiyadorlarning
huquqlarini himoya qilish to‘g‘risida”gi Qonuni
aksiyadorlarning huquq va  majburiyatlari,
boshqaruv mexanizmi va mas’uliyatini belgilab
beradi;

- 2016 yilda gabul qilingan “Korporativ
boshgaruv kodeksi”’da korxonalarda adolatli
boshqaruvni ta’minlash, manfaatdor tomonlarning
huquqlarini himoya qilish va shaffoflikni oshirishga
qaratilgan qoidalar belgilangan. O‘zbekistonda
aholining  turli ~ qatlamlari ~ manfaatlarini
muvozanatlashtirishga  qaratilgan ~ normativ-
huquqiy baza yaratilgan. Biroq, to‘liq ijtimoiy
adolatga erishish uchun soliq siyosati, ijtimoiy
himoya va korporativ boshqaruv mexanizmlarini
yanada rivojlantirish zarur.

Bozor iqtisodiyoti jamiyatda boylikning
tabaqalanishini muqarrar ravishda Kkeltirib
chigaradi, chunki daromad va kapital notekis
tagsimlanadi. Biroq, boylikning haddan
tashqari tengsizligi ijtimoiy keskinlikka va
iqtisodiy o‘sishning sekinlashishiga olib kelishi
mumkin. O‘zbekistonda boyliklar tengsizligini
kamaytirish bo‘yicha quyidagi chora-tadbirlar
amalga oshirilmoqda, jumladan:

- aholining ijtimoiy himoyaga muhtoj
qatlamlarini qo‘llab-quvvatlash bo‘yicha davlat
dasturlari (“Obod qishlog” va “Obod mahalla”
dasturlari);

- progressiv soliqqa tortish: yuqori daromadlar
va boyliklarga yuqori soliglar qo‘yish orqali
daromadlarni qayta tagsimlashga qaratilgan soliq
siyosati;

- ijtimoiy himoya tizimini rivojlantirish, arzon
uy-joy qurish dasturi va boshqgalar. Shu asosda
davlat boylar va kambag‘allar o‘rtasidagi tafovutni
qisqartirib, yanada adolatli jamiyat yaratishga
intiladi.

Oila darajasida ham mulkiy masalalarda adolat
qoidalari va mezonlari mavjud. Masalan, aslida
nikoh shartnomasi mulkiy adolatni ta’minlovchi
zamonaviy huquqiy vosita hisoblanadi. Xorijiy
tajribaga  qaraganda, aksariyat rivojlangan
mamlakatlarda  nikoh  shartnomasi  keng
qo‘llaniladi hamda odatiy tusga kirgan va mol-
mulk taqsimotini tartibga keltiruvchi, tomonlar
manfaatlarini himoya qiluvchi institut hisoblanadi.
Masalan, AQSh va Yevropa davlatlarida
“prenuptial agreement” deb ataluvchi hujjat
ko‘pchilik tomonidan odatiy huquqiy vosita
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ham “Brachniy dogovor” instituti rivojlangan
bo‘lib, u er-xotinning mulkiy munosabatlarini
aniq belgilaydi. Bu davlatlarda nikoh shartnomasi
nafaqat ajralish paytida, balki nikoh davomida
ham moliyaviy intizomni ta’minlaydi. Shartnoma
taraflarning qaysi mulkka egalik qilishi va undan
qanday foydalanishini oldindan belgilab berilishi
kelajakda yuzaga kelishi mumkin bo‘lgan nizolarni
bartaraf etadi.

Xulosa va takliflar

Olib borilgan tahlillar shuni ko‘rsatadiki,
mulkchilik munosabatlari  tizimida ijtimoiy-
iqtisodiy adolat qoidalarini ta’minlash nafaqat
iqtisodiy o‘sish, balki ijtimoiy barqarorlik va
jamiyatda qonuniylikni saqlash uchun ham
muhimdir. Yuqoridagi fikr va mulohazalarimiz
quyidagicha xulosaga kelishga, shuningdek, taklif
va tavsiyalarni shakllantirishga asos bo‘ldi.

1. Mulkchilik munosabatlari tizimida ijtimoiy-
iqtisodiy adolat qoidalari va mezonlari mulk,
resurslar va ishlab chiqarish vositalarining
tagsimoti, shuningdek, iqtisodiy faoliyatda ishtirok
etuvchi a’zolarning huquqglari va manfaatlarini
ta’minlashga garatilgan. Mulkchilik munosabatlari
jamiyatdagi iqtisodiy tartibni belgilaydi, ishlab
chiqarishning tashkiliy shakllarini, resurslarning
tagsimotini va foydani kimga qanday tagsimlashni
aniqlaydi. [jtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolatning
mulkchilik munosabatlari kontekstidagi qoidalari
va mezonlari jamiyatda tenglik, fuqarolarning
huqugqlari va imkoniyatlarini ta’minlash, iqtisodiy
imkoniyatlardan barcha foydalanishini nazarda
tutadi. Bu qoidalar, turli mulkchilik shakllari va
mexanizmlari orqali ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolatga
erishishni magsad qiladi.

2. Mulkchilik munosabatlari tizimida
ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolatning quyidagi
goidalarini alohida ko‘rsatish mumkin:

- Mulkni adolatli tagsimlash qoidasi. Mulkning
adolatli tagsimoti islohotlar va qonunlar orqali
ta’minlanishi kerak. Mulkka bo‘lgan huquqlar
bir xil bo‘lib, to‘g‘ri va teng tagsimlanishi kerak.
Har bir shaxsning o‘z mulkiga bo‘lgan huquqi
va erkinligi himoya qilinadi, ammo umumiy

lozim. Mulkning tagsimlanishi shaxsiy, ijtimoiy
va davlat mulki sifatida bo‘lishi mumkin. Har
qanday holatda ham jamiyatdagi ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy
adolatni ta’minlash uchun bu shakllar o‘rtasidagi
muvozanat muhimdir.

- Mulkka bo‘lgan huquqlarning teng tagsimoti
qoidasi. Mulkchilik munosabatlarida har bir
fugaroning mulkka bo‘lgan huquqglari teng
bo‘lishi kerak. Bu, o°z navbatida, fuqarolarning
o‘z mulklaridan foydalanish, boshqarish va ular
bilan bog‘liq qarorlar gabul qilishda erkinlikni
ta’minlaydi. Teng imkoniyatlar va huquqlar
yo‘qligi jamiyatda ijtimoiy adolatsizlikka olib
kelishi mumkin. Shuning uchun mulkka bo‘lgan
huquglar va imkoniyatlar barcha fuqarolar uchun
teng bo‘lishi kerak.

- Mulkni taraqqiy ettirish uchun resurslarni
samarali tagsimlash qoidasi. Mulkchilikning har
bir shakli jamiyatning iqtisodiy rivojlanishini
ta’minlash uchun resurslarni samarali tagsimlashga
xizmat qilishi kerak. Buning uchun davlat va
xususiy sektor o‘rtasida yoki kichik va katta mulk
egalari o‘rtasida samarali hamkorlik o‘rnatish
zarur. Mulkchilik shakllarining samarali ishlashi,
resurslarni ishlab chiqarishda va tagsimlashda
adolatni ta’minlaydi. Bu ham ishlab chiqarishning
samaradorligini, ham teng imkoniyatlarni
ta’minlashga yordam beradi.

- Shaxsiy va umumiy manfaatlar o‘rtasidagi
muvozanat qoidasi. Mulkchilik munosabatlarida
shaxsiy manfaatlar bilan umumiy manfaatlar
o‘rtasidagi muvozanatni saqlash juda muhim.
Mulkning xususiylashtirish yoki davlatlashtirish
jarayonida, umumiy manfaatlarga, jamiyatning
barqarorligiga va ijtimoiy ravshanlikka alohida
e’tibor qaratish kerak. Masalan, jamiyatda xususiy
mulk egalari o‘rtasidagi tengsizliklarni kamaytirish
va kambag‘allarning ijtimoiy holatini yaxshilash
uchun, davlatning ayrim mulklarni nazorat qilish
va tagsimlash siyosati muhim bo‘lishi mumkin.

- Mulk egalariga tegishli huquq va manfaatlarni
himoya qilish qoidasi. Mulkchilik munosabatlarida
mulk egalariga tegishli huquqlarni himoya qilish
muhimdir. Bu, mulkka ega bo‘lish va undan
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foydalanishning himoyalanishini  ta’minlaydi.
Har bir shaxs o‘z mulkiga bo‘lgan huquqni
himoya qilish va uni 0‘z xohishiga ko‘ra ishlatish
imkoniyatiga ega bo‘lishi kerak. Shunday bo‘lsa-
da, davlatning mulk egalariga tegishli huquqlarni
himoya qilishda umumiy jamiyat manfaatlarini
hisobga olishi, shuningdek, ekologik, ijtimoiy
va iqtisodiy xavflarni kamaytirishga ham e’tibor
berishi lozim.

3. Mulkchilik munosabatlari tizimida
ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolatning quyidagi
mezonlarini alohida ko‘rsatish mumkin:

- Tenglik mezoni. Tenglik mezoni mulk
va resurslarning tagsimoti jarayonida har bir
a’zoga teng huquq va imkoniyatlar berishga
asoslanadi. Mulkchilik munosabatlarida tenglik
prinsipi mulkning barcha sohalarida (hususiy,
davlat, ommaviy) ta’minlanishi kerak. Masalan,
tadbirkorlar uchun resurslardan teng foydalanish
imkoniyati, ishchi va xizmatkorlar uchun teng ish
haqi va imkoniyatlar ta’minlanishi kerak.

- Faqatgina oqilona va mantiqiy tagsimot
mezoni. Mulkning tagsimotida oqilona va
mantiqiy yondashuvlar talab qilinadi. Bu, resurslar
va mulkning qanday tagsimlanishini belgilashda
ijtimoiy va iqtisodiy manfaatlarni nazarda tutishni
o‘z ichiga oladi. Masalan, agar biror bir mulk yoki
resurs jamiyatning o‘zi uchun samarali bo‘lsa, unda
uning tagsimlanishida faqat shaxsiy manfaatlar
emas, balki jamiyatning umumiy manfaatlari ham
hisobga olinishi kerak.

- Ta’minotning barqarorligi mezoni. Barqaror
tagsimot mezoni mulk va resurslarning qonunga
muvofiq va barqaror tagsimlanishini nazarda
tutadi. Davlat va jamiyat resurslarning o‘sishi,
jamiyatning iqtisodiy imkoniyatlaridan teng
foydalanishga harakat qilishlari kerak. Barqaror
tagsimot ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolatning muhim
mezoni hisoblanadi, chunki uning yordamida
jamiyatning har bir a’zosi oz mulki va resurs-
laridan samarali va barqaror foydalanishi mumkin.

- Davlatning iqtisodiy rolini belgilash.
Davlatning o‘rni mulkchilik munosabatlarida
muhim mezonlardan biridir. Davlat resurslar va
mulkni taqsimlashda yordam berishi, ijtimoiy

tenglikni ta’minlash uchun regulyator vazifasini
bajarishi  kerak.  Davlatning rivojlanishga
yo‘naltirilgan siyosati, umumiy manfaatlar uchun
jamiyatning faoliyat ko‘rsatishini ta’minlashda
muhimdir.

- [jtimoiy yordam va muhofaza mexanizmlari.
[jtimoiy yordam va muhofaza mezoni
jamiyatning ijtimoiy holatini yomonlashtirishga
yo‘naltirilgan. Bu mezon mulkning tagsimotidan
kelib chiqib, yoshlarga, kambag‘allarga va
ijjtimoiy xavfdagi a’zolarga yordam ko‘rsatish
mexanizmlarini ishlab chiqishga asoslangan.

Yugqoridagi fikrlardan xulosa shuki, mulkchilik
munosabatlari tizimida ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy adolat

qoidalari va mezonlari jamiyatda tenglik,
fuqarolarning  huquglari va  manfaatlarini
ta’minlashga qaratilgan. Bu qoidalar orqali
resurslar va mulkning adolatli tagsimotini

ta’minlash, barqaror rivojlanish va kambag‘allikni
kamaytirish magsad qilinadi. Mulkchilik shakllari
o‘rtasidagi muvozanat, davlatning nazorati va
ijjtimoiy yordam tizimlari, jamiyatning barqaror
rivojlanishini  va  ijtimoiy-igtisodiy  adolatni
ta’minlash uchun muhimdir.

4. Iqtisodiyot va butun jamiyatning barqaror
rivojlanishida mulkiy munosabatlardagi
adolatlilik asosiy o‘rin tutadi. Bozor iqtisodiyoti
sharoitida mulkiy adolat muammosi mulk
huquqini himoya qilish, resurslarni qayta
tagsimlash va ijtimoiy kafolatlarni ta’minlashni
o‘zida mujassam etgan kompleks yondashuvni
taqozo etadi. Mulk huquqlarini mustahkamlash
va qonuniy kafolatlarni ta’minlash orqali
aholining mulkka bo‘lgan ishonchini oshirish
mumbkin.

5. Turli mulk shakllarini kapitallashtirish
orqali mamlakatimizda aholi turmush darajasi
va farovonligini yanada yaxshilash uchun: aholi
turmush darajasini baholashda jon boshiga
to‘g‘ri keladigan daromad, xarajatlarning tarkibiy
o‘zgarishi, asosily oziq-ovqat mahsulotlari
iste’moli va uzoq muddat foydalaniladigan
tovarlar bilan ta’minlanganligi bilan bir qatorda
yashash sharoiti va standartlari, aholining obod
va zamonaviy uy-joylar bilan ta’minlangani, aholi
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istigomat qiladigan muhitni rivojlantirish hamda
obodonlashtirish talab etiladi. Ushbu chora-
tadbirlarning amalga oshirilishi, o‘z navbatida,
mamlakatimizdagi mulk shakllari xilma-xilligi
darajasini kengaytirish orqali uning iqtisodiy
realizatsiyasi samaradorligini oshirishga, aholi
ijjtimoiy holatini yaxshilash va farovonligini
yanada yuksaltirishga imkon yaratadi.

Barqaror rivojlanish magsadlariga erishishga
yo‘naltirilgan siyosat davlatning kelajak avlodlar
oldidagi mas’uliyatini amalda bajarayotganining
eng muhim mezoni hisoblanadi. U iqtisodiy
o‘sish, ijtimoiy adolat va ekologik xavfsizlikni
yagona rivojlanish yo‘nalishiga birlashtirib, davlat
siyosatiga bo‘lgan ishonchni kuchaytiradi.

Shu bois qimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlar (bukmekerlik) bozorini tartibga solish,
shunchaki fiskal masala emas, balki BRM doirasida
hal etilishi shart bo‘lgan ustuvor vazifa hisoblanadi.
Jahon sog‘ligni saqlash tashkilotining gimor va
boshqa tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlarning
salbiy ta’sirini alohida ruhiy salomatlik buzilishi
sifatida e’tirof etishi bukmekerlik faoliyatini
bevosita BRM 3 — “Sog‘lom hayot va farovonlik”
maqsadi doirasiga kiritadi, past daromadli
aholining mazkur faoliyatdan ko‘proq zarar
ko‘rayotgani esa uning BRM 10 — “Tengsizlikni
kamaytirish” magqsadi bilan uzviy bog‘ligligini
ko‘rsatadi.

Tadqiqotda sifat tahliliga asoslangan kompleks
metodologiya qo‘llanilib, xalqaro tajriba va milliy
normativ-huquqiy baza tizimli o‘rganildi. Xalqaro

I. Barqaror rivojlanish magqsadlari va
bukmekerlik faoliyati o‘rtasidagi bog‘liglik

Barqaror rivojlanish magsadlari (BRM) - BMT
tomonidan 2015-yilda qabul gilingan 17 ta global
magsad bo‘lib, davlatlarning siyosiy qarorlarini
iqtisodiy o‘sish bilan bir qatorda sog‘ligni saqlash,
ijjtimoiy tenglik, ekologik barqarorlik va adolatli
institutlar bilan uyg‘unlashtirishni talab qiladi.
BRMga rioya qilishning muhimligi shundaki, ular
uzoq muddatli barqaror siyosat yuritishni, ijtimoiy
himoya va iqtisodiy farovonlikni parallel ravishda
rivojlantirishni ta’minlaydi.

BMTning “The Sustainable Development
Goals Report 2023 [1] hisobotida hukumat
boshgaruvidagi BRMga  nisbatan  siyosiy
nomuvofiqlik bargaror rivojlanish bo‘yicha uzoq
muddatli majburiyatlarning izdan chiqishiga,
ijjtimoiy ehtiyojlarning ortishiga va tizimning
inqirozlarga nisbatan chidamliligining pasayishiga
sabab bo‘lishi mumkinligi ta’kidlangan. Ya’ni
davlat siyosati BRMga mos kelmaganda boshqaruv
samaradorligi va ijtimoiy-iqtisodiy barqarorlikka
nisbatan bosim kuchayadi.

Jahon sog‘ligni saqlash tashkilotining ICD-
11 (“International Classification of Diseases,
11th Revision”) tasnifiga ko‘ra, qimor va
tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlar bilan bog‘liq
buzilishlar “6C50 — Gambling disorder” [2] nomi
bilan rasmiy ruhiy salomatlik buzilishi sifatida
e’tirof etilgan. Bu esa bukmekerlik faoliyati
BRM-3 (“Sog‘lom hayot va farovonlik™) bilan
bevosita bog‘liq ekanini ko‘rsatadi. Haddan
tashqari pul tikish, ruhiy bosim va moliyaviy stress
aholi sog‘ligini yomonlashtiradi. Shuning uchun
davlat siyosatining BRMga mosligi — sog‘lom
turmush tarzini himoya qilish uchun mas’uliyatli
o‘yin standartlarini, cheklovlar va monitoring
mexanizmlarini joriy etishni talab giladi.

Bundan tashqari, past daromadli aholi orasida
qimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlarga
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nisbatan ko‘ngilochar odat sifatida emas, balki
tezkor boyib ketishi vositasi sifatida qarash
shakllangan. Moliyaviy savodxonlikning pastligi,
ragamli texnologiyalardan foydalanish bo‘yicha
ko‘nikmalarning yetarli emasligi va eng muhimi
o‘zini o°‘zi cheklay olmaslik mazkur qatlamning
asosiy zaif tomonlari hisoblanadi. Bu omillar
ularning moliyaviy yo‘qotishlarini ko‘paytirgan
holda, mavjud iqtisodiy tafovutlarni yanada
chuqurlashtiradi. Natijada BRM—10 (“Tengsizlikni
kamaytirish’) bo‘yicha salbiy ta’sir yuzaga keladi.
Shu sababli bukmekerlik faoliyatini tartibga solish
siyosatida aynan past daromadli va zaif guruhlarni
himoya qiluvchi maxsus chora-tadbirlarni nazarda
tutish zarur.

II. Bukmekerlik faoliyatining aholi
salomatligiga ta’siri bo‘yicha adabiyotlar
sharhi

Qimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlar
so‘nggi o‘n yilliklarda ko‘plab davlatlarda jamoat
salomatligi nuqtayi nazaridan alohida xavf omili
sifatida ko‘rib chigilmoqda, chunki u nafaqat
individual ruhiy salomatlikka, balki oilaviy
munosabatlar, moliyaviy barqarorlik va ijtimoiy
farovonlikka ham kompleks ta’sir ko‘rsatadi.

Zamonaviy ilmiy adabiyotlarda, xususan
N. Raybould va M. Larkin o‘z ilmiy ishlarida
1994-2020-yillar oralig‘ida gimor va
tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlarning zarariga
bag‘ishlangan 59 ta tadqiqot ishining natijalarini
umumlashtirgan holda [3], ushbu faoliyatning
inson salomatligiga ta’sirini batafsil tahlil gilgan.
Mazkur faoliyat oqibatlari depressiya, kuchli
tashvishlanish, 0°zjoniga qasd qilish xavfi, ortiqcha
qarzdorlik va sog‘liq uchun zarur xarajatlarning
qisqarishi bilan chambarchas bog‘liq ekani,
ularning salbiy ta’siri ayniqsa ijtimoiy jihatdan
zaif qatlamlarda kuchliroq namoyon bo‘lishini
ko‘rsatib bergan.

Bundan tashqari, Raybould va
hammualliflarining umumlashtirilgan tadqiqotlari
gqimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlar
ogibatlari jamiyat bo‘ylab teng taqsimlanmasligini
ham ko‘rsatadi. Zararlar asosan kam daromadli,
ta’im darajasi past, ish o‘rni beqaror bo‘lgan

yoki ishsiz shaxslar va boshqa ijtimoiy jihatdan
zaif guruhlar orasida to‘planadi. Natijada
gimor va bukmekerlik faoliyati nafaqat alohida
shaxs salomatligini, balki jamiyatdagi mavjud
tengsizliklarni ham kuchaytiradi.

Boshga adabiyotlarda qimor va
bukmekerlikning salbiy ta’siri faqat shaxslarning
ruhiyati bilan cheklanmasdan, uning yaqinlari
va kengroq jamoaga ham tarqalishi ta’kidlanadi.
JSST qimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlar  zarari  oilaviy = munosabatlarning
buzilishi, ajrimlar, oilaviy zo‘ravonlik, bolalarga
nisbatan beparvolik, jinoyatchilik va korrupsiya
xavfini oshirishini qayd etgan [4]. B. Goodwin
tadqiqotida esa bir gimor o‘yinchisi o‘rtacha
olti nafar boshqa shaxslar — turmush o‘rtog‘i,
farzandlari, qarindoshlari yoki hamkasblari —
hayotiga turli shakllarda salbiy ta’sir ko‘rsatishi
aniqlangan [5].

Konseptual tadqiqotlarda esa qimor va
bukmekerlik faoliyati tobora ko‘proq jamoat
salomatligi masalasi sifatida talqin qilinadi.
T. Latvala qimor oqibatlari faqat individual
xatti-harakat emas, balki ijtimoiy, iqtisodiy
va muhit omillari bilan bog‘liq tizimli
muammo sifatida tasvirlangan. Unda mualliflar
hukumat va jamiyat fagat “mas’uliyatsiz
o‘yinchilar’ni ayblash o‘rniga tavakkalchilikka
asoslangan o‘yinlarni reklama qilishni, onlayn
imkoniyatlarni cheklashni va sportga homiylik
qilish kabi omillarni tartibga solishga e’tibor
qaratish zarurligini ta’kidlashgan [6].

Yuqorida keltirilgan ilmiy ishlarda qimor
va bukmekerlik faoliyatining salomatlik va
jjtimoly tengsizliklarga jiddiy salbiy ta’siri
asoslab berilgach, adabiyotlarda bu xavflarni
kamaytirishning amaliy mexanizmlari ham alohida
yo‘nalish sifatida shakllangan. Shu nuqtada
ko‘plab tadqiqotchilar mazkur faoliyatni soliglar
yordamida tartibga solishni jamoat salomatligi
magqsadlariga xizmat qiluvchi muhim instrument
sifatida ko‘rsatadi.

Adabiyotlarda mazkur faoliyatni soliglar
yordamida tartibga solish masalasi ko‘pincha
“salomatlik soliglari” yoki tuzatuvchi soliglar
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doirasida ko‘riladi. M.Schalkwyk[7], P.Newall
va M.Rockloff[8] mazkur yo‘nalish bo‘yicha
jamoat salomatligi yondashuvida soliglarni zararli
faoliyatni cheklash va zararlarni kamaytirishdagi
asosiy vositalardan biri sifatida tilga olgan, biroq
hukumatning qimor daromadlariga qaramligi
siyosiy ziddiyatlarni kuchaytirishi qayd etilgan va
soliq tizimi zaif guruhlar uchun regressiv ta’sirni,
tashkilotchilarning esa soliq to‘lovlaridan bo‘yin
tovlash xavflarini inobatga olgan holda tuzilishi
kerak degan xulosalarni berishgan.

V.Marionneau [9] Yevropa onlayn qimor
bozorlari bo‘yicha o‘tkazilgan tahlilida past
soliq stavkalari noqonuniy operatorlar bilan
raqobat qilish magsadida joriy qilinishi, lekin
bu sog‘ligni saqlash magsadlaridan ko‘ra
fiskal manfaatlarga xizmat qilishini ko‘rsatadi.
D.Ukhova[10] global me’yoriy tendensiyalar
sharhida ko‘plab davlatlarda qimor soliglari
birinchi navbatda budjet daromad manbai
sifatida shakllanib, zararlarni kamaytirishga
yo‘naltirilgan salomatlikni saqlash siyosati bilan
tizimli bog‘lanmaganini qayd etgan.

III. Qimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlarning global ko‘lami va uning zarari

Dunyo miqyosida mazkur “tarmoq’ning
yillik xarajatlari (o‘yinchilar yutqazgan pullari)
2017-yildagi 545,0 mird. AQSh dollaridan,
2024-yilga kelib 593,0 mlrd. AQSh dollarigacha
o‘sdi[11]. Prognozlarga ko‘ra ushbu ragamlar
2028-yilda 700,0 mlrd. AQSh dollariga yetish
ehtimoli yuqori. Buning asosiy omillaridan biri
sifatida esa past va o‘rta daromadli davlatlarda
internet tarmog‘iga ulanish imkoniyatining
kengayishi natijasida onlayn qimor ishtirokchilari
soni ortishi keltirilgan.

Tahlillar shuni ko‘rsatmoqdaki, noqonuniy
qimor va tavakkalchilikka oid o‘yinlarning hajmi
qonun doirasida faoliyat yuritadigan qismidan
ko‘progni tashkil etadi. BMT Narkotik va jino-
yatchilik bo‘yicha boshgarmasining (UNODC)
2023-yilgi  hisobotiga ko‘ra  birgina sport
o‘yinlariga pul tikish orqali har yili 140,0 mlrd.
AQSh dollarigacha “pul yuviladi”, noqonuniy
stavka bozorlarida tikilgan mablag‘lar esa 340

mlrd. AQSh dollaridan 1,7 trln AQSh dollarigacha
baholangan[12].

Ma’lumot wuchun: Dunyo bo‘ylab 448,7
min katta yoshlilar qimor o ‘yinlariga moyil
bo‘lsa[13], Jahon sog ‘ligni saqlash tashkilotining
(JSST) ma’lumotlariga ko ‘ra dunyodagi katta
yoshli aholining 1,2 foizi (taxminan 80 min) gimor
o ‘vinlariga garamlikdan yoki gimor o ‘ynash bilan
bog ‘lig muammolardan aziyat chekadi.

Ushbu zararli odat ustiga qurilgan “tarmoq’ni
nazorat qilish va uning ta’sirini kamaytirish
magqgsadida har bir mamlakat o‘z qonunchiligi
doirasida turli mexanizmlarni ishlab chigqan.
Ayrim davlatlarda qimor o‘yinlari tagiqlangan yoki
gisman cheklangan bo‘lsa (aksariyat musulmon
davlatlari, Yaponiya, Hindiston, Xitoy), aksariyat
mamlakatlarda qonun doirasida bu turdagi faoliyat
bilan shug‘ullanishga ruxsat etilgan.

Qimor o‘yinlariga xarajatlar odatda daromad
bilan birga o‘sadi, ammo daromadi pastroq
bo‘lgan odamlar qimor o‘yinlariga umumiy
budjetining nisbatan katta qismini sarflaydi
[14]. Buning natijasida normal iste’mol
xarajatlarining tarkibi o‘zgarib boshqa sohalarda
faoliyat yurituvchi korxonalar daromadlari ham
cheklanishi mumkin.

Ma’lumot uchun: Finlandiyada 20 ming
ishtirokchi orasida o‘tkazilgan tadqiqotga ko‘ra
muammoli va xavfli qimor xatti-harakatlari
ishsiz yoki ijtimoiy nafaga oladigan odamlar
orasida ko‘proq uchraydi [15]. Norvegiyada 11
yil davomida 67 mingdan ortiq odamlar orasida
o‘tkazilgan o‘rganishlar ham past daromadli
insonlar orasida qimorga qaramlik kasalligiga
chalinish xavfi yuqori ekanligi aniqlangan [16].

Ko‘pgina mamlakatlarda qimor o‘yinlarining
tijoratlashuvi uning jamiyat tomonidan odatiy
hol sifatida gabul qilinishiga ham hissa qo‘shgan
holda, gimor o‘yinlari keltirib chiqaradigan salbiy
ogibatlarning ko‘payishiga sabab bo‘ladi. Shved
olimlarining tadqiqotlariga ko‘ra, o‘yinlarga
qaram bo‘lgan odamlarda oz joniga qasd qilish
ehtimoli oddiy aholiga qaraganda 15 baravar
yuqori ekanligi tasdiglangan [17]. Avstraliyaning
Viktoriya shtatida o‘z joniga qasd qilish
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holatlarining kamida 4,2 foizi qimor o‘yinlari
bilan bog‘liq ekanligi aniqlangan [18].

IV. Qimor va tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlarni soligqa tortish bo‘yicha xalqaro soliq
instrumentlari tahlili

Jismoniy shaxslarning qimor va
tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlardan ko‘rgan
daromadlarini soliqqa tortish bo‘yicha xalqaro
amaliyotda ikki asosiy yondashuv mavjud.
Birinchi yondashuvga ko‘ra, mazkur faoliyat
ko‘ngilochar odat sifatida baholanadi. Shu
sababli yutuqglardan jismoniy shaxsning daromadi
sifatida soliq undirilmaydi, asosiy soliq yuki
esa tashkilotchilar zimmasiga tushadi (Buyuk
Britaniya, Germaniya).

Ikkinchi yondashuv Fransiya, Turkiya va
Janubiy Koreya amaliyotida kuzatiladi. Bu
mamlakatlarda mazkur faoliyatga ijtimoiy
xavfli soha sifatida qaraladi va bir vaqtning
o‘zida ham jismoniy shaxslarning daromadidan,
ham tashkilotchilar faoliyatidan katta soliglar
undiriladi. Mazkur yondashuv davlat budjetiga
qo‘shimcha tushumlarni ta’minlash bilan birga
aholini zararli odatlardan cheklashga harakat
qiladi va uning salbiy oqibatlarini kamaytirishni
magsad qiladi (1-jadval).

Qimor vatavakkalchilikkaasoslangan o“yinlarni
soliqga tortish tizimlari mamlakatlarning fiskal
siyosati va tartibga solish darajasiga garab turli
instrumentlar orqali amalga oshiriladi. Bulardan

eng asosiylari — yalpi o‘yin daromadi (GGR),
o‘yinlarga tikilgan jami aylanma yoki o‘yin uchun
tikilayotgan har bir pul mablag‘i (stake), jismoniy
shaxslarning yutuqlari, korporativ soliq, litsenziya
to‘lovlari va regulyator badallari hisoblanadi.

Ma’lumotuchun: GGR (Gross Gaming Revenue)
— bu gimor va tavakkalchilik o ‘yinlaridan olingan
valpi o ‘yin daromadi bo ‘lib, u o ‘yinchilar tomonidan
tikilgan umumiy mablag‘dan ularga to‘langan
yutuglar ayirilgan holda hisoblanadi. Ko ‘plab
davlatlar GGR ko ‘rsatkichidan gimor biznesi uchun
maxsus soliq bazasi sifatida foydalanadi.

Deyarli barcha davlatlarda qimor va
tavakkalchilikka asoslangan faoliyat 2 bosqichda
alohida tartibda soliqqa tortiladi: aksiz tabiatiga
ega bo‘lgan maxsus soliq va korporativ soliq.
Faqat Polshada soliq bazasi sifatida jami tikilgan
pul aylanmasi e’tirof etilishi sababli mazkur
faoliyatdan bir marta soliq undiriladi.

Aksariyat Yevropa mamlakatlarida qimor
faoliyatidan olinadigan maxsus soliq GGR bazasiga
asoslanadi, bu operatorning haqiqiy foydasini
hisobga olib barqaror tushumni ta’minlaydi.
Germaniyada aralash model qo‘llanilib, kazino
faoliyati GGR asosida, onlayn o‘yinlarda esa har
bir tikilgan pul (stake) soliqga tortilsa, Rossiya
va Qozog‘istonda qat’iy belgilangan stavka amal
qiladi. Har bir o‘yin stoli, avtomat yoki pul tikish
punkti uchun oldindan belgilangan miqdorda
oylik to‘lov undiriladi.

Xalgaro  amaliyotga ko‘ra, qimor va
tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlarni soliqqa
tortish tizimi faqat fiskal tushumlarni ta’minlash
vositasi emas, balki ijtimoiy xavflarni kamaytirish
mexanizmi ham hisoblanadi. Ayrim mamlakatlar
bu sohani iqtisodiy faoliyat sifatida tartibga solib,
barqaror budjet manbaini shakllantirgan bo‘lsa,
boshqalari uni ijtimoiy jihatdan xavfli hodisa deb
baholab, yuqori soliq stavkalari va cheklovchi
choralar orqali salbiy oqibatlarini yumshatishga
intilmoqda.

V. O‘zbekistonda tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlarni soliqqa tortishning amaldagi tizimi

O‘tgan yilgacha O‘zbekistonda internet
tarmog‘ida tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlarni
tashkil etish va bukmekerlik faoliyati taqiqlangan
bo‘lib, O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Prezidentining
2024-yil 19-apreldagi “Lotereyalar va
tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlarni tashkil etish
va o‘tkazishni tartibga solishni takomillashtirish
chora-tadbirlari to‘grisida”gi PF-68-son
farmoniga asosan 2025-yil 1-yanvardan boshlab,
ushbu faoliyatni qonuniy amalga oshirishga ruxsat
berildi.

Bukmekerlik faoliyatini tartibga solish hamda

litsenziyalash bo‘yicha vakolatli organ — Istigbolli
loyihalar milliy agentligining (ILMA) tushuntirish
berishicha, farmonda nazarda tutilgan choralar,
birinchi navbatda, fuqarolarning huquq va
manfaatlarini himoya qilish, shuningdek, gimor
o‘yinlariga qaramlikning oldini olish va unga
qarshi kurashish, shuningdek, mablag‘larning
mamlakatdan chiqib ketishining oldini olishga
qaratilgan.

Amaldagi tartibga ko‘ra, lotereya, internet
o‘yinlari va bukmekerlik faoliyatini amalga
oshirayotgan yuridik shaxslar 5 yil mobaynida o‘z
faoliyatidan olingan jami daromaddan to‘langan
yutuglar va qaytarilgan stavkalar chegirilgan holda
4 foizlik aylanmadan olinadigan soliq to‘lovchilari
sifatida belgilandi.

Shu bilan birga, litsenziyalangan tashkilotlar
orqali o‘tkazilgan o‘yinlarda qatnashgan
jismoniy shaxslarning yutuqlari daromad
solig‘idan ozod etildi. Bunday yondashuv fiskal
siyosatda ikki tomonlama maqsadni ko‘zlaydi:
bir tomondan, davlat budjetiga barqaror tushum
manbaini yaratadi, ikkinchi tomondan esa,
qonuniy faoliyatni rag‘batlantirib, sohada yashirin
igtisodiyot ulushini kamaytiradi.

(GGR) 4 foizlik soliq to‘lasa, jismoniy shaxslarning
yutuqglari esa daromad solig‘idan ozod etilgan.
Mazkur tartib qonuniy faoliyatni rag‘batlantirib,
sohada yashirin iqtisodiyot ulushini kamaytirish
maqgsadida  qilingan  bo‘lsa-da, = Barqaror
rivojlanish magsadlarining 3-va 10-maqsadlariga
zid hisoblanadi.

O‘zbekistonda tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlarni soliqqa tortishning amaldagi mexanizmi
mohiyatan mazkur faoliyatni zararli emas,
balki ko‘ngilochar odat sifatida talqin qiluvchi
yondashuvga yaqin hisoblanadi. Shu bois soliqqa
tortish tizimini takomillashtirishda asosiy
e’tibor faqat fiskal tushumlarni ko‘paytirishga
emas, balki soliqglarning tartibga soluvchi,
ijtimoiy xavflarni cheklovchivazararliodatlarni
tiyib turuvchi funksiyalarini kuchaytirish
magqsadida quyidagilar taklif etiladi:

* Amaldagi GGRdan undiriladigan 4 foizlik
to‘lovni Soliq kodeksida aksiz solig‘i sifatida
belgilash. Tavakkalchilikka asoslangan o‘yinlar
ijtimoiy jihatdan zararli faoliyat turlariga kirgani
sababli, mavjud GGRdan olinadigan to‘lovni
aylanmadan olinadigan soliq emas, balki
aksiz solig‘il sifatida e’tirof etish va faoliyatni
aksiz undiriladigan xizmatlar toifasiga kiritish
maqgsadga muvofiq. Tashkilotchilarni aksiz
to‘lovchisi sifatida qayta tasniflanishi, aholiga
ochiqroq ma’lumot berilishiga xizmat qilgan
holda bunday xizmatlarning jozibadorligini
kamaytiradi.

* Operatorlar faoliyatiga nisbatan alohida
foyda solig‘ini belgilash. Amaldagi GGRdan
olinadigan soliq aksiz tabiatli maxsus soliq sifatida
shakllanganini inobatga olib, tavakkalchilikka
asoslangan o‘yinlar sohasida faoliyat yurituvchi
operatorlar uchun 15 foizlik foyda solig‘ini

joriy etish zarur. Bu chora faoliyatni umumiy
soliq tartibiga kiritish, budjet tushumlarini
oshirish va ishtirokchilarning fiskal mas’uliyatini
kuchaytirishga xizmat qiladi;

* Jismoniy shaxslarning tavakkalchilikka
asoslangan o‘yinlardan olgan daromadlarini
soligga tortish mexanizmini joriy etish. Aholining
o‘yin yutuqlaridan olgan daromadini solig‘ini
JShDSga tortish orqali bunday faoliyatning
iqtisodiy jozibadorligini kamaytirib, o‘yinlardan
olinadigan shaxsiy foyda ustidan nazoratni
kuchaytirishi ijtimoiy adolatni ta’minlab, kam
daromadli qatlamlarning ishtirokini qisman
cheklaydi;

+ Kelgusida tavakkalchilikka asoslangan
o‘yinlar sohasidan tushadigan daromadlarning
bir gismini ijtimoiy jamg‘armalarga yo‘naltirish.
Operatorlarning  yalpi  o‘yin  daromadidan
(GGR) ma’lum foizni Sog‘ligni  saqlash,
sportni rivojlantirish yoki ijtimoiy reabilitatsiya
jamg‘armalariga majburly ajratma  sifatida
yo‘naltirish orqali qimor o‘yinlariga qaramlikning
oldini olish, davolash va profilaktika dasturlarini
moliyaviy qo‘llab-quvvatlash mumkin;

Bundan tashqari soliq islohotlari bilan parallel
ravishda noqonuniy faoliyatlarga qarshi kurashish
tizimini ham kuchaytirish zarur. Noqonuniy
saytlarni operativ bloklash mexanizmini joriy
etish, to‘lov provayderlari orqali noqonuniy
operatorlarga va qoraro‘yxatdagi identifikatorlarga
pul o‘tkazmalarini qat’iyan taqiqlash, shubhali
tranzaksiyalarni banklar va to‘lov tizimlarida
avtomatik ushlab turish va tekshirish tartibini
yo‘lga qo‘yish lozim.
